
P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Feast of the Epiphany 
 As you will note by the day we are celebrating this 
feast, the Latin-rite (us) of the Catholic Church has shifted this 
feast from its traditional “twelfth day of Christmas”, January 
6th, to the second Sunday after Christmas, no matter the 
calendar date.  The Epiphany readings, including the story of 
the magi, the first Gentiles to pay the child Jesus homage, are 
such key readings for the full Christmas season.  Yet the 
pastoral alternatives—either to have most people miss them, 
since they ordinarily would not fall on a Sunday, or to add 
another holyday of obligation, when we already have Christmas 
and Mary, Mother of God—didn’t seem to be better solutions.  
Thus the rotating calendar day for the feast, and always on a 
Sunday. 
 What is the meaning of this day?  It certainly isn’t 
about honoring the three kings.  The Bible story never tells us 
how many were part of the entourage who ‘saw the star at its 
rising’ and made the journey nor their names.  It is much more 
likely that the gospel writer had in mind an indefinite number. 
It became “three” in the customary depiction of the scene due 
both to the mystical sense that the number three conveys and to 
the fact that three gifts were offered.  The earliest church had a 
variety of traditions about the numbers of kings, ranging from a 
few to many.  But once depicted as three, it became the 
overwhelmingly dominant image in people’s minds.  In turn, by 
the sixth century the customary names of Melchior, Balthasar, 
and Caspar became common, and, as they say, the rest is 
history. 
 Nor is the day about Jesus the king being honored by 
other kings.  In a sense, we have another feast in the calendar 
year for that, the feast of Christ the King, the last Sunday of the 
Church’s year.  Again, the Bible does not call them kings. A 
theologian of the late 2nd and early 3rd century called them 
‘almost kings,’ and eventually the idea that they were kings 
stuck and became depicted in paintings, statuary, and verse.  
Our liturgy to this day tends to reinforce this idea of kings by 
the use of Psalm 72 where it talks about how “all the kings shall 

pay him homage and all nations shall serve him.”  In the gospel 
story the men are called not “kings” but “magi,” which has 
been variously translated as ‘wise men’, ‘sages,’ even 
‘astrologers,’ but never “kings”.  All have a certain 
reasonableness. Such magi  did look to the heavens for signs of 
impending fortune or doom.  Those who did such things in that 
culture and could interpret the signs were considered learned, 
wise, sages.  But we really don’t know anything about them and 
so I prefer to tell the story using the literal word ‘magi,’ to keep 
the meaning open to various interpretations. 
 Rather, the feast of the Epiphany is another celebration 
of the meaning of the Incarnation, the Christmas reality that the 
Word of God, God’s own ‘speaking forth’ of God into creation, 
has become human flesh and blood and we can know/see this in 
Jesus, son of Mary, new-born babe (Luke’s birth story) or 
young child (Matthew’s magi story). God has become 
“manifest” (the meaning of ‘epiphany’).  God has become 
visible and known and drawn near in and through this child and 
his whole life.  To reverse the direction of thought from God to 
us, where can we know for certain God and the action of God in 
this world?  Look to Jesus and the life Jesus lived and the life 
Jesus brings about in each of us who are baptized and who live 
out that baptism.  There is God. 
 In that sense Christmas is a season of ‘epiphanies’ or 
manifestations of the glory of God made visible.  The 
shepherds give witness to it at the birth. The magi—Gentiles

Treasures 
 
     The church community was very poor, but the people se 
their hearts on obtaining an expensive set of figures for their 
Christmas crèche.  They worked hard to scrape the money together 
to buy the figures which were made out of porcelain.   Eventually 
it all came together and they were very proud of it. 
 

     The church was left open all Christmas Day in this small town, so that people 
could come and visit.  The janitor who came to lock up in the evening decided to look 
at the creche.  To his dismay he discovered that the baby Jesus was missing.  
 
     As he stood there he spotted a little girl with a wagon entering the church.  
She went straight to the crib.  There she took the baby Jesus out of her wagon and 
lovingly put him back where he belonged.  Before leaving she knelt and said a prayer 
in front of the crib. 
 
     On her way out the janitor asked her what she was doing with baby Jesus.  
She told him that before Christmas she prayed for a wagon and promised that if she got 
one, he would be the first to ride in it.  As she got her wagon, she was keeping her side 
of the bargain. 
 
     Christmas evokes generosity in people, especially children.  By coming in  
poverty God’s Son evokes in us a feeling of compassion, opening our hearts to life.  It 
was the poverty of Jesus that caused the Magi to open their treasures of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh  and lay them before him.   The visit of the Magi to the Christ-
child brought a reversal of the established order of things.  Instead of being 
impoverished, the Magi were enriched.  It is through giving that we are enriched, 
because through giving, we discover our own riches. 
 
     The poverty of Jesus is a challenge to us too.  It gives us an opportunity to 
open our hearts.  To open one’s heart is to begin to live.  Jesus no longer needs our 
gifts.  But other people may.  He wants us to share ourselves with one another.  And we 
too will find ourselves enriched if, as a result of knowing Jesus, we are able to open the 
treasures of our hearts and share with others.

A Family Perspective

 There are two different perspec-
tives in today’s Gospel: for Herod, the 
child Jesus was expendable because He 
interfered with Herod’s personal goals, 
but the Magi risked all to protect the 
same child. Do you imitate Herod or the 
Magi? Are children a priority in your life 
or are they sacrificed for career, conven-
ience, and possessions? 

“And behold, the star that they had seen  
at its rising preceded them,  
until it came and stopped  

over the place where the child was.   
They were overjoyed at seeing the  star, 

 and on entering the house  
they saw the child with Mary his mother.” 

