P astor’s Perspective 
 
*God Calls; Do We Respond? 
 The first reading today is from 1 Samuel and tells the 
story of the young Samuel who learns what it means to 
respond to God’s call.  Instead of responding with his typical 
“Here I am”—which he does when he thinks it is his mentor 
Eli who is calling—Samuel responds “Speak, Lord, your 
servant is listening.”  At least two things are important about 
that change in response. 
 
 The first is that when he is told it is the Lord, Samuel 
no longer focuses on himself  “Here, I am” but focuses on God 
“Speak, Lord”  and calls himself a servant of the Lord. 
Secondly, Samuel takes up the posture of listening, of being 
open to receive whatever call God gives him.  With that 
attitude and response, Samuel goes on to become one of the 
greatest prophets in the history of Israel. 
 
 “Vocation” means “calling,” specifically a calling 
from God.  But in the Christian understanding of vocation, 
each baptized person has a calling from God to live their lives 
in light of that identity. Christ has claimed us as his own.  
Everything we put energy into can be done in connection to 
that identity, in other words, become a  vocation.  Yes, some 
are called to priesthood or religious life. But it would be a 
huge mistake to call these avenues of life “vocations” and not 
see equally how every other walk and stage of life is also truly 
a vocation.  Each of us, yourself included, no matter age or 
status, has a vocation. God is calling. Are we listening? 

 But how do we do this?  I would never attempt to 
limit how God might act, but in practice very few people have 
such a direct vocational experience as Samuel.  Most of us do 
not here the voice of God in our minds or heart literally 
speaking!  I know my own sense of vocation was a gradual 
one, in which several factors came together.  I was in the latter 
state of college and so I was keenly interested in figuring out 
what my life should be about and what had enough interest 
and depth to claim my desire.  I had gone to a Catholic grade 
school and high school and came from a family that was active 
in the Church and so had been around Church-related life and 
priests and others who had chosen a religious vocation.  In 
college I became very active in both the student parish and in a 
prayer group and met supportive people who thought 
priesthood was a good thing.  All these things and more came 
together gradually and convinced me to begin asking questions 
about priesthood, what it would mean, what it was like and so 
on.  Over the course of several years and with proper 
formation it led to priesthood. 
 
 No blinding light. No voice in the mind/heart.  No 
absolute certainty.  But a deepening sense that this direction 
was right for me and wasn’t just my own wish or desire.  Such

Financial Update 
 Last month we paid off one of the Parish Activities Center loans for $13,500. 
A total of $6,340 came from your generous weekly Debt Reduction envelopes and the 
remainder came from weekly offertory. This payment brings the balance on the 
remaining loan to $75,350. This fiscal year we agreed to pay $40,000 on our loans, so 
before June 30, we will make another payment of $26,450. 
 We still have a loan of $1,050,000 for the purchase of eleven acres of land in 
September 2000 which is non-interest bearing. We will need to make a decision on 
keeping and using this land in the future.

From the Music Desk . . . 

Thank You for a Musical Christmas 
 
 Due to restrictive holiday deadlines by the company which publishes these 
bulletins, this is my first opportunity after Christmas to submit a column.  You will 
therefore be reading this well after the Christmas season has ended, but the sentiments 
which I express are Merry indeed. 
 
 Thank you to the dozens of people who made the Christmas liturgies at SS. 
John and Paul so musically beautiful.  We had broad-based participation from all four 
choirs (adult vocal and bell, junior vocal and bell), as well as from members of our 
Contemporary Ensemble, along with cantors, soloists and instrumentalists. The age 
range was from second grade through senior citizen—truly a cross section of our 
parish. 
 
 The music itself was varied, ranging from ancient melodies through several 
works by living composers, and including texts in Latin, Polish and Spanish.  We had 
instrumental works, vocal solos and duets, as well as choral, bell and ensemble 
anthems – truly a rich fare.   
 
 Although liturgical music is always supposed to reflect the underlying text and 
message, somehow the music of Christmas makes that connection most effectively.  I 
believe that this is because music by its nature is so deeply human, and Christmas 
celebrates most directly the Word made flesh.  May we be able to maintain that strong 
link between the music and the message of Scripture as we move into these first weeks 
of Ordinary Time.

God’s Call 
 

     In this weekend’s readings we hear a unique and 
specific call … a call more commonly known as a ‘vocation’.  
Samuel is being called into the role of a prophet and Andrew 
and the others to discipleship.  The initiative is always with 
God, for the ‘call’ is always his and every call demands a response.  
 
