 *Diocesan finances 
 Why do I bring up diocesan finances?  Last weekend there was a news article 
about loans from the Archdiocese of Detroit to keep the Pope John Paul II Cultural 
Center in Washington, D.C. afloat as it goes through difficult financial times.  This 
week a more detailed article on the Church of Detroit’s finances has been published by 
the National Catholic Reporter.  These articles contain some accurate facts, but some 
people are jumping to conclusions about how these disclosures do or do not impact 
parishes. 
 Diocesan finances are a more complex matter than parish finances because of 
its oversight of all 300+ parishes, as well as its own central operations.  The diocese is 
structured for legal purposes in what is called a “corporation sole,” in which the person 
who is the canonical (recognized by the Roman Catholic Church universal) archbishop 
of Detroit holds all the assets of the parishes and Archdiocese in the name of the 
Archdiocese of Detroit.  This means that the archbishop acts as sole trustee, in a sense, 
for all the Church’s central as well as parish assets.   
 He does not own anything in his own name, however, nor can he simply do 
whatever he wants with Archdiocesan resources.  He has a lay board of financial

The Small Gesture 
Mk. 1:40-45 

 
     Little gestures can show us greater insight into a person’s 
character, their humanity.  Jesus gives us this very example in this 
weekend’s Gospel.  His gesture of touching the leper before curing him affirmed the 
leper’s dignity and value as a person. 
 

     Lepers were despised and rejected by the people and believed themselves to 
be rejected and despised by God as well.  Jesus did the unthinkable.  He reached out 
and touched the leper. That touch shows Jesus’ great compassion for the outcast, the 
sinner, and the sufferer. 
 

     That simple gesture meant the world to the leper.  The leper’s worst suffering 
was not the disease itself, but being rejected by all people.  In touching him, Jesus gave 
him a sign of welcome, and repaired his sense of being dirty and unworthy, of being 
nothing but human scrap. 
 

     Jesus had great understanding of and feeling for people who were suffering.  
Oscar Wilde put it like this: 
 

Jesus understood the leprosy of the  lepers, the darkness of the blind,  
the fierce misery of those who live for pleasure, the strange poverty  
of the rich, the thirst that can lead people to drink from muddy waters.  

 

     Jesus stretches our capacity for compassion.  He challenges our idea of love.  
Each of us has a great capacity for love. We have it in our power to reach out to those 
who are suffering the pain of rejection.  We could rekindle hope, bring back the zest for 
living, in someone else, and mirror dimly the infinite compassion of God. 
 

     By looking at Jesus we see how we as a Christian community should deal with 
sinners and people that society has rejected.  Who are the ‘lepers’  - the outcasts of our 
day, in our community?  We know how Jesus would have treated them.  How do we 
treat them?   

Touch 
 

Many of us are afraid to touch other people. 
We give a few pennies to a beggar, 

but make sure there is no contact between us, 
not even eye-contact. 

Jesus didn’t stand off or keep his distance. 
He wasn’t afraid to touch others. 

He touched lepers, sinners, sick people, 
and even the dead. 

Physical contact is precisely what gives people, 
especially sick and wounded people, 

a sense of warmth and joy. 
By the very act of touching another person, 

we accept that person exactly as he or she is.

advisors to help him and the Board of Consultors are mandated by church law to be 
consulted on anything that will have an impact on the financial health of the diocese.  I 
know the names of many on the lay board and all of the priests on the Board of 
Consultors.  Though some might be called “yes-men,” many are not and would make 
known any serious disagreements they have with the archbishop’s financial decisions.  
If they have serious concerns with how the archbishop is spending money, they are 
obligated to report those concerns to the Vatican.  
 In addition, for many years, prior to Cardinal Maida’s coming to Detroit and a 
practice that he continued, the Archdiocese has conducted a yearly, professional audit 
of all its central financial accounts, investments and transactions.  Currently Plante & 
Moran is hired to do this audit.  They have always signed off on a “clean audit.”  That 
means that they have not found anything significantly out of order.  They can trace the 
“money trails” and these are properly accounted for.  How, then did the Archdiocese of 
Detroit have money to spend on building projects like the St. John Center in Plymouth 
(site of former seminary) or, even more removed, the Pope John Paul II Cultural Center 
in Washington, D.C.?  And what money did Cardinal Maida use for such projects? 
 When all 300+ parishes pool their extra money (not needed for paying bills on 
a cash flow basis), and the money that is mandated by law to be set aside for perpetual 
care of Archdiocesan cemeteries is added to that, along with the money from the

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A Family Perspective

 In the Gospel for World 
Marriage Day, Jesus “reached out, 
touched a leper and healed him.” 
Everyone comes to marriage with flaws 
that need healing. The healing power of 
Jesus comes to life in marriage, when 
spouses “reach out” and accept the 
shortcomings of each other. 

