 Our parish is extremely fortunate to have such a fine group of dedicated 
cantors.  Their week-to-week dedication to both liturgical and musical responsibilities 
is impressive; their willingness to give up a Saturday beyond that is truly amazing.

Suggestions—Your Offertory Envelopes 
The support of the parish depends mainly on the collection taken up each 
weekend during the Masses. The collections are counted by volunteer 
parishioners who would find their job much easier if the following 
guidelines were observed: 

 

¨ Use your envelopes. You cannot be given credit for loose bills. 
¨ Mark your envelope. If you don’t mark how much is in the 

envelope, we have to mark it for you which takes extra time and 
risks your not receiving proper credit. 

¨ Use only one envelope. If you’ve been away and want to make up 
for the collections you’ve missed, turn in just one envelope with the 
total amount covering what you’ve missed. 

¨ Treat your envelope gently. After sealing it, don’t tape, staple or 
glue the envelope flap. That little tongue that curls up at you is 
supposed to do that so we can grab it to open the envelope quickly.  

¨ Please don’t fold or wad up bills in the envelope.

Curing the Whole Person 
(Mk. 2:10-12) 

 
     When the paralyzed man arrived, Jesus saw immediately 
that he needed physical healing, but he also saw that he was in 
need of spiritual healing too.  He decided to begin with that.  He 
began to cure the man with the forgiveness of his sins. He was not implying that his 
sins were the cause of his illness.  Nor was he suggesting that this man’s sin was 
greater than any others.   He was saying that sin too is an illness, an illness of the soul.  
 
     We may not need physical healing at this moment, but we certainly need 
spiritual healing. This is how the miracle applies to us. Sin can be regarded as a 
spiritual paralysis which affects all of us.  It affects our heart—it impairs our ability to 
love.  It affects our will—we are unable to reject evil decisively and commit ourselves 
once and for all to the good.  It affects our spirit—we are unable to live in freedom, 
hope and joy. 
 
     We need the Lord’s forgiveness and healing.  We need to bring our sins and 
ills to him in humility and trust.  Then he will say to us, “Your sins are forgiven.”    
Through forgiveness, what is broken is made whole.  To be forgiven is to be set free—
free to move forward again.  The Lord not only forgives our sins, but helps us to learn 
from them.  We learn about our own weakness.  We learn about the goodness of God.  
And we learn to be compassionate towards others who sin.

Jesus, Heal Us 
 

 Jesus is completely new.  He 
does things that have never been done 
before.  We can’t be saying yes to him 
sometimes and no to him other times.  
We must commit and believe and follow 
completely.  We must have the tenacity 
of the four people who so badly wanted 
their friend to be healed that they 
climbed on top of the roof, cut out a 
hole, and lowered the person in from 
above.  They couldn’t figure out how to 
get into the room the conventional way, 
so they tried something new. 

 
 The picture is almost humorous.  
The four friends of the person who is 
paralyzed have absolutely no doubts 
regarding Jesus’ power.  Yet the very 
religious scribes have nothing but doubt.  
They are quite upset when Jesus forgives 
the sins of the person lowered into the 
room from the roof.  Then they are 
amazed when they see that Jesus can 
also perform a miracle cure.   
 
 Which is the most important 
and most dramatic act of healing that 
Jesus performs: the forgiving of sins or 
the physical curing of the paralyzed 
man? 

 
 Which is easier for you: to ask 
forgiveness or to receive it?

Blood Drive Coming Soon 
 
 SS. John & Paul will be hosting an American Red Cross blood drive on 
Thursday, April 6th from 2:00 PM – 8:00 PM.  The Red Cross delivers an average of 
900 units of blood per day to 52 hospitals in southeastern Michigan.  Our blood supply 
belongs to the community and it is only with the support of volunteer blood donors 
from our community that we are able to meet the demands.  Your help is urgently 
needed to ensure that blood is always available for those patients who need it! 
 You are an eligible blood donor if you are 17 years of age or older, weigh at 
least 110 pounds and are in good health.  Please mark your calendar and plan on 
donating at our next blood drive. 
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 We will be sending everyone a 
“Table Card” for weekly Lenten prayer.  
You can use that at a weekly meal.  Or, 
can you find time to come together as a 
family and pray for the healing of the 
world, of our communities, of our 
families?  Maybe once a week end the 
evening with some prayer together, a 
decade of the rosary, or even the whole 
rosary? 
 We will be focusing on Fridays 
of Lent again as a time for prayer but 
also as a day of fasting.  Abstinence 
from meat products is part of the 
universal Church custom.  That’s fine, 
but let’s make sure we have a sense of 
fasting.  It can be food related, TV 
related, music related.  It can be how we 
talk negatively, how we tease.  Whatever 
we choose to focus on, think about 
letting Friday be the day we do this 
together, as a community of faith. 
 The Lenten Rice Bowls will be 
distributed to all religious education 
families at the beginning of Lent and are 
available for anyone interested in using 
them. Typically, some meals are 
simplified during Lent and the extra 
savings in money are donated to the Rice 
Bowl. Or families can come up with 
their own ways to contribute. 
 We have invited the Renewal 
Team of Fr. Michael Champlin, Sr. Joan 
Budrey, and Fr. Nicholas Punch to lead 
us in a week of renewal from March 19-
23rd.  We will be canceling all other 
parish meetings that week so that the 
focus can be on good renewal and 
formation.  It is a time to relax, reflect 
and renew our coming together in Christ.  
I urge you to keep that week as open as 
possible and plan on attending the 
evening or morning sessions.   
 
