There was a wealthy man who was walking thhoting
city streets one day when he came upon a beggar, wh
immediately asked him for money.

Habit plays
a big part in our lives.

Lent touches something in all of us. We acwved by the sight of Jesus
fasting and praying in the desert, but it also dégras to look at ourselves. We are
challenged to improve ourselves. If we want a p&aee of clothing, we must throw
aside the old one. The wearing of new clothesimilblve a new way of living.

If we want to change the outer aspects ofivas, we must first change the
inner attitudes of our minds. Change requireugplace the old habits with new
ones. It calls us to take control of ourselves inadte ourselves do what needs to be
done. The change of heart to which Lent calls msbeaaccomplished most of all
through the power of prayer.

Even though repentance and prayer are alwgy®priate, they are especially
appropriate during Lent. Lent is a great windovopportunity. It is the Church’s
‘holy spring’. During it, those to be newly bapg prepare for their rebirth in Christ.
It is a time of penance and effort. But it is adsttme of great joy. It is like
springtime...as we progress towards Easter thgstsbrighter and warmer.

What do we have to do? Turn from power ie@|de kind; act justly, and
walk humbly with God. May the Lord help us to ¢t of the rags of sin, so that he
may clothe us in newness of life.

We invite you tdocus on
reconciliation within our own family
setting. Where are relationships strained
or even broken? Where and how is God
asking us to let go of some hurt feeling,
or reach out in forgiveness or ask
forgiveness?

*First Sunday of Lent

The gospel of Mark has the
shortest account of Jesus’ “temptation”
in the desert. A better translation is
“being put to the test,” in the sense of
calling into question the very core of
who he is and what he is willing to do in
following the will of God.

It says that “The Spirit drove
Jesus into the desert.” Think about that
image. We sometimes think of Jesus
going on a forty day excursion or retreat.
No, he is driven there. He doesn’t want
to be put to the test. But unless he is
willing to face squarely the very core of
his heart—all the desires he had for self-
preservation, self-gratification, comfort,
fame, or whatever desires were at work
within him—he would be unable to
really be that in-breaking of God’s
kingdom in person.

As he comes out of the desert
Jesus announces “The time of
fulfillment, the kingdom of God is at
hand. Repent and believe in the good

opportunity to do so in a safer, Spirit-
inspired way, so that when those
challenges of life come, we are ready.

*Baptism Preparation

The sacrament of Baptism is the
first of the sacraments of initiation
(along with Confirmation and first
Eucharist). Itis a sacrament. That
means that something essential about
Christ’'s mission and ministry is
happening in the event of Baptism. Itis
not an optional part of the Christian life
or something we can do apart from the
community of the Church. Itis not
simply a family ceremony or tradition or
a cultural event, though it can include
those elements. It is an event of faith
and marking a person spiritually but
permanently as connected to Jesus’ life,
death and resurrection. It is not to be
taken lightly. It demands promises by the
parent(s) and godparent(s) to follow
through on raising the child in an active
Catholic Christian way.

That is why Baptism is not
simply a “call the parish office and next
week be baptized” process. We need
time to prepare the community and
families for baptism. Ideally we would
like to work with parents even while
they are in the pregnancy stage, so that
they can already begin to connect the
coming birth—which is a family and
cultural event—with the faith

us into that desert. | think it is important,
however, to not get stuck on the external
penances we are doing (or failing to do!).
The whole point of denial and Lenten
discipline is to experience ourselves
being taken deeper and further than we
are comfortable with. At the core of our
heart, who are we? Where are the limits
to our saying “yes” to God? Are we
willing to be driven by the Spirit even
further?

Let us embrace the spirit of this
season by finding personal and family
and communal ways to do penance. Not
for its own sake. But with an inner eye
looking for how the Spirit of God is
trying to de-throne our too comfortable
self-centeredness. It is for our own
good. Life will knock us down or
challenge our very reasons for loving
and living. Lentis our yearly

have a pregnancy to let me know so that
we can bless the unborn child and pray
with you as community of faith. It is a
simple blessing at the end of the Mass
for strength and encouragement.
Secondly, to prepare properly
for baptism parents need time to think
and pray about the commitment that will
be coming up. Baptismal parents are
promising God and the community of
faith to raise their child faithfully as
Catholic Christians. It is a serious
commitment. It makes no sense to take

At the same time, baptismal
preparation is a wonderful time, an
exciting time. It is a great chance to re-
connect to the worshiping community, if
we have bee away for awhile. Itis a
perfect time to begin to pray as a couple
or as a family, if we have lost that
practice. Itis a time to re-think what it
means to be a Catholic Christian and
appreciate what it means to be a member
of the Church. Itis a time to think about
how we will pass on our faith to our
children and to learn about ways to
celebrate that faith as families. We need
time to share those things with parents.

As a result, we ask those
preparing for baptism to call the parish at
least three months in advance of baptism
and even sooner, if you are able. We can
then include that blessing during
pregnancy. We can pray with the new-
born child and sign them with the oil of
catechumens shortly after birth. We can
ask the parish community to be praying
specifically for the children who will be
baptized. We can invite some of our
families to share ways they have found
to integrate family reality with prayer
and faith activities. And then we can
bring all of these things together with a
celebration of the sacrament of Baptism
at one of the scheduled weekend Masses.

If you are pregnant or have a
child you would like to have baptized,
please call our pastoral associate,
JoAnne Owens, to arrange for that first
step toward baptism. Thank you.
