Mk. 9:2-10

The mountain experience in our Gospel thiskeead /
came at a very difficult time in Jesus’ life, a &raf uncertainty
and fear of the future. He was headed for JerosaMhere he
sensed that the same fate awaited him as beféfleapprophets—a violent death. He
naturally recoiled from such fate. In order tdeef upon it and pray about it, he
climbed to the top of Mount Tabor.

We don’t know exactly what happened on the mt@in. But it seems that he
had an intense experience of the presence of GBedieard those marvelous words:
‘You are my beloved Son.” On Mt. Tabor Jesusligtiself comforted and affirmed.
He knew that his Father was pleased with him, andldvgive him the strength to face
a dark and threatening future. With God on hig skt could face anything.

At times life can become dark for all of uehere are a lot of voices which
say to us: ‘You're good, but only if you're susséul, or if you're good, or if you're
popular.” But there is a still, small voice whiatispers to us in our hearts: ‘You are
my beloved son / daughter.” This is the voice wecdto pay attention to. We must
recognize that we are God’s beloved children, antbtlive our lives by the light of
this truth.

To know that God loves us gives us the sttetmface the future, whatever it
holds. Too often when we run into problems, oithftalters and we begin to think
that God has abandoned us. If we pray, we sodizedhat God is right there present
with us in our suffering.

In times of difficulty we need to remembeattisod is with us and that
nothing can separate us from the love of God.s ©hour strength in times of
weakness and our hope in times of adversity. ésdltimes, all we have to do is place
ourselves in his care.

Like Jesus, we too can experience rare monuditigght and joy. We get
momentary glimpses of the promised land toward<khie travel in faith. In his love
for us God allows us to taste the joys of the wéoldome.

Lift us up, Son of God,
that we may see further.

Common Concerns: Can | donate?

SS. John & Paul will sponsor an American Red Chissd drive on
Thursday, April € from 2 — 8 PM. In order to alleviate some consasfipotential
donors, please read below to determine if and wienwould be eligible to give.

Infection/Colds: Not if you have any active infiect such as a cold or the flu.
Medications: Most medications are okay. It's illreess for which the medication
is given that could be a problem. These medicataye the exceptions:
antibiotics, antiviral or antifungal — you must leaiaken the whole prescription.
You are eligible to donate 48 hours after the dioste was taken. Cardiac
medications require evaluation by a nurse.

Piercing: It is okay to donate if your ear pieg;ibbody piercing, electrolysis, or
acupuncture was done with sterile needles.

Tattoo: There’s a 12 month waiting period aftettigg a tattoo.

High blood pressure: You can donate if it is coltéd. We will check your blood
pressure before you donate to make sure you'rébkdig

Dental work: Not if you have an abscess or infattiIf you've had oral surgery,
you must wait 72 hours before donating.

Surgery: As a donor, you're usually accepted afterve returned to normal
activities, unless you have received a blood tasish or the underlying illness
does NOT disqualify the donor.

Blood transfusion: 12 month waiting period. Bwgdu received your own blood,
there’s NO waiting period. Must be approved bynielical director.

Heart Disease: Cardiac conditions must be evaluayehe nursing staff.
Cancer: You have a waiting period of five yeatsrajour treatment is concluded.
There’s an indefinite deferral if you have receivbgmotherapy.

Diabetes: Eligible to donate if blood sugar istcolted with diet, oral medication,
or most insulin.

Viral Hepatitis A, B & C: You are indefinitely defred if it happened on or after
the age of 11.

Immunization: Most immunizations have no waitirgyipd, except for the
following:

Hepatitis B: 7 day deferral from date of injectibthere is no hepatitis exposure.
Smallpox: in NO scab has developed.

Rubeola (red measles), mumps, oral typhoid, yeftower, & Sabin Polio (oral):
you can donate 2 weeks after the vaccination.

German Measles, MMR (measles, mumps & rubella)s gan donate 4 weeks
after vaccination.

You (or someone you know) may need occasional
assistance in order to remain living at home orryoun. If you
are in need of someone to do small home repainsgmands,
provide transportation, light housekeeping or arfdly phone call,
please let us know!
