The House of God 
Jn. 4:5-42 
 
     Our Gospel shows a very angry Jesus, but his anger wasn’t 
on his own account.  It was the result of his love of God and of his neighbor.  It was 
seen as a protest against the commercialism of religion and the desecration of the 
temple.  But it went even deeper than that. 
    First, Jesus was protesting that Israel had failed to fulfill her mission to 
humankind.  Religion had become narrow, nationalistic, and exclusive.  The Temple, 
which was meant to be a house of prayer ‘for all nations’, remained the jealously 
guarded preserve of Israel.  Jesus was doing away with the notion of exclusiveness.  
Salvation was not just for the Jews, but for all people. 
     Jesus was also attacking the very nature of Jewish worship.  The whole temple 
worship with its ritual and animal sacrifices was irrelevant and could do nothing to 
bring people to God.  He was replacing sacrificial worship with spiritual worship.  
Worship demands a lot more of us than the offering of things to God and the 
performance of certain rituals.  What God wants above all is the worship of our lives. 
 

Lord, make the door of this house 
 wide enough to receive all who need human love and fellowship,   

narrow enough to shut out all envy, pride, and strife.  
Make its threshold smooth enough to be  

no stumbling block to children,  
 nor to straying feet.  

Make this house a house of prayer  
and a gateway to your kingdom.

The Ten Commandments 
 

 Families, organizations,  
communities, nations—all have rules, 
some formal, others informal.  These 
rules allow a number of people to work 
together in peace to achieve the goals of 
the group.  Rules help to define the 
rights of the individuals in the group and 
allow for the freedom of all.  
Responsible membership in a group 
requires that we abide by the group’s 
rules. 

 
 Today’s first reading again 
focuses on the theme of covenant.  In 
every covenant, every relationship, there 
are duties and responsibilities.  Every 
covenant implies law.  The Ten 
Commandments are the central 
expression of the covenanted life with 
Israel’s God.  They outline the  
characteristic relationships with God and 
with neighbor.  Positively speaking, the 
primary demands of the covenant are 
love and fidelity.   
 
 Even though the Ten 
Commandments are a good foundation 
for moral behavior, we still need the 
wisdom and understanding of God to 
guide us in our struggle to resist  
temptation and to avoid sin.

Operation Rice Bowl 
The Cleansing of the Temple 
 

 Today we read of Jesus cleansing the Temple.  This story has a sense of 
urgency.  It is not about anger; it’s about transformation.  Jesus is saying:  “No more 
business as usual.  There is not much time left.  Be converted; the kingdom of God is at 
hand.” 
 As we continue our Operation Rice Bowl journey let us remember in prayer 
that the ability to work to earn a living is a right of all people.  All workers have the 
right to a fair wage, to organize themselves, and to work in good conditions.  May our 
fasting keep us mindful of the workers who provide food for their families.  May our 
almsgiving assist Catholic Relief Services as we learn about agriculture projects and 
Fair Trade coffee farmers in Nicaragua. 
 

Fast 
 

 This Lent, fast in solidarity with those who are hungry.   In Nicaragua, 10% of 
children under 5 are undernourished.  Prepare this simple meal, which is typical of a 
meal that would be shared by our neighbors in Nicaragua, to share with your family 
and friends 
 

1 cup rice 1 tsp. ground cumin 
2 cans kidney beans, drained 1 tsp. ground coriander 
2 medium onions, finely chopped 1 tsp. paprika 
3 – 4 tbs. olive oil salt and pepper 
   

 Cook rice according to instructions.  In a pan, fry onions and garlic in olive oil 
until soft.  Add beans, coriander, cumin, and paprika and cook until heated through.  
Combine rice and bean mixture.  Add salt and pepper to taste.  Serve hot.

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 *Pope Benedict XVI: “Substantial 
Transformation and Sunday 
Eucharist” 
 
  The Archdiocesan Worship 
Office pointed out the following 
wonderful reflection given by Pope 
Benedict XVI at last summer’s World 
Youth Day in Cologne, Germany.  It is 
not easy reading but well worth the time 
it will take. 
 
