The Pharisees had made umihrs to kill him—even without a
trail — but Nicodemus intervened, saying that Jefwmild at least be given a fair trail.
The third time Nicodemus appears at Jesus’ butialias he who provided the large
guantity of expensive spices.

These three times show that Nicodemus wagan-minded man, and a
genuine seeker of truth. He was a fair-mindedagdnerous and compassionate man.

*Lenten “Scrutinies”

You will notice that we are
taking a more extensive time during the
Penitential Rite these few weeks to
scrutinize our hearts, recognize the ways
we need to more fully trust in the Lord,
and re-affirm our commitment to counter
the sin and evil in our lives.

Every adult who will be
baptized at Easter is asked to celebrate
three special rituals, called scrutinies.
They promise to renounce evil, fight sin,
and the community prays over them, so
as to prepare them for the Easter
sacraments. Even though we do not
have any adults preparing for baptism
this year [the first time in more than 20
years for me—I think we need to think
about how we are inviting people to be
part of the Church here], and so we will
not be doing the full Scrutiny Rites this
yeatr, it is still important for us as a
community to be willing to prepare
ourselves.

May we face the areas of life
that can lead to us sin; may we resist all
that tempts us to not treat each person as
a holy gift of God.
