P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Friday Focus: Reconciliation with God 
 As we move toward the final Fridays of the Lenten 
season, let’s continue our parish Lenten focus on those Fridays, 
tied to reconciliation. This week the focus is on reconciliation 
with God.  Where do we need to acknowledge an area of 
sinfulness?  Where don’t we fully entrust some part of our life 
or some situation to God?  How can we be more intentional 
about our prayer and time in prayer? 
 Whether fasting during the day or finding another way 
to add to the minimal abstinence from meat, let’s all try to keep 
the Fridays of Lent as a parish community together.  In turn, 
with this week’s focus on reconciliation with God, let Friday 
prepare you to participate in one of our two upcoming 
communal penance services.  On Monday April 3rd in place of 
the usual 7 p.m. Mass and on Saturday April 8th beginning at 3 
p.m. 
 
 
 *Friday: All Day Adoration 
 We will once again have a full day of prayer and 
adoration. We begin with a Mass at 9:00 a.m. The Blessed 
Sacrament will be placed on the altar afterward and remain 
there until 7 p.m..  We will end with a Benediction service at 7 
p.m.  The usual Friday simple meal of soup and bread will be 
served at 6:00 p.m.  Please sign up for one of the half hour time 
slots throughout the day, so that someone is praying in the 
Church at all times. 
 Such prayer allows a personal, deeply felt, connection 
to the presence of the risen Lord in and through the Sacrament.  
It is an excellent way to join in the community’s prayer as well 
as to bring our personal intercessions before the Lord.  As 
always, the point of such prayer is not an end in itself, but to 
help us reflect on the awesome reality of what the Eucharist is 
and what it means to be a Eucharistic people.  We don’t stop at 
the point of “gazing” at the presence of the Lord.  Rather, such 
contemplation moves us to celebrate Eucharist more attentively, 
hungering to become transformed ourselves by sharing in the 
transformed bread and wine.

A Grain of Wheat 
 

Each of us is like a grain of 
wheat planted by God. 

Just as a grain of wheat must 
die so as  

to produce a harvest, 
so we must die to self  

in order to bear  
the fruits of love. 

This dying to self is 
a gradual process 

and happens in little ways. 
Every act of humility involves 

dying to pride. 
Every act of courage involves 

 dying to cowardice. 
Every act of kindness involves 

dying to cruelty.

Thus the false self dies, 

and the true self, 
made in God’s image,  
is born and nurtured. 

It is by giving that we receive;

‘His Hour’  
Jn. 12:20-33 

 
     Today Jesus speaks of ‘his hour’ as having come at last.  
It was the hour of his death—an hour of supreme self-giving in 
which he made a complete sacrifice of himself for us. 
 
     By human standards that hour was one of failure, shame 
and humiliation.  By raising Jesus from the dead, God turned that 
hour into one of triumph for Jesus and one of grace for us.  It was 
an hour when all that he had come to do on earth was 
accomplished.  All his life led him to it and prepared him for it. 
 
     The lowest, darkest and most painful hour in the life of a seed is the hour in 
which it dies.  Yet this is  precisely the hour in which new life is born.    It is the same 
with ourselves.  Our lowest moments can prove to be turning points in our lives.  
Moments of great worldly success soon fade and often leave people empty on the 
inside.  Moments of darkness, weakness, and failure can prove to be moments of great 
change and growth. 
 
     Reflecting on what for Jesus was his finest hour will help us to see our lives 
differently.  Looking back on our lives we might see that the incidents which seemed to 
be great failures were the very incidents which shaped the lives we have now.  The 
things that hurt us and the things which helped us cannot be separated from each other. 
 
     To survive the low moments requires a special kind of faith.  It involves 
sowing in tears.  It would be unbearable unless there was a quiet hope mixed with our 
sadness:  the hope that after the years of struggle will come the harvest. This can’t be 
seen at the time.  It can be seen only in hindsight. 
 
