*Family-Centered First Eucharists in
the Easter Season

The Easter season has always

been the main season in which to initiate

new members into the Christian
community. That is why it is very
appropriate to celebrate any of the
initiation sacraments—Baptism,
Confirmation, first Eucharist—during
the Easter season. At several of our
Easter season Masses we will have a
chance to celebrate with some of our
children and their families, as the
children enter this deeper step of
initiation into the community through
their first Eucharist. If you have been
praying for one of these children and
wonder when their first Eucharist will
take place, the dates are listed on the
banner in the Activities Building, along
with their pictures.

It is important that these

children experience this step of initiation

in the context of the regular community
of faith. That is why they are all
scheduled for usual Mass times. The

first Eucharists will not be the sole focus

of the Mass nor add any length to the
Mass, but they will help us all focus
again and again on the central
importance of celebrating the Sunday
Eucharist. The children will be part of
the procession into Mass and rows of
seats will be reserved for the family.
The children will be the ones to take up
the gifts at those Masses as well.

Cameras and flash photography are very

distracting and not allowed during the
Mass. We are there to pray with them,
not try to get all the pictures right then
and there. If a family member has a

video camera, they must stay in the back

of the Church, by the first row of chairs
in the main aisle, so as not to distract.
After Mass there will be plenty of time
to get pictures of everyone.

Please continue to pray for our
first Eucharist candidates. We will do
everything we can to make it a day that
they will remember, as well as one that
will help us as a community to
remember who we are—the Body of
Christ.

*The “Secret” Gospels, the Early
Church, and What We Believe (Part
Two)

In order to properly assess
documents like the “Gospel of Judas”
and alternative histories of Jesus from
both an historical and theological
perspective, we need to first clear away
some misunderstandings and blinders.
This might look like | am attacking the
Scriptures. | am not. Bear with me
through the whole series of articles
before making a judgment.

First, it is commonly accepted
by scholars (though by no means
unanimously) that none of the gospels
were literally written by apostles or

gospel of Mark around 70 A.D. and
continuing with the other three gospels
between 80-100 A.D., the Church
communities began to put together a
more cohesive narrative of Jesus’ public
ministry, especially his passion and
death, along with some of his healing
stories, parables, exorcisms, and a few
other stories that were being passed on.
The living faith of the Church, centered
on Jesus of Nazareth, crucified and risen,
had already been handed on for a couple
of generations. They knew Jesus from
the stories of the earlier apostles and
preachers. They knew Jesus because
they had experienced the presence of the
risen Lord and the Spirit of God when
they gathered in prayer and for the
eucharistic meal. They knew Jesus
because various Christian communities
sent emissaries to one another, who were
able to confirm each other’s practices
and faith as compatible with the wider

disciples close to the apostles. Nor do we Church’s practice and faith. The early

as a Church base the authority of these
gospels simply on the belief that they
were written by such men. There is no
denying that connecting a gospel to the
name of a known apostle or disciple

helped to give it an aura of authority and

get it a reading. That is why both the
four gospels we use and other gospels
did so. However, the final criterion was

not the name assigned but the portrait of

Jesus contained within it. For example,
the so-called gospel of Peter, from the
second century, even with the name

“Peter” the chief of the apostles attached

to it, was not accepted into the

mainstream church communities. When

they read it, they did not recognize the

faith that had been handed down to them

from the previous generations. So, it
was discarded by all but a few of the
Christian communities.

Thus, the designation
“Matthew” and connecting the author to
a “Levi” mentioned in the gospel; the
designation “Mark” connecting him to a

Church didn’t look to the gospels for
historical truth about Jesus. It tested the
gospels written against the known faith
of the Christian community and
eventually accepted only four gospels as
authoritative.

Secondly, even today as a
Church we do not accept as authoritative
any of the books of the Bible because
they have historical accuracy in every
detail. The fact that there are four
different gospels of Jesus and they have
many, usually small, differences among
them actually strengthens our overall
confidence in the authority of these
gospels and their theological
understanding of Jesus’ life and death.
If the mainstream early Church wanted
to manipulate the historical portrait of
Jesus, it would never have allowed
different gospels, with some clearly
different facts on certain details, to be
held of equal value. The fact that the
early Church didn’t try to cover up such

In fact, in the mid-2' century a
man by the name of Tatian decided it
would be better to put all four gospels
into one coherent narrative whole,
smoothing out discrepancies or
difficulties. He called it th®iatessaron
The name itself (“Through the Four”)
already indicates that at that early date,
the four gospels we still hold as
authoritative had been received as
authoritative by much of the Church of
the time. He doesn't call it “through the
five or more”! But the mainstream
Church does not accept tBéatessaron
as Scripture, opting instead to keep the
four, now seen as “ancient and
apostolic” gospels of Matthew, Mark,
Luke, and John.
