P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Teaching Mass 
 There are a number of items 
that I would like us to review in terms of 
how we prepare for, celebrate, and live 
out the Eucharist that is the heart of 
being a Catholic Christian people. 
· Do we prepare for the Sunday 

Eucharist?  Read the readings ahead 
of time (we have books free of 
charge for you if you need one)? 
Come early enough to spend a 
couple of minutes in preparatory 
prayer? 

· Do we acknowledge the presence of 
the risen Lord in the assembly 
gathered by greeting and welcoming 
each other? 

· Do we acknowledge the presence of 
the risen Lord in the blessed 
Sacrament by taking a moment to 
look at the tabernacle, genuflect and 
make the sign of the cross before 
entering the row we will sit in? 

· Do we acknowledge that presence in 
the Word by listening with our 
hearts and praying for the Spirit to 
touch us during the proclamation of 
the Word? 

· Do we acknowledge that presence in 
the priest celebrant by letting the 
prayers led by the presider be our 
prayer as well? 

· Do we show basic respect for the 
blessed Sacrament by getting rid of 
gum, by making a conscious but 
slight bow of the head as we 
approach for communion, by paying 
attention not to what people are 
wearing but to praying for all those

However, the 
Worship Commission would especially like to recruit people who are not yet 
involved in any other liturgical ministry.

Companions 
Mk. 14:12-16, 22-26 
     It is sometimes necessary to be alone for our soul requires solitude in order to 
maintain its individuality.  But we couldn’t just live like that always or else we’d go 
crazy.   The fact is: we are very dependent on one another.  We need other people in 
our lives—for support, affirmation, encouragement, companionship.  They nourish and 
sustain us in a hundred different ways—and we nourish them also. 
     It seems in today’s world however, our lifestyles lean more towards 
individualism.  There is a lot of loneliness in the world; people crying out for a friend 
or companion, for a sense of belonging.  The word companion comes from two Latin 
words:  cum which means with, and panis which means bread.  ‘Companion’ literally 
means someone with whom I share bread.  It’s not everyone that you enjoy a meal with 
or invite in for a cup of tea.  There has to be a bond and that bond is deepened by the 
sharing of food and drink.  
    When we are invited to another’s table they offer us more than food.  They 
offer us trust, welcome and friendship and we feel honored.  The conversation is as 
much a part of the meal as the food.  Afterwards we feel nourished, not only in body, 
and also in heart and soul. 
    The Eucharist is the meal that we share in the Lord’s memory and at his 
command.  By inviting us to take part in the sacred food of the Eucharist, Jesus makes 
us his companions and friends.  And in doing so we ought to become companions and 
friends to one another.  But how often does this happen? 
     We can come to Mass and go away afterwards without making contact with 
anyone.  We’ve met God, but have we met our fellow Christians?  These two realities 
are linked:  being in communion with Jesus so that we can be in communion with one 
another. 
         We need Christ, but we also need one another.  We are a community of 
believers whose common faith strengthens the faith of each individual.  The first 
Christians supported one another.  They forgave each other’s offenses, shared their 
possessions, and fostered the spirit of community.  Sharing creates a bond, and bonding 
leads to sharing.  The Eucharist was at the center of everything.  It was this that bound 
them together and enabled them to offer a loving service to one another.

But we can 
understand Paul’s simple message—
Jesus’ deep love gives us new life. 
 Jesus makes the wind and sea 
peaceful. How would you have felt if 
you were with Him and the disciples 
during the storm?

For people 
being operated on.  For people who are almost out of life because they are almost out 
of blood.  For a little girl who doesn’t know that leukemia has happened to her, or why.  
For a little boy who needs something revved up that wound down, like energy.  For 
people having open heart surgery.  For people who need a blood donor and also an 
organ donor—a part as well as a pint—a new heart or a new liver, a lung or a kidney.

 Today’s Gospel outlines the basic job description of fathers. 
They are expected to be “blessed and broken” in their role as dads. 
Fathers give their “body and blood” for their family because fathering 
is about sacrificing. 
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coming forward for communion and 
participating in the communion 
hymn, by not grabbing for the host 
but receiving it reverently in the 
hand, by receiving under both the 
form of bread and the form of wine 
when appropriate? 

· Do we focus not just on the 
transformation of the bread and 
wine, which is necessary, but also 
on how we need to be transformed 
and be a sign of Christ’s presence to 
others? 

· If we have guests with us who are 
not Catholic, do we review some of 
the things that will be happening 
and make sure they understand the 
guidelines for who may and may not 
receive communion? 

· If we have little children with us, do 
we get them some picture books to 
help them understand the Mass?  Do 
we try sitting closer to the front 
where they can see what is 
happening?  Do we take ones that 
are crying loudly or acting up out 
into the back area of the church, 
where they can be less disruptive? 

· If we have pre-school age children 
do we sign them up for the Sunday 
Early Childhood Program during the 
9:30 a.m. Mass?  If we have school 
age children from grades 1-4, do we 
encourage them to be part of the 
Children’s Liturgy of the Word 
during the 9:30 and 11:30 a.m. 
Masses?  If we have children from 
grade 5-8, do we encourage them to 
be altar servers?  If we have high 
school age children, do we 
encourage them to be involved as 
lectors, communion ministers, 
members of the choir, ushers, 
sacristans, greeters?  Have we taken 
seriously enough our own 
responsibility to share in one of 
these ministries? 

· Do we actively participate in the 
whole Eucharist, by singing, 
listening, praying during the 
moments of silence, by bowing 
during the Creed, by bowing after 
the consecration of the bread and of 
the wine, by joining in the prayers 
of the Mass not just as individuals 
but trying to be part of the 
community’s one voice?

 *Sacristan Ministry 
 During the summer months we 
would like a few people to be trained in 
the newly formed sacristan ministry.  In 
many ways this is a “behind the scenes” 
ministry, making sure that all that is 
necessary for the Mass to be celebrated 
has been prepared.  We are looking to 
begin especially with the Saturday 5 p.m.

We need to get materials 
prepared and lessons planned, so it 
would be helpful to know the numbers to 
expect.  The cost is minimal--$20 for the 
whole week.  Please come in and register 
for it (this can be done on Sundays as 
well) or at least call the office to let us 
know that you will be registering for the 
summer bible school. Thank you. 
 
 *“Peter’s Pence” Collection 
 All the parishes of the world 
take up a collection for the Pope, with 
money placed in the papal charity 
account, to be used by the pope for 
charitable works as he sees the need 
arise.  It is inspired by the New 
Testament practice of the earliest 
Christian communities who gave money 
to the “mother Church” of the time, the 
church in Jerusalem.  It is modeled on 
the 8-9th century practice of the Anglo-
Saxons to send a donation to Rome in 
honor of the pope and to show their 
fealty to the pope.  The modern form of 
the collection, connected to the Sunday 
closest to the feast of SS. Peter and Paul 
(June 29th ) began in 1860.  I looked 
online for a breakdown of how the 
money has been spent in previous years 
but could not find any detailed 
information.  If you wish to contribute to 
this collection for the Pope’s charities, 
simply return the envelope next week.
