They Were Sent Out 
Mk. 6:7-13 
 

     Jesus chose the apostles for a mission—to help spread the news 
of the kingdom of God, instructing them during the time they shared 
together.  It was now time for them to get involved in that work.  
Empowering them to speak and act in his name, he sent them out in 
two’s supporting one another and learning to work with others.  
     Their mission was a spiritual one—to preach repentance and the 
coming of the kingdom of God, as well as having concern for physical 
and mental healing.  They were to bring no material things with them to 
give to the people.  If they did so, the message might be accepted for the 

wrong reasons.  It had to be accepted for itself, accepted for spiritual reasons.   
     As for personal possessions, they were to bring only the bare essentials-
sandals and a staff.  They had to rely on the hospitality of the people to whom they 
were being sent to for food and lodging.  The people would feel that they were giving 
something also.  There would be a sharing which was good for everyone’s dignity and 
also encouraged generosity among them. 
      The apostles were to witness to poverty by their detachment from material 
things, showing solidarity with the poor, by joining them in their struggles.  The main 
task was to preach the message.  They could not control the response of the people.   
They had to have respect for their freedom and expect that some would refuse it. 
     If their preaching was rejected they were to react only with a symbolic 
gesture—shaking the dust from their feet, a highly symbolic act for the Jews of that 
time.  It meant that the apostles were dissociating themselves completely from them 
and regard them as heathens.  But it was also meant as a  gesture of concern.  Its 
purpose was to make them think again about what was being offered them and the 
consequences of their refusal.  It showed the fate of those who refused the gifts of God. 
     The Gospel today still needs to be preached and accepted.  Jesus’ instructions 
are still relevant for missionaries today.  It is a great challenge to us all to be active, not 
passive followers; to be not only receivers but also givers.  Not barren or dead branches 
of the Vine, but living and fruitful ones. Some of us are called to actually preach the 
Gospel,  but all of us are called to  witness to it.  We do this by living it—by being 
disciples of Christ in fact as well as in name.

   Health Notes...    

A Thorn in the Flesh 
 

 “Three times I begged the Lord 
about this, that it might leave me, but he 
said to me, ‘My grace is sufficient for 
you, for power is made perfect in 
weakness”(2 Cor. 12:8-9a). This passage 
sort of follows the theme of the storms in 
our lives. Each of us suffers some type 
of “thorn in the flesh...to keep me from 
being too elated” (2 Cor. 7b). Our thorns 
in the flesh could be the same as the 
storms in our lives. Am I struggling with 
an addiction to food, work, prescription 
drugs, other harmful substances, alcohol, 
gambling, etc.? Am I struggling with 
inactivity? Am I making excuses 
preventing me from going out for a walk, 
a bike ride, or doing some other type of 
exercise? 
 Am I struggling with parenting 
my child/children effectively? Am I able 
to be the disciplinarian with love that 
they need? Am I providing them the 
boundaries that they need at this time in 
their lives? Am I able to distinguish 
between the loving child and his/her 
behavior or activity? Am I struggling 
with an illness, depression, etc. that is 
affecting many areas of my life? Am I 
struggling with some of my relationships 
with a spouse, parent, child, or sibling? 
Am I struggling with grief over the death 
of a loved one, the loss of a job, children 
“leaving the nest”, etc.? 
 Paul tells us that by God’s 
grace, our weakness can become our 
strength. That grace can also include the 
human resources that God has provided 
to help, e.g. therapists, support groups, 
medication, friends, family, etc. 
 
Eating Healthfully on Vacation  
  First ask yourself these 
questions: How much time will we be 
spending in the car? How often do we 
expect to be eating out and at what kinds 
of restaurants? What type of lodging will 
we have? Will we be able to prepare any 
of our own meals? What activities will 
we be doing? What opportunities for 
physical activity will we have? What 
situations might tempt us to eat poorly? 
 Next, plan around your 

answers. For instance, if you will be in 
the car for hours at a time, bring healthy 
snacks such as whole grain bagels or 
fresh fruit. Plan places to stop on driving 
days where you can have a healthy 
picnic and end with an activity such as 
walking or a game of Frisbee. If you will 
be eating out a lot, choose grilled or 
broiled entrees instead of ones that are 
fried or come in a cream sauce. If you 
order pizza, get it with vegetables 
instead of fatty meats and ask for half the 
cheese, a thin crust and/or whole wheat 
crust. Be vigilant about portion control 
(Excerpt fromY Life magazine, via 
www.activeliving.info). Have a safe, 
healthy, fun vacation!! 
 
