The Catholic Church has had an uneasy relationsitipthe modern
democratic, limited constitutional state which basome the model for today’s world.
As such nation-states began to emerge in theah8l 19 centuries, the Church in its
practice favored a more monarchial-style governmétit an established (i.e.
Catholic) Church. It “tolerated” as a necessaalitgother arrangements, but operated
on the principle that “error” has no intrinsic rigland so it could not officially support
either a government that established another (i Great Britain with its official
church being the Anglican Church) or a governmeat allowed for majority vote to
determine issues that had moral consequencesasited in the new United States).

There was a certain nostalgia in th& t@ntury Catholic approach to issues of
politics and religion and a great uneasiness witbting the masses of people with
voting rights. You might say that the Church madfficial polity, if not teaching, had a
paternalistic approach to such matters. Only theated elite really should make
policy decisions that have moral consequences.edar, while it was understood to
be wrong to coerce someone to become Catholi@stwet wrong to show favoritism
to Catholic ways of life and limit the public gathwys of those who were not Catholic.
Along with this paternalism was a fear of the enmeggocial and political world that
was grounded in various freedoms—freedom of worghfithe press, of assembly, of
speech and so forth. We take these things for edaaiday, but it was not so in the™.9
century, especially with the bloodiness of the EheRevolution and its almost
totalitarian emphasis on liberty (meaning espegiafiti-Catholicism in France) so
clearly in the minds of Europeans.

Various popes spoke out about this focus on freeds the basis of society
and politics, condemning such a notion and callargruth to be that basis, a truth
interpreted within the categories of medieval Thatioithought. In fact, the form of
teaching we call papal encyclicals, which are uggite often by popes today, began in
the 19" century as a way to address various social prabml concerns that were
emerging in this modern world.
