P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Feast of the Assumption Tuesday 
 One of the Church’s holydays of obligation 
celebrates Mary’s “assumption into heaven.”  We will gather 
for Eucharist both on Monday night August 14th at 7 p.m. 
and Tuesday morning August 15th at 9 a.m. in honor of that 
feast.  There is no Tuesday evening Mass.  If you need an 
evening Mass time, please note that we will do so Monday 
evening. 
 
 In a worldview that thought of the “heavens” as 
literally “up there beyond the dome of the sky”, Mary’s 
assumption was imagined as a lifting up of her body into the 
sky and beyond that dome, analogous to Jesus’ ascension.  
Moreover, there was (is?) a sense that the resurrected body 
was somehow the same physical body of Mary (in modern 
terms the same molecular body) only now somehow

transformed.  With that came a debate about whether Mary every truly died or simply 
“fell asleep”.  There is even a Church of the Dormition (‘falling asleep’) of Mary just 
outside Jerusalem. 
 However, we know that heaven is not literally “up there”.  We know, I would 
hope, that what we mean by the “resurrection of the body” is not that our present 
molecular, mortal body is going to be reconstituted and re-vivified.  Maybe I’ve seen to 
many “Nights of the Living Dead” type movies but at the very least they help our 
imagination move away from a simplistic coming back to life idea of resurrection.  No, 
our bodies die and eventually go back to the earth.  We might embalm them, entomb 
them, and so on, but over the millennia all our bodies will find a way to go, as our 
prayer says: “from dust to dust.”  
 Our Catholic belief in the resurrection of the body means that our humanity in 
its fullness is not lost because of death; that in God there can be an experience of life 
that is uniquely our own, unlike any other, just as our body helps to shape our human 
experience as uniquely our own.  It means that, again in and through God, we will have 
a connection to this universe of ours; that our Christian hope isn’t simply to die and go 
to God but for a transformed universe (“a new heaven and a new earth”). 
 Our doctrine of Mary’s Assumption is a doctrine that says God has gifted 
Mary with her final resurrected state, body and soul, fully alive in God and fully 
connected to the universe in and through God.  It is a doctrine that God in Christ gives 
us so that we do not make the mistake of thinking that Jesus’ resurrection from the 
dead had only to do with him.  He was “the first of many brothers and sisters” and, 
both as the divine Word incarnate and a unique human being, he would have 
experienced that resurrection in a way uniquely his own. But through him we hope to 
do the same, whether at death or at the end of time—the Church does not pronounce on 
that for us.  
 In fact, only by passing truly through death can we experience the 
resurrection. Only when our bodies lie in death can we gain a hope of sharing in the 
resurrection of the body.  That is why it is not wrong to believe that Mary truly died.  
For only then did her uniquely earthly life come to an end in a way that opened up for 
her—and so we too can hope for it—a sharing fully in the resurrection: (resurrected) 
body and soul.

The Bread of Eternal Life 
Jn.6:41-51 
 

     Elijah fled into the desert where he asked God to take his life 
away and then his troubles would be over.  Hearing Elijah’s prayer, 
God answered it, but not in the way Elijah wanted.  God sent an angel 
with food and water.  Strengthened by this food he was able to make 
his way to Horeb, the mountain of God. 
     The angel could have been Elijah’s own servant, but it still could be an 
expression of God’s care for his prophet.  God works through us, but we don’t always 
recognize God’s help when it comes.  Prayer is answered not in God doing things for 
us, but in God helping us to do things for ourselves and one another.  We will wait in 
vain for a heavenly angel, but God sends us human angels.  All of us have experienced 
the ministry of such. 
     And we also get opportunities to be such an angel to someone in distress.  
Sometimes it may mean doing something, providing some basic service such as a hot 
meal.  Other times it may mean saying a word of encouragement.  Still other times it 
may mean just being there beside someone, providing a comforting presence, so that 
the person doesn’t have to suffer alone. 
     We have all gone through a bad time.  It is only the care of some human angel 
that  helps get us through it.  Ultimately, the ‘angel’ God sent to us is his Son, Jesus.  
Jesus stays by our side and give us, not ordinary bread, but the ‘bread of life’.  In the 
strength of this bread he will walk all the way to the mountain of God, namely, eternal 
life.

You Are Our Living Bread 
 

 Today’s gospel 
reading continues the 
Bread of Life discourse 
from the John.  Just as 
Israel murmured in the 
desert about food and 
water and leadership, 

those who have seen the miracle of the 
loaves murmur about Jesus, the Bread of 
Life.  He cannot be a true leader sent 
from God because they know his 
parents! How can he give his flesh to be 
the Bread of Life? 

 
 Just as God was patient with 
Israel in the desert, Jesus patiently 
explains the meaning of his words to the 
crowd. He explains that the purpose of 
nourishment is to sustain life. But every 
food they have known, even the manna 
God sent in the desert, has sustained life 
only temporarily.  Eventually death 
came. The bread which Jesus is will 
sustain life forever. There will be no 
more death. The one who eats this food 
will live forever. 

 
 Jesus also explains that shared 
food is shared life. In other words, to 
share this Bread of Life is to share life 
with Jesus. Jesus shares life with the 
Father, and that life is everlasting.  Even 
though Jesus dies, the Father raises him 
to life again. Thus to eat this bread is to 
share in God’s life which lasts forever.

