The underlying moral issue
involves the full dignity of every human
being and his/her full participation in the
social, cultural, economic, and political
life of society. We have come a long
way from the 1950s and before, where

overt, deeply entrenched racism was not

just tolerated but encouraged. But we
have come thus far precisely through
federal and state laws that both
encourage civil rights and allow for

such—in a way that enables certain types structured, reasonable affirmative action

of people as well as unfairly
disadvantage certain types of people.
Our society has been structured in ways
that give greater and better access to
education to some groups over others.
There was no cry of discrimination when
it was an unseen structural reality within
society, disadvantaging blacks and other
minorities. What the affirmative action
laws have done over the last four
decades is to bring such discrimination
out into the open and begin, but only
begin, changing that reality. We are by
no means in an ethnicity, color, gender,
race, or national origin-free society, as
the ballot proposal would like us to
believe.

We see that in terms of
something so basic as the right to vote
and the requirements states can impose
before securing that right. It is not
accidental that the federal Voting Rights
Act had to be put into place in 1965 and

has been extended every few years since,informed, responsible conscience is to be

including 2006 by President Bush and
the current Congress. In California
where a similar initiative was passed a
few years ago, the percentage of
minority students in universities dropped
dramatically; the percentage of women
and minorities hired for the top faculty

processes to be in place. The fall ballot
proposal would outlaw such reasonable
affirmative action in the name of non-
discrimination. But, in practice such a
constitutional change has been shown
(California the latest instance) to
increase discrimination and reduce full
participation of women and minorities in
the public sector.

Thus the Church’s leadership
will weigh in against the ballot proposal.
Cardinal Maida has gone on public
record as personally opposed to it and
committing the Michigan Catholic
Conference (the public policy arm of the
Catholic bishops in Michigan) to work to
defeat it. Clearly | personally think the
proposal is both manipulative and hurtful
to society. But what if you disagree?
What if you think the proposal is a moral
good for society and will not harm
minorities? Clearly, as with all political
decisions, your decision based on an
