human being Each person is never to
be treated merely as a means to an end
but has a personal, intrinsic dignity that
is to be safeguarded, even under
extraordinary circumstances. The
second foundational principle is that
of always promoting the common
good The common good is considered
to be the sum of all those social, cultural,
economic and political conditions that
allows both individuals and groups to
reach true human fulfillment.

The first principle, that of
human dignity, helps to shed light on the
Church’s moral stance regarding stem
cell research. Itis not enough to say, for
example, that embryonic stem cell
research will save many lives, and then

itself. At times the common good calls
for a willingness to let go of some of
what we have in order to allow others to
have greater access to some social or
cultural good.

In that sense there are a number
of secondary principles that help us think
through the idea of the common good.
One is the principle that ownership and
property, though they can be privately
owned, always have a universal
designation and so there needs to be a
preferential option for the poor and
marginalized. There is the principle of
subsidiarity which insists that we respect
the integrity of each level of community
formation and decision-making and not
usurp at a higher level what is
competently done at a lower level. Thus
work/government/etc. should not usurp

go about destroying those embryos in the what can competently be handled by

process. The embryo is never simply a
means to an end. Any experimentation
on innocent life must always include
protecting that life and be for the good of
that life.

The second principle, that of the
common good, is not a clear-cut set of
social-political-economic policies but
certainly is affected by all these areas. It
is more known by its absence—when
some set of policies clearly harm the
common good—than by its achievement.
But the principle makes clear that it is
not enough to have a general good, or
the utilitarian good of the greatest
happiness for the greatest number.
Rather, the common good means the
basic good of each person as well as the
overall good of society. The common
good can never violate the first, central
principle of personal human dignity, but

individuals and families and intermediate
groups; multi-national bodies such as the
United Nations should not usurp what
nations and states can do competently
and effectively. And so on. This would
be another reason why Church
leadership is opposing ballot proposal 2:
to enshrine something in the constitution
of the state is to use one of the highest
levels of state power that then has
repercussions far beyond the immediate
issue at hand.

From this principle of
subsidiarity flows the principle of
participation: that those affected by
decisions which are socially created,
have a right and responsibility to
participate in the decision-making
process. Finally, there is the principle of
solidarity, which calls for groups to
overcome antagonism and animosity and

extends that further into the social sphere not set up false dichotomies and class or

and recognizes that some social policies other social struggles, but see the greater

(or political or economic ones) allow for
greater access to true human fulfillment
by every member of a group/society,
especially those at the margins, than
other policies do. For example, this is
why the Catholic Church leadership in
Michigan—myself included—is so
strongly opposed to ballot proposal 2 on
our fall Michigan ballot. In the name of
“civil rights” it actually installs in the
constitution a set of principles that will
make access to social goods like
educational leadership by disadvantaged
groups more difficult. The track record
in California on this score speaks for

unity beneath any differences.

A very powerful daily
spirituality of respect for life could be
developed by continually asking just two
questions: 1) Is what | am
deciding/doing violating anyone’s
dignity and self-respect? 2) How is what
| am deciding/doing adding to rather
than taking away from the common
good?