 
 How often the sight of a star fills us with delight.  It is awesome to stand 
outside and behold a star-studded night.  They stir up within us a sense of mystery. 
Long ago three who have been called wise journeyed to the small, insignificant town of 
Bethlehem.  They followed a star that led them to the powerlessness of God lying in a 
manger.  It was the last place on earth one would expect to find the Creator of the stars, 
yet that is where those beams did shine.  We call such a moment an Epiphany.  An 
Epiphany is a manifestation of the Divine Presence right in the midst of daily life. 
Those who have tried to follow God, our creator, often find themselves in the midst of 
an Epiphany.  They are called to  follow stars that seem beyond their reach...stars that 
sometimes lead to a place we would rather not go. 

 
 
 

“Creator of the Stars, God of Epiphanies, 

You are the Great Star. 

You have marked my path with light. 

You have filled my sky with stars, naming each star,  

guiding it until it shines into my heart 

awakening me to deeper seeing

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not of God’s people—give witness to it 
when they pay homage to the child. The 
Christmas season officially ends on the 
feast of the Baptism of the Lord (usually 
a Sunday but this year on Monday, 
January 9th), when the adult Jesus gives 
witness to it at his baptism in the Jordan 
river which then sends him forth on his 
mission of preaching, teaching, healing, 
overcoming evil, and gathering disciples.  
He acts as a prophet of God’s people, so 
that God’s kingdom, God’s reign of 
justice and love, can be known and break 
into this world.  It is a mission that will 
put him in conflict with the authorities 
and lead to his death, a seeming failure 
of all he strived for. Yet a mission that 
will be gathered into the fullness of who 
God is—for this Jesus is the Word of 
God made visible—and so a mission that 
will erupt in full force anew at the 
resurrection. 
 The meaning of Epiphany is 
that this knowing about and sharing in 
the mission of God made visible is not 
just Jesus’ alone, nor the holy family of 
Mary and Joseph, nor the few that are 
given extraordinary signs, nor even just 
those who believe as we believe. This 
knowing about and sharing in the 
mission of God made visible is for all 
who seek meaning and truth and are 
willing to commit their lives to that 
journey.  The magi represent the 
universality of God’s call, and so, 
interestingly, the religious imagination 
that depicts the magi or kings as of 
various ethnicities and backgrounds gets 
the meaning of the story right, even if it 
embellishes what is actually in the story.   
 This Jesus, Word of God 
Incarnate, the glory of the invisible God 
made visible in human flesh and blood, 
is the goal of all humankind, for in our 
human quest for truth and meaning, we 
are to be satisfied with nothing less than 
knowing/seeing/embracing/serving God.  
We are all invited on that journey, 
whether we know it or not. We can be 
like Herod and try to manipulate that 
journey for our own limited ends, cutting 
off the real quest to know and serve God 
in this world.  Or we can be like the 
magi and be overjoyed that ‘we have 
seen the sign in the heavens’, embark on 
this journey in faith, and trust that God 
will lead us to where we can know for

 *Our Vocation Given in Baptism 
 That brings us to this week of 
“Vocational Awareness,” throughout the 
archdiocese and actually the whole 
country.  The focus from our own 
vocations committee dovetails with the 
focus given in the archdiocese: prayer 
and awareness that each of us has a 
vocation.  Yes, we need priests. Yes, 
religious orders need membership. But 
the core of vocation, of being “called” by 
God, is that each of us who are baptized 
is invited to live his or her life as a 
vocation. Our family life. Our work life.  
All that we do.  How is God calling us in 
these daily responsibilities?  What can 
we do well or better by seeing these 
daily activities as ways to honor God?  
What difference does our baptismal faith 
make in doing the big and little things 
that occupy our day? 
 These questions will be the 
focus of next weekend’s homily. If 
possible, I would like it to be more 
dialogical.  Do some thinking. If you had 
a word or two or idea or two to share 
about how to connect faith to daily life, 
what would they be?  What wisdom have 
you gained over the years of being 
Christian and yet immersed in the world 
and its many responsibilities?  How is 
your life, as it is now, a true vocation or 
calling from God?  Let’s see where some 
of these reflections take the homily next 
week. Let’s continue to pray for and help 
others be aware of the fact that each life 
lived can be lived consciously as a 
vocation from God. 
 
 *Prayer for Vocations throughout the 
Archdiocese 
 The Vocations’ Office of the 
Archdiocese has created a series of Holy 
Hours, with Eucharistic Exposition, 
Adoration, and Benediction to focus the 
archdiocese on prayer for vocations.  All 
vocations, married, consecrated, single, 
all callings, all walks of life.  They have 
designated various parishes as central 
gathering points from January 11th 
through January 15th.  A monstrance 
blessed by the late Pope John Paul II is 
traveling throughout North America as a 
symbolic focus for prayer for vocations 
and this monstrance will be used at each 
of the churches.  A full listing is on the 

board in the hallway to the Activities 
Center. 
 Although such a symbolic focus 
helps us to gather in prayer, there is 
nothing keeping us from doing our own 
prayer during this time. I invite you to do 
three things this coming week.  (1) Ask 
yourself and reflect on how your life is a 
vocation from God. Not how you can 
make it a vocation someday. How is it a 
vocation right now and what are some of 
the ways God is calling you now?  (2) 
Take some time in prayer. Pray for the 
outpouring of God’s Spirit on the people 
of this parish, diocese and whole Church.  
Pray that every Christian sees their life 
as a vocation from God. Pray that we as 
a Church find ways to be open to every 
person’s vocation.  (3) Pray for the 
specific vocation to priesthood in these 
difficult times as a Church.