     Great events begin very simply.  Jesus began his mission by looking for a little 
band of kindred souls, and demanded total commitment from them.  
 
     God calls us too, in many ways and at many different levels.  God called us 
into life and throughout our lives God continues to call us to a life worthy of our 
dignity as his children.  At death God will call us from this life into eternal life. 
 
     God’s call can take many forms, and be fulfilled in different ways.  It is not 
likely to be as dramatic as was the call of Samuel, or as ‘real’ as that of the first 
apostles.  Yet God speaks to us in the very depths of our heart, calling us to intimacy 
with himself, and to be his co-workers in the world.  Rather than a voice, God’s call is 
more a tug at our hearts, which we feel at quiet and reflective moments in our lives.  
Sometimes this may make itself felt in a very forceful way.  But most times it is likely 
to be as gentle as a breeze. 
 
    The call of Samuel and the call of the first disciples are both relevant for our 
lives.  Just as Samuel was called by God to the task of being a prophet, so each of us is 
called to do some specific work for God in the world.  And the call of the disciples 
applies to us too, because at our baptism we were called to discipleship. 
 
     Every vocation is worthy of honor.  And every vocation is a call to the 
fullness of love.   
 

What is it that God is calling you to today?

Health Notes 
 
 

Can Fast Food = Healthy Food 
 
1. Think small. A regular burger or 

roast beef sandwich is just the right 
amount for a child’s meal. By 
avoiding large or super-sized meals, 
your child will learn about proper 
portion sizes. 

2. Avoid anything fried. A fried 
chicken sandwich has more fat and 
calories than a burger. Try the 
grilled or roasted chicken 
sandwiches or remove the skin or 
batter from chicken to reduce the 
fat. 

3. Add some vegetables to every fast 
food meal. You can always request 
lettuce, tomato, and onion on any 
sandwich, not just a burger. A salad 
with low calorie dressing can 
balance out your meal. 

4. Skip the soda. Pop is loaded with 
empty calories and replaces 
nutritious milk. You can also buy 
bottled water or bring your own and 
if you have to drink the pop, make it 
a small. 

5. Be choosey. Go to fast food places 
that have healthier food choices. 
The more choices available, the 
easier you make it on yourself to 
provide your child with a balanced 
meal. 

6. Think the fish sandwich is healthy? 
They are almost always fried in oil 
and served with tartar sauce making 
them high in fat and calories. 
Compromise and order the fish 
without sauce and you’ve cut down 
on the fat content. 

7. Hold the high fat sausage, 
pepperoni, bacon, or hamburger and 
load on the vegetables for a pizza 
full of vitamins and minerals. If the 
kids have to have a high fat meat, 
request it be put on light and they 
will never know the difference. 

8. Order sandwiches without the 
special sauce or mayonnaise and 
substitute lower fat condiments such 
as ketchup, mustard, or barbeque 
sauce. 
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callings then get tested out as we make 
decisions to put into practice who we 
believe we are called to be. In turn, our 
experience in practice stretches, shapes, 
and sometimes even challenges our 
original sense of how we are called. 
 In a sense, we have to be like 
Andrew and Philip who ask where the 
Lord is staying (Where are you in our 
lives Lord?) and told “Come and see.”  
We need to spend some time with the 
Lord. Prayer, allowing the events of a 
day to be reviewed in light of faith, 
patterns of Sunday worship and 
occasional Reconciliation, willingness to 
be open to each person as a gift from 
God, are all ways to ‘spend time’ with 
the Lord. When we do, we gradually (or 
for some perhaps not so gradually) get a 
sense of where God wants us to be. We 
have a sense of vocation. 
 Where, right now in your life, is 
God gently but insistently pressing you?  
What would change if each of us took 
our baptism seriously, stood before God 
in prayer over a period of time and said 
“Speak, Lord, your servant is listening” 
and be willing to act on what we come to 
believe?  How can you shape whatever 
responsibilities and activities your 
present life consists of into a vocation—
doing these well because it is a way to 
serve God?

 I am looking forward to our 
parish’s dinner celebration as we begin 
to bring this year-long remembrance to a 
close.