Priests’ Pension Fund, a large sum is 
created.  This can then be invested in 
standard investment products (stocks and 
bonds).  Any income beyond that owed 
to these funds (for example, 4% interest 
to parishes) comes back to the 
Archdiocese for its central use.  Let’s 
take a round number like $100 million 
dollars for all these assets.  During the 
“boom years” of the late nineties, the 
Archdiocese was earning upwards of 
15% a year at times.  Deduct 5.25% (the 
diocese paid higher interest at the time) 
paid back to all the funds and about $10 
million might be available for central 
use.  You can see where money might 
become available both for the $30 
million renovation of the St. John Center 
in Plymouth and to loan to the JPII 
Cultural Center in Washington, D.C., as 
well as to loan to parishes and schools in 
dire financial straits. 
 
 Even in the non-boom years, 
the cemetery fund was available as a 
pool of money that could loan its assets 
to other projects, as long as it was paid 
back in a timely way and in accord with 
state fiduciary laws.  Thus there has 
always been money available that has 
not come from parish assets nor stopped 
parishes from recovering their deposited 
assets.  But with the post-9/11 stock 
decline, and reaching the limits of what 
can be borrowed from the cemetery 
fund, and many parishes and schools not 
doing a very good job of paying back 
their agreed upon loans, that large pool 
of money was no longer available.  Thus 
the rules changed for loaning money to 
parishes. Currently all parishes must 
come up with 100% of the cash before 
proceeding with a building or renovation 
project, though the hope is that the rules 
will be eased beginning next year, as we 
get back into a better cash flow situation.  
It also explains why the diocese had no 
money to simply keep funneling to 
parishes and schools that had not and 
would not be able to pay it back.  The 
ones who felt it immediately were the 
schools in the city of Detroit, many of 
which were closed as of this school year.  
Now, as Together in Faith, plays itself 
out, more parishes and schools will also 
feel it. 
 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 5)  So, in essence, the Archdiocese 
has a lot of its money tied to 
buildings/land.  These are assets that can 
be sold in a worst-case scenario and the 
diocese will recoup much or all of its 
investment, but it means that the cash is 
not available for other projects.  It has 
not and will not default on making parish 
assets available to parishes and paying 
the agreed upon 4% interest on that 
money.  It is not asking for parishes to 
come up with extra money to cover any 
loans.  No C.S.A. money is connected to 
any such projects, since the C.S.A. has 
an agreed upon budget, audited by 
Plante-Moran, and the money collected 
during the C.S.A. goes to the pre-
determined budget items or comes back 
to the parishes that went over their 
targets. 
 
 So, the archdiocese as a whole 
is not in bad financial shape. Quite the 
contrary.  It has long-term assets that are 
recoverable.  On the other hand, it is in a 
cash flow crunch, since many of those 
assets are tied to land/buildings that are 
not on the market and so not fluid.  In 
that sense, there is less money to look at 
loaning out to parishes and Catholic 
schools in need.  On the other hand, even 
if that money were available, it is no 
longer the case that such schools and 
parishes would get that loan. The diocese 
has finally become serious about holding 
parishes and schools to the loan 
commitments they agree to.  If they 
cannot honor them, then they have to ask 
why they should continue. 
 
 Back to the news stories.  It is 
inaccurate, then, to conclude that all 
sorts of parishes or schools would be 
saved, if the archbishop had not put 
those multi-million dollars of resources 
to St. John Center and the John Paul II 
Center.  That is simply not the case.  But 
it is also not accurate, as some diocesan 
spokespersons seem to suggest, that 
those decisions to invest in buildings 
have not had an impact on parishes.  
Along with the failure of many parishes 
to pay  back loans in a timely manner, 
these other expenditures add to the cash 
flow crunch which makes it nearly 
impossible to plan for future expansion, 
since 100% of the money must be in 
hand and no borrowing is allowed.  The 

good news is that we are getting back to 
a more fluid cash flow situation and the 
hope is that such severe restrictions will 
be eased in the coming year. 
 We will have to wait and see. In 
the meantime, no parish money is being 
lost.  The diocese is not in terrible 
financial shape, no matter what happens 
to the cultural center in Washington, 
D.C.  Do I think that Cardinal Maida 
made a wise decision in loaning money 
to the John Paul II Cultural Center 
project?  No, definitely not, but it was 
within his purview to make such a 
decision.  Do I think that he should have 
been more public about the loan?  Of 
course, because now with the news 
reports, it can look like he was trying to 
hide something, when he should have 
been right up front about it.  Next week I 
want to add some remarks on parish 
financial procedures.

 On this World Marriage Day, I 
give thanks to all married couples who 
witness to the joys and struggles of being 
a community together.  The documents 
of the Church call married couples (and 
their families) a “domestic church.”  
That means that as you live out your 
marriage and family life in faith, the 
Church sees you as living sacrament, an 
effective sign of the presence of Jesus.  
You are furthering the mission and 
ministry of Jesus as you form those 
relationships into a community of 
support and love.  May God be with you 
and give you strength.