 *A Primer on Parish Finances 
 Last week I gave a brief 
overview of archdiocesan finances.  This 
week I want to review what the checks 
and balances are in parishes (and on 
pastors) for spending your donations.  I 
want to stress again how important it is 
for the people of a diocese (like the 
Archdiocese of Detroit) or of a parish 
(like SS. John and Paul) to never hesitate 
in asking for a forthright accounting of 
the finances of the diocese or parish and 
never settling for less than that. 
 Every parish is audited within a 
year of a new pastor beginning his 
responsibilities and an audit can be 
requested by the parish pastoral council, 
if they find a need to be reassured about 
expenditures.  Each year’s budget is 
approved by the parish pastoral council.  

(Pastor’ Perspective continued from page 1) The president of the council, along with 
the pastor, must sign both the yearly 
budget and final yearly financial report.  
These budgets and financial reports are 
then reviewed by and approved by the 
diocesan department of finance and 
administration. 
 At SS. John and Paul, there is a 
subcommittee to the Stewardship 
Commission which has access to a 
listing of all the financial transactions 
and reviews a monthly financial report.  
Though I do not make public parish-
wide all the salaries of parish personnel 
(I don’t think that should be disclosed on 
a universal public basis), that 
information is available to both the 
Stewardship Commission and Parish 
Pastoral Council, if needed.  However, 
my own salary, benefits, and expenses 
are available not only to those select 
groups but to any parish member who 
asks, as is any particular expenditure you 
might wonder about.  I want you to have 
whatever information you need to be 
assured that we are using your donations 
for the overall good of the parish and its 
future. 
 The parish has an account with 
a local bank, divided between a 
traditional checking account and one that 
allows for electronic transfer or deposit 
of funds.  Parish money that is not 
needed for more immediate cash flow 
purposes is deposited with the 
Archdiocese and earns 4% interest.  That 
money can be withdrawn at any time, 
provided its use fits within the approved 
yearly budget.  Expenditures of $50,000 
or more can not be undertaken, unless 
first approved by the Chancellor of the 
Archdiocese.  Expenditures of $100,000 
or more must be brought before a group 
of priests, called the Board of 
Consultors, who advise the Archbishop 
on financial matters.   
 In terms of Sunday 
contributions, all Sunday counting 
groups are to have at least three people 
present, before handling the money.  
Money that comes into the parish office 
via Mass intentions, sale of cookbooks 
or tickets for a party and the like, is 
accounted for by the parish secretary.  I 
periodically match that to the monthly 
financial reports as a check and balance.  
In short, there are a number of 
procedures in place to try to keep a 
parish financially accountable.  The key 
is to have honest people, of course!  But, 
equally, it is important to ask questions, 
if you have a concern.  These resources 
belong to all the people of God of the 
parish, not just to the pastor or a select 
few. 
 

 We are now in the beginning 
process of preparing next year’s budget 
(July 2006-June 2007).  I’ve asked our 
staff members and 
commissions/committees to think about 
their needs for the upcoming fiscal 
year—be creative but frugal!—and turn 
those in.  Paula Klozik, our business 
manager, will work with the Stewardship 
Commission budget committee to 
finalize a draft budget, which then needs 
to be approved by the parish pastoral 
council and accepted by me. So far this 
fiscal year, though down a bit from 
projected Sunday revenues, we are in 
decent financial shape and will be able to 
meet the needs and accomplish the 
projects which were laid out in the 
budget. 
 
 *Rainbow Weekend for Teens 
 I joined our teens down at the 
Renaissance Center last Saturday as they 
were taking a meal break from the 
Rainbow weekend.  A couple thousand 
teens from across the Archdiocese 
gathered together for prayer, for 
educational sessions, for dancing and 
fun, spending the weekend downtown.  
You would be proud of our group of 
teens and their adult mentors.  They all 
were wearing a common shirt with our 
logo on it and on the back it said: “When 
You are with me, I am free, I’m careless, 
I believe.”  The “You” of course refers 
to Jesus. I like the image of letting go 
and simply being carefree, all because 
we know the Lord is with us.  In spite of 
some logistical glitches that our group 
had to face—no fault of their own—the 
weekend was once again a powerful time 
for our youth to celebrate their Catholic 
Christian faith with so many others. 
 
 *Final Mass Closing the Anniversary 
Year 
 We will celebrate the 11:30 
a.m. Mass next weekend as the closing 
of our 25th anniversary year.  At that 
Mass we will process with our streamers, 
use the anniversary prayer for a last time 
and bless the articles that will go into the 
time capsule.  The parish has done well 
in its year long focus.  It will be part of 
the parish’s history now.  I am grateful 
that my own 25th was able to coincide 
with the parish celebration. 
 
  May the God who calls us to 
conversion, stir up in our hearts a desire 
to be transformed.  May we have the 
courage to hold nothing back from God.

 Creating this parish community has been possible because 
of the hard work and dedication of hundreds of people.  Through 
several changes of pastors, many, many changes in parish staff, good 
times and difficult times, the presence of the Spirit has stayed alive 
and well within our walls and is present to all who enter our doors.   
 

 No matter what the year, no matter who the pastor is, no 
matter who is on staff, no matter how many families are registered, 
some things never change: 
 

· The Christmas and Easter masses are very crowded.