  What on the outside is simply 
brutal  violence—the crucifixion—from 
within becomes  an act of total self-
giving love. This is the  substantial 
transformation, which was  
accomplished at the Last Supper and 
was  destined to set in motion a series of  
transformations leading ultimately to the  
transformation of the world when God 
will be all  in all (cf. 1 Corinthians 
15:28).   
 In their hearts, people always 
and  everywhere have somehow expected 
a change,  a transformation of the world. 
Here now is the  central act of 
transformation that alone can truly  
renew the world; violence is transformed 
into  love and death into life. Since this 
act  transmutes death into love, death as 
such is  already conquered from within; 
the resurrection  is already present in it. 
Death is, so to speak,  mortally wounded, 
so that it can no longer have  the last 
word.   
 To use an image well known to 
us today,  this is like inducing nuclear 
fission in the very  heart of being—the 
victory of love over hatred,  the victory 
of love over death. Only this intimate  
explosion of good conquering evil can 
then  trigger the series of 
transformations that little by  little will 
change the world.   
 All other changes remain 
superficial and  cannot save. For this 
reason we speak of  redemption: what 
had to happen at the most  intimate level 
has indeed happened, and we can  enter 
into its dynamic. Jesus can distribute his  
Body, because he truly gives himself. The 
first  fundamental transformation of 
violence into love,  of death into life, 
brings other changes in its  wake. Bread 
and wine become his Body and  Blood.   
 But it must not stop there; on 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) the  contrary, the process of 
transformation must  now gather 
momentum. The Body and Blood of  
Christ are given to us so that we 
ourselves will  be transformed in our 
turn. We are to become  the Body of 
Christ, his own Flesh and Blood.  We all 
eat the one bread, and this means  that 
we ourselves become one. In this way,  
adoration…becomes union. God no 
longer  simply stands before us as the 
One who is  totally Other. He is within 
us, and we are in him.  His dynamic 
enters into us and then seeks to  spread 
outwards to others until it fills the world,  
so that his love can truly become the 
dominant  measure of the world.   
 I like to illustrate this new step 
urged  upon us by the Last Supper by 
drawing out the  different nuances of the 
word “adoration” in  Greek and in 
Latin. The Greek word is  proskynesis. It 
refers to the gesture of  submission, the 
recognition of God as our true  measure, 
supplying the norm that we choose to  
follow. It means that freedom is not 
simply about  enjoying life in total 
autonomy but rather about  living by the 
measure of truth and goodness so  that 
we ourselves can become true and good.  
This gesture is a necessary event if our 
initial  yearning for freedom makes us 
inclined to resist  it.   
 We can only fully accept it 
when we take  the second step that the 
Last Supper proposes  to us. The Latin 
word for adoration is ad-oratio  mouth 
to mouth contact, a kiss, an embrace, 
and  hence, ultimately, love. Submission 
becomes  union because he to whom we 
submit is Love. In  this way submission 
acquires a meaning  because it does not 
impose anything on us from  the outside 
but liberates us deep within.   
 Let us return once more to the 
Last  Supper. The new element to emerge 
here was  the deeper meaning given to 
Israel’s ancient  prayer of blessing, 
which from that point on  became the 
word of transformation, enabling us  to 
participate in the “hour” of Christ. 
Jesus did  not instruct us to repeat the 
Passover meal,  which in any event, 
given that it is an  anniversary, is not 
repeatable at will. He  instructed us to 
enter into his “hour.” We enter  into it 
through the sacred power of the words of  
consecration—a transformation brought 
about  through the prayer of praise 

which places us in  continuity with Israel 
and the whole of salvation  history and, 
at the same time, ushers in the new  to 
which the older prayer at its deepest 
level was  pointing.   
 The new prayer—which the 
Church calls  the “Eucharistic 
Prayer”—brings the Eucharist  into 
being. It is the word of power, which  
transforms the gifts of the earth in an 
entirely  new way into God’s gift of 
himself, and it draws  us into this 
process of transformation. That is  why 
we call this action “Eucharist,” which is 
a  translation of the Hebrew word 
berakah—  thanksgiving, praise, 
blessing—and a  transformation worked 
by the Lord: the presence  of his “hour.” 
Jesus’ hour is the hour in which  love 
triumphed because he is Love.  Jesus’ 
hour seeks to become our own  hour and 
will indeed become so if we allow  
ourselves, through the celebration of the  
Eucharist, to be drawn into that process 
of  transformation that the Lord intends 
to bring  about. The Eucharist must 
become the center of  our lives.   
 If the Church tells us that the 
Eucharist is  an essential part of Sunday, 
this is no mere  positivism or thirst for 
power. On Easter  morning, first the 
women and then the disciples  had the 
grace of seeing the Lord. From that  
moment on, they knew that the first day 
of the  week, Sunday, would be his day; 
the day of  Christ the Lord. The day 
when creation began  became the day 
when creation was renewed.  Creation 
and redemption belong together. That  is 
why Sunday is so important.  It is good 
that today, in many cultures,  Sunday is a 
free day and is often combined with  
Saturday so as to constitute a “week-
end” of free  time. Yet this free time is 
empty if God is not  present.   
 Dear friends! Sometimes, our 
initial  impression is that having to 
include time for  Mass on a Sunday is 
rather inconvenient. But if  you make the 
effort, you will realize that this is  what 
gives a proper focus to your free time. 
Do  not be deterred from taking part in 
Sunday  Mass, and help others to 
discover it too. This is  because the 
Eucharist releases the joy that we  need 
so much, and we must learn to grasp it  
ever more deeply, we must learn to love 
it.  Let us pledge ourselves to do this—it

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is  worth the effort! Let us discover the 
intimate  riches of the Church’s liturgy 
and its true  greatness: It is not we who 
are celebrating for  ourselves, but it is 
the living God himself who is  preparing 
a banquet for us.   
 
 
 *Catholic Relief Collection Next 
Weekend 
 Each year we take up a special 
collection during Lent for Catholic 
Relief Services.  Not all the special 
collections are of equal importance to 
me.  Each of us has to decide which ones 
we support and to what level.  I strongly 
support Catholic Relief because it is 
always on the scene at any natural 
disaster or humanitarian crisis; it has a 
great reputation for getting the aid to the 
people in need; it has very modest 
administrative overhead costs, unlike 
some other aid groups; it does not 
discriminate as to who gets the aid—
those most in need, wherever in the 
world, of whatever race, creed or 
nationality. 
 
 
 *The Davinci Code Hype 
 We will soon be in the midst of 
a media blitz for the movie based on the 
book The DaVinci Code.  I am amazed at 
how many people take a work of fiction 
and turn it into “the gospel” about the 
gospel, about the Catholic Church, and 
about Jesus!  Yes, it refers to some 
historical facts, but mostly it gets a lot of 
the Church-related ones wrong.  On the 
other hand, as a fictional mystery story, I 
enjoyed it and I’m sure the movie will be 
great fun.   
 To help people think about 
some of the things the book and movie 
mention, the U.S. Bishops created a 
website called www.jesusdecoded.com.  
You might find some of the information 
there helpful.