     Life requires a lot of faith, because it often involves sowing in sadness, in 
darkness and sometimes almost in despair.  But if we sow the good, we will reap a 
harvest, and reap it in joy, a joy made all the sweeter by the pain endured during the 
sowing.  The Psalmist says, “Those who are sowing in tears will sing when they reap.  
They go out full of tears, carrying seed for the sowing; they come back full of song, 
carrying their sheaves” (Ps 126:5-6). 
 
     In the end good triumphs.  Life triumphs.  God has the last word.

The Grain of Wheat 
 

 Being people of God means 
being people who have faith in life after 
death.  Jesus taught us this with his story 
of the grain of wheat that dies and then 
produces new life in its fruit.  He also 
shows us life after death by rising from 
the dead. 
 Part of growing older is 
learning how to accept the experiences 
of loss in our lives, and to have hope in 
the experience of growth and new life to 
come.  Experiences of loss could be felt 
when moving to a new town, after the 
break up of a close relationship, or after 
the death of a friend or relative.  
Experiences of growth and new life 
could include meeting new friends in a 
new town, having a different but honest 
relationship with someone you care 
about, or feeling peacefulness in your 
heart with the memory of someone who 
has died. 
 What are some experiences of 
loss in your life that have been followed 
by experiences of growth or new life? 

 
 

“Christ Jesus,

From the Music Desk . . . 

Answerin' Our Door 
 
 This weekend, our Entrance Song will be the African-American spiritual 
"Somebody's Knockin' at Your Door."  I wanted this song to be a part of one of our 
Lenten Sunday liturgies because we have been using it for the Religious Education 
time, and it is important to me that the children connect the music during their weekday 
Liturgies of the Word with our weekend Eucharistic celebrations. 
 

 This song, and spirituals in general, grew out of the particular experience of 
African slaves, many of whom came to embrace the Gospel message as a means of 
spiritual survival in times of cruel exploitation.  Although both the music and the texts 
had their origins in the pre-Civil War period, they were first published  in 1867, in a 
collection entitled Slave Songs of the United States.  They were popularized through 
concert tours by the all-black Fisk University from Nashville during the 1870's. 
 

 Musicologist Joseph Washington wrote that this song contains "a sense of 
drama, an appeal to emotion and a highly personal demand, fundamentals of the 
existential decision embodied in the community of faith."  So in addition to connecting 
us with an important aspect of our collective Christian past, "Somebody's Knockin'" 
also contains a profound and compelling theological message.  May each of us 
recognize, through this song, the persistent and personal call of God during this Lenten 
season.

Citizen Nutrition Program, please allow me this opportunity to thank you for your 
generous monetary donation of $100.00 to our Meals on Wheels Program in support of 
our second annual March for Meals campaign. 
� Nationwide, Meals on Wheels programs campaign during the month of March 
to raise public awareness of senior nutrition issues, raise funds to provide meal service, 
and recruit volunteers to assist in the delivery of those meals to a growing elderly 
population. 
� This year, Macomb County’s March for Meals effort significantly increased 
the resources needed to continue providing hot, nutritious meals to approximately

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 *Aid to Those in Need and the 
Immigration Bill 
 Congress is working through a 
couple of versions of an immigration bill 
that will tighten up some of the ways 
illegal immigrants can have access to 
various social services.  In particular, 
one provision of the current House of 
Representatives version seems to make it 
a crime to provide aid to someone, 
without first checking on their 
immigration status and reporting those 
who are illegally in the country. 
 
 Cardinal Mahoney from Los 
Angeles has forcefully condemned such 
provisions, telling his priests that he 
would expect them to disobey such a 
law, if passed, because there is a higher 
law, God’s law. And that higher law 
demands that we give basic care to those 
in need, period.  It is still too early to 
know what the final version of the law 
will say, but it does raise clearly the 
question of civil law and personal 
conscience.  The Church’s teaching 
reminds us that no civil law can coerce 
conscience, that any civil law which is 
unjust has no claim on us, and any 
immoral law must be disobeyed.  I hope 
other Church leaders speak out as 
forcefully in the days ahead. 
 