Staying Safe at the Beach   
 Summer is the time when 
millions of Americans grab their 
swimsuits and head to the beach. 
Swimming is a fun activity and a great 
form of exercise, but it can also pose 
some dangers. Drowning is the fourth 
leading cause of accidental death in the 
United States. Here are some tips from 
the American Red Cross to help make 
your stay at the beach safer: 
 

(1) Learn to swim;(2) Always swim with 
a buddy or in areas supervised by a 
lifeguard; (3) Read and obey all rules 
and posted signs; (4) Check out the 
current or riptide, depth, and other 
hazards; (5) Children or inexperienced 
swimmers should take precautions such 
as wearing a U.S. Coast Guard approved 
personal floatation device (PFD) when 
around the water; (6) Never leave 
children unattended even if they know 
how to swim; (7) Set water safety rules 
for the whole family based on swimming 
abilities (for example inexperienced 
swimmers should stay in water less than 
chest deep); (8) Pay attention to local 
weather conditions and forecasts. Stop 
swimming at the first sign of bad 
weather; (9) Use a feet-first entry when 
entering the water; (10) Enter headfirst 
only when the area is clearly marked for 
diving and has no obstructions; (11) 
Watch out for the dangerous “too’s”—
too tired, too cold, too far from safety, 
too much sun, too much strenuous 
activity; (12) Protect your skin by 
wearing a sunscreen with a protection 
factor of 15 or higher. Limit the amount 
of direct sunlight you receive between 

10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; (13) Drink 
plenty of water regularly. Your body 
needs water to keep cool; (14) Avoid 
alcohol while swimming or boating. It 
impairs your judgment and makes it 
more difficult for you to stay warm. This 
is especially true with beer which 
dehydrates the body; (15) Wear 
sunglasses that absorb at least 90% of 
UV sunlight; (16) Wear something on 
your feet to protect them against getting 
burned from the sand or cut from glass in 
the sand. For more complete information 
on water safety, visit the American Red 
Cross website at www.redcross.org/
services/hss/tips/healthtips/
safetywater.html.

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 The sacrament is for those with 
serious health issues, physical or 
emotional.  It includes elderly who have 
reached a stage of their life where they 
are quite frail and can (should?) avail 
themselves of this sacrament in a regular 
way.  Anyone facing surgery that 
requires general anesthesia is 
automatically in the category of serious 
illness and encouraged to come for the 
anointing of the sick.  Those recovering 
from surgery or taking treatments for 
serious illness, those with chronic 
serious conditions (diabetes, heart, and 
many others), those who have been 
anointed for something but still find 
themselves not yet strong or well are all 
candidates for anointing.  Also, though it 
is a sacrament that ordinarily is reserved 
for those who have reached an age 
sufficient to understand and be conscious 
and active in  opening themselves to 
forgiveness and healing, it can be 
administered for pastoral reasons to 
those much younger. 
 One of the reasons to anoint 
within a communal context such as next 
Monday is to emphasize that this 
sacrament is not Extreme Unction, a 
“last” anointing, just before death.  That 
is more an exceptional or extraordinary 
situation.  Rather, anointing is to 
accompany us in the midst of our 
illnesses and frailties.  It is a prayer for 
strength and healing, for endurance and 
faith.  If the illness we are facing leads to 
death, then we are praying for the grace 
to accept that death and enter into it 
peacefully.  But the Church envisions 
people requesting the sacrament in the 
midst of illness, not waiting to the end. 
 This is important for those who 
arrange hospice for a loved one.  
Hospice usually has a non-
denominational chaplain working with 
each family.  I have found that many 
hospices believe that they need to call in 
a priest for Catholic families only when 
the person gets to the last day or so of 
hospice care.  Wrong! We should be 
praying for the person throughout their 
illness and they should be anointed as 
early on as possible, and perhaps even 
anointed more than once during the time 
of hospice care.  To wait until just before 
death is to turn the sacrament into almost 
a superstitious practice and reduces the 
priest and the community the dying 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) person is part of to a functionary status, 
delivering a product to someone to 
guarantee that they are in good graces 
with God.   
 Sacraments are always 
sacraments of faith.  No reception of any 
sacrament guarantees anything, if there 
is no faith present.  Also, all sacraments 
are meant to have full, conscious and 
active participation of the people 
involved.  While by exception that might 
mean anointing an unconscious person, 
ordinarily it means anointing while the 
person is fully conscious and able to 
participate in the sacramental prayer.  In 
fact, holy communion is the “last 
sacrament” that Catholics are asked to 
receive, if possible, before death.  Since 
communion can be given only to 
someone who is aware of what is 
happening (at a minimum aware that this 
is not ordinary bread/wine), and 
communion is to take place after 
anointing, that means that the person to 
be anointed usually is to be conscious 
and fully participative. 
 If you or someone you know 
needs to be anointed, please come to the 
Monday Mass on July 24th. 
 