Hearing and Vision Screening 
 Hearing and vision screening is 
required for children entering school for 
the first time. Parents or guardians of 
children who have not already been 
screened may call the Macomb County 
Health Department at 586.412.5945 to 
set up an appointment for a free 
screening. Free screenings are also 
available for any child between the ages 
of 3-18 whose parents or guardians have 
concerns about their hearing or vision. 
  All screening tests are by 
appointment only at the Mt. Clemens 
office of the Health Department located 
at 43525 Elizabeth Road. 
 
 
 
Dental Insurance 
 Beginning August 1, 2006, 
Macomb County residents who have no 
dental insurance available may be able to 
sign up for a new dental discount 
program. 
 The discount dental plan will 
cost $69 per family per year (all family 
members are covered). Plan members 
will receive a 20-60% discount on a 
comprehensive list of dental procedures, 
including annual oral exams, cleanings, 
x-rays, fillings, crowns and orthodontics. 
Members must choose a dentist from a 
providers list. 
 Under the program, the county 
Senior Services Department will cover 
the application process. Benefit Control 
Methods, the provider company, will 
handle everything else.

 *Church and Politics, continued 
 As we look ahead to the 
Michigan elections this fall, there will be 
the election of the governor and other 
state and local officials.  There will be 
decisions on some ballot proposals that 
can change the constitution of the state.  
As mentioned previously these represent 
two different types of political 
involvement for the Church.  Although 
some might say otherwise, the Church 
does not endorse one candidate over the 
other.  I’ve already gotten some 
literature from right to life groups that 
imply a Catholic must vote for Richard 
DeVos rather than Governor Granholm.  
That is simply untrue. As would be a 
statement that implies a Catholic must 
vote for Granholm rather than DeVos. 
 
 When it comes to a specific 
party or a specific candidate the Church 
neither endorses nor bans.  While one 
might take a cynical approach and say 
that it has to do with keeping the Church 
within the tax laws of a charitable 
organization, I think it actually honors 
best both the principle of separation of 
church and state, which is a 
constitutional issue, and the principle of 
freedom of conscience which is a church 
issue.  We need to keep it very clear that 
people can always believe in the moral 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 2) goodness of voting their conscientious 
choice, if they’ve taken the time to be 
informed and form a choice in a 
conscientious manner.  To bring Church 
leadership, even to the point of who can 
and cannot receive communion, into the 
middle of the political process in regard 
to specific candidates at election time, is 
to begin to coerce Catholic consciences. 
 
 In the end, no person embodies 
the fullness of virtue and all candidates, 
from a certain perspective, fall short of 
the ideal.  What a Catholic voter is asked 
to do is to look at the whole range of 
issues that affect the public order and 
common good of the state of Michigan.  
Which governor candidate will best lead 
the state in its overall living of that 
common good, within due public order 
and the given constraints of working 
with the legislature?  Many issues can 
affect or contribute to a person’s moral 
choice at election time.  The Michigan 
Catholic Conference—the public and 
political arm of the Church as 
institution—has a handout on “The 
Issues, the Candidates and Your Vote 
2006.”  It takes you through some of the 
issues that responsible voters need to 
look at in making their decision. It is 
available at their website (http://www. 
micatholicconference.org). 
 
 Catholics tend to vote much 
like the rest of the population.  That 
disturbs some who think Catholics 
should vote more solidly as a block. It 
does not disturb me at all, however. 
What is more disturbing is how many do 
not take the responsibility to vote at all 
seriously, and how many don’t think 
through for themselves why and how 
they should be voting. 
 
 On the other hand, when it 
comes to ballot issues, if they involve a 
clear underlying moral issue, the Church 
at times gets directly involved, both in 
terms of public discussion and even in 
terms of lobbying, spending money on 
advertising and the like.  Because so 
many think that the separation of church 
and state means that the church cannot 
be involved in political issues—which is 
not true both from a constitutional and 
faith point of view—they get upset when 
the Catholic Church comes out strongly 

for or against particular ballot proposals.   
 In one way I can understand the 
confusion, especially if it looks like the 
leadership of the Church is involved in 
endorsing a particular party.  That is why 
leadership needs to be cautious in what it 
gets publicly involved with.  Too much 
involvement on marginal issues or 
directly with certain parties undercuts 
the ability to speak strongly to ballot 
issues that involve real moral issues.  I 
would much rather see our Church 
leaders remain silent most of the time, so 
that when they speak out it is clearly a 
strongly-held and necessary moral issue 
that is being addressed. 
 
 We will see the Michigan 
Catholic Conference and Cardinal Maida 
this year speaking against what is called 
the Michigan Civil Rights Initiative.  
Under the guise of protecting civil rights 
this ballot initiative really is a way to do 
an end run around such rights.  Why is 
that a moral issue which commends the 
Church taking a public position, even 
spending money on encouraging a “No” 
vote?  Does it mean all Catholics in good 
conscience need to vote a certain way on 
it?  More next time. 
 
 *Scripture Quote 
 We have been reading from 
John’s gospel, chapter 6, and will 
continue to do so for a couple more 
weeks. Today’s gospel has a quote worth 
tucking away in memory:  
 
 “I am the living bread that 
came down from heaven; whoever eats 
this bread will live forever; and the 
bread that I will give is my flesh for the 
life of the world.”  (John 6:51)