 *Martin Luther King, Jr. Day 
 Monday is the holiday for Dr. 
Martin Luther King, Jr.   A couple of 
years ago I was in Atlanta for a priests’ 
convocation and was able to spend some 
time at his national museum, reviewing 
his history, listening to his stirring 
speeches, re-living as a middle-aged 
adult what was more of a child’s 
memory of the events that played out in 
the late 50’s and 60s. 
 There is no denying that we 
have changed from those days as a 
nation.  Large-scale, overt racial 
discrimination is no longer the norm.  
Yet, in the east and Midwest our schools 
remain highly segregated because our 
population remains highly segregated.  
We struggle to have proportionate 
representation of blacks in our colleges.  
Many want to do away with all 
affirmative action procedures, as though 
we are on a level playing field and so no 
one can complain about having less of a 
chance for education or job than any 
other.   
 We have come a long way, it 
seems to me, but not that far.  I know a 
number of people who are afraid, the 
minute they see someone of a different 
race.  I know a number of people who 
feel no connection to or responsibility 
toward Detroit, as though we can be 
healthy as a community and society and 
have no interest in what is happening in 
our core city.  I know people who 
support a ballot initiative to do away 
with all affirmative action in education 
and state programs.  I know people who 
wouldn’t accept it, if their child married 
someone of a different race.  Perhaps it 
is due to naiveté; to tiredness at not 
seeing problems clear up; to actual 
personal experiences.  But in the end we 
need to keep working on issues of racism 
and discrimination. They are as real as 
they were in the days of Dr. King.   
 Catholic social teaching is 
based on two cornerstones: the dignity of 
each human being and the common 
good.  Racism violates the core dignity 
of persons.  And the common good 
requires that each person and groups of 
persons needs to have the opportunity 
and means to share in and contribute to 
the welfare of society.  As a Church I 
hope we never back down in our 
commitment to fight racism nor in our 
support of social justice which includes 

elements of affirmative action.  Dr. 
King, Jr., though by no means a saint in 
all areas of his life, was and still can be a 
true inspiration to us. 
 
 
 *Scripture Study 
 Our Little Rock Scripture Study 
on the Acts of the Apostles starts up 
again this Tuesday.  One of the values of 
Scripture study is the ability to delve 
more deeply into a whole book of the 
Bible, to really get a handle on what the 
author is saying, to recognize some of 
the complexities in reading Scripture and 
applying it to our lives. In turn, by 
sharing with others how you see that 
Scripture connecting to life, the study 
group is able to support each other’s 
journey of faith. 
 There is not one right way to 
interpret and apply Scripture.  As 
Catholics we approach Scripture as 
inspired writing. By that we believe that 
God’s Spirit will use the Scripture to 
lead us more deeply into a relationship 
with God, with our own selves, and with 
the world around us, not that every story 
in Scripture happened exactly as written 
or that every word of Scripture is to be 
applied literally and simplistically to our 
lives.  We recognize that Scripture came 
together in a complex process, with 
various literary forms, not all of them 
historical and in various social settings, 
not all of them compatible with how we 
live life today. What is common to all 
parts of Scripture, however, is the 
recognition that by reading, praying, 
studying, and applying the Scripture to 
our life in a spirit of openness to God’s 
Spirit, we will be formed more deeply as 
God’s people. 
 You are invited to Tuesday’s 
Scripture study over the next several 
weeks, whether you were able to be part 
of the group in the fall or not.  I think 
you will find it very worthwhile.

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Creating a Parish Community… 
 

 Over the next several weeks  will be exploring the history 
of SS. John and Paul Parish as we bring to a close our year of 
celebrating 25 years of being “together in ministry.” 

 

 As stated last week, a mass station, sponsored by St. 
Clement of Romeo, was created with Fr. Arnie Bastien celebrating 
weekly mass at Washington Elementary School.  As the number of 
people increased, the mass station was upgraded to a “parish in 
formation.” 

 

 This parish in formation was named SS. John and Paul in December, 
1978, and Fr. Ron Sayes was assigned as new pastor.  The name of the parish 
was derived from St. John and St. Paul, two martyrs that were brothers. 

 

 Weekend masses continued at the school and weekday masses were 
held at the parish house and in parishioner’s homes.  The parish house was 
where Fr. Sayes lived and was located on Campground between 28 and 29 Mile 
Road.  This century old home was graciously loaned to the parish at no cost for 6 
years. 

 

 Meeting the needs of the new community happened because of the 
willingness of parishioners to volunteer their time to help their community grow 
and flourish. There were families to register, commissions to be formed, and a 
parish council to begin.