 
 
 *Palm Sunday and Holy Week 
 Next Sunday is Palm Sunday, 
and we enter once again into Holy Week.  
There will be a blessing of palms at all 
Masses and, weather permitting, we will 
include a procession with the blessed 
palms at the Masses.  It is an odd 
juxtaposition, isn’t it—the triumphal 
entry into Jerusalem, followed by the 
passion narrative of his suffering and 
crucifixion.  But that is what the 
Church’s liturgy invites us to experience:  
the hopes and dreams we have, 
seemingly dashed and defeated, yet in 
the end, our hope is not in what we 
accomplish but in what God is doing. 
 
 As you take a palm next  
weekend and participate in the blessing 
and gospel readings, place before the 
Lord all your hopes and dreams that 
haven’t come to fruition.  Life can be

coming.  Yet, in the midst of that reality, 
where do we place our trust? Do we give 
in to despair?  Discouraged at times, yes, 
but never despair.  Do we affirm yet 
again that the crosses that come our way 
will be shared with the Lord, trusting 
that God is at work in our lives? 
 
 Please do your best to enter into 
these important days of community 
worship and celebration.  If at all 
possible, please don’t miss the three core 
celebrations of the year—Holy Thursday 
Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 7 p.m. on 
Thursday April 13th; Good Friday 
Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion at 1 p.m. 
on Friday April 14th; and the Easter Vigil 
on Saturday April 15th at 8 p.m.  If you 
have never been to these celebrations, 
you will want to be here. If you have in 
the past but have allowed other 
obligations to take precedence, please re-
arrange your schedule.  This is the heart 
of the Church’s year. These are the “high 
holy days” not because they are 
obligatory to attend, but because they 
help us experience the core reality of 
sharing in Christ’s life, death and 
resurrection. 
 
 
 
 
 *Together In Faith: What Is 
Happening Here and in North 
Macomb? 
 Due to deadlines, I have to 
write this before the official 
announcement by Cardinal Maida this 
past Wednesday about what elements of 
each vicariate’s pastoral planning he has 
accepted or modified.  But all indications 
are that there is not to be anything that 
hasn’t already been discussed within the 
vicariate pastoral council. For us 
personally that means that the parish 
continues as a full parish with a full-time 
pastor, not clustered.  As a vicariate we 
have been asked to have a more viable, 
detailed young adult ministries plan in 
place by the end of the year, prepare 
parishes for the possibility that with the 
priest shortage and in an emergency 
some weekend Masses might 
occasionally not be able to be celebrated, 
and continue to cooperate in providing 
resources for Hispanic ministry in the 
area. 

 The coordinating committee of 
the diocese that reviewed all the 
vicariates’ plans recommended that St. 
Maximilian Kolbe and St. Francis 
eventually find a way to sell their 
properties and re-locate a parish in a spot 
yet to be determined.  We’ll know by the 
time you read this, whether that portion 
of the plan was accepted by Cardinal 
Maida or in some way modified. 
 
 The bottom-line reality for us is 
that we must continue to find ways to 
grow and absorb the housing growth in 
this area, including planning for future 
needs.  We need to continue to expand 
our ministry formation, both for our 
children but also adults and especially 
adults in their 20s and 30s.  We need to 
continue to be a parish of service to 
those in need, supporting the Hispanic 
ministry of the vicariate and other 
outreach endeavors.  We need to be a 
community of faith and welcome, with 
strong liturgies and supportive 
relationships. 
 
 One of the questions we will be 
facing as a parish is how to plan for such 
growth in a responsible way, especially 
having the facilities needed to be a 
larger, full-scale parish.  The parish 
council gave the go ahead, and we are 
working, on some schematic options for 
what a permanent multi-purpose building 
would involve as a replacement for the 
modular, temporary Activities Center, 
along with what options there would be 
to one day expand the current church 
building rather than build an entirely 
new church.  Once the council comes to 
a more clear understanding of the 
options, they will be asking for full 
parish input before we move forward. 
 
  
  May God give us the ability to 
live by the faith we profess.