 *Ice Cream Social Next Sunday at 
12:30 p.m. 
 I just want to put in my two 
cents worth of encouragement to join in 
our upcoming Parish Social Event—our 
July Ice Cream Social, sponsored and 
hosted by the teens of the parish.  Right 
after the 11:30 a.m. Mass ice cream 
cones and sundaes will be served, along 
with a couple of fun things for the littlest 
ones.  No matter the weather, we will 
find a way to enjoy this annual summer 
event. 
 
 *Our Annexed Property 
 Several of you over the last few 
weeks have asked about the property the 
parish bought immediately adjacent to 
the current property.  What is happening 
with it?  It was bought in 2001 so that 
the parish would have the ability to 
expand its buildings, if necessary.  The 
diocese bought it for the parish and gave 
us a no-interest loan, until we decide to 
build. At that time the loan reverts to an 
interest bearing one. The amount of the 
loan is about $1 million.  Recently we 
had to deal with a busted cap to a water 
well on the property, which was causing 

our Lutheran neighbors to be flooded 
out.  We fixed that.   
 In the fall, the parish council 
will be putting together an informational 
process, to help it chart the future 
building plans of the parish.  What space 
an expanded church would take up; 
where a potential permanent 
Activities/Office center could be located 
and the extra parking required; whether 
it is possible to let go of some of that 
adjacent land or whether it is best to 
keep it; all will need to be looked at, 
feedback gathered, and an eventual 
decision made. 
 We know that the temporary 
Activities Center we are in, as helpful as 
it is, has a limited lifespan.  It is built of 
8 modular units that can be 
removed/sold.  It has no water to it, no 
restrooms, no kitchen facilities, and very 
limited social hall/classroom/office 
space.  It will need a permanent 
replacement down the road. The problem 
is that “down the road” means that we 
have to initiate planning relatively soon.  
Decisions about buildings lead to 
decisions about costs which lead to 
permission to raise funds which leads to 
people paying into a building fund.  
Given that the diocese does not allow 
any borrowing of money at this point, 
such accumulation of capital takes 
several years at least, before the first 
shovel of dirt is touched on any new 
building project. 
 My guess is that, one way or 
another, the parish will need to decide 
whether it can undertake a $3 million  
project or not over the next 5-7 years and 
then come up with the funds necessary.  
A decision not to do so is really a 
decision to stay relatively small and 
unable to absorb the growth of the area.  
In effect, given that the shortage of 
priests is only going to increase, it would 
be a decision not to have a resident priest 
and perhaps be clustered/merged with 
another parish.  Look in the fall for the 
parish council to come to the whole 
parish with some questions and guidance 
about what steps we should take over the 
next few years. 
 
 *Scripture Quote 
 Psalm 23 is used as our 
responsorial psalm next weekend. It is a 
short, beautiful psalm, which most of us

You 
spread the table before me in the sight of my foes; you anoint my head with oil, my cup 
overflows.  Only goodness and kindness follow me all the days of my life; and I shall 
dwell in the house of the Lord for years to come.
