Evergreen Followers
Luke 21:25-28, 34-36

When God made the trees, he gave a gift to each species,
but first he had to find out which gift would be most useful to whom, so he told the
trees to stay awake and keep watch over the earth for seven nights.

The young trees were so excited to be trusted with such an important task that
the first night they found it difficult not to stay awake. The second night, though,
wasn’t so easy and just before dawn a few fell asleep. On the third night the trees
whispered among themselves in an effort to keep from dropping off. Even so, it proved
to be difficult for some of them. Still more fell asleep on the fourth night. By the time
the seventh night arrived the only trees awake were the cedar, the pine, the spruce, fir,
holly and the laurel.

Finding their great endurance God gave them the gift of remaining green
forever and proclaimed that they would be the guardians of the forest. Their dormant
brother and sister trees in the dead of winter would find life protected in their forever
green branches. (The Legend of the Bells by John Shea)

Two themes of Advent: wakefulness in the midst of sleepiness, and greenness
in the midst of barrenness. These trees surrounded by a world asleep or barren,
continue to bear witness, sustained not so much by their own determination but by the
power of God. They show us what our role as Christians is. It is to be awake among
the sleeping, to be green in the midst of the barren. To bear witness to love in the midst
of hate, to peace in the midst of conflict, and to light in the midst of darkness.

We are all called to be wide awake, but many of us sleepwalk through life,
having ears that do not hear, and eyes that do not see. We all need to be awake because
life is so precious. Not only must we be wakeful, but we also need to be watchful.

As followers of Christ, we are asked to stay awake. To be watchful, faithful
disciples. To be ever-green followers. We are his witnesses in the world to life and
hope in the midst of disruption, upheaval and death.

When we witness to truth, justice, love and peace we are witnessing to Jesus.
The way to witness to truth is to live truthfully. The way to witness to justice is to act
justly in all our dealings with others. The way to witness to love is to act lovingly
towards others. And the way to witness to peace is to live in peace with others. In
short....the most effective way to witness to Jesus is to live a Christian life.

Pastor’s Perspective

*Advent

We end the Church year on a
celebratory note (Christ is King!). We
then begin our new Church year with a
more sober and watchful stance (Be
vigilant; be ready for the coming of the
day of our Lord Jesus Christ). What are
we to make of such “end times” images?
How do we embrace such Scripture
passages as an inspired Word of God,
when so many over the centuries have
made (and still make) ridiculous claims
that they know the end is near? Advent
is the season that calls us to key virtues:
patient endurance, watchful waiting,
expectant hope and joyful trust. Such
Scripture is designed to deepen such
virtues in our life by forcing us to
confront one key fact again and again:
our security rests not in our power and
ability, not in our wealth and resources,
not in our intelligence or cleverness, not
in our health and well-being, not even in
our friends and family. No, says Advent,
our security rests in the Lord. In that
sense, all those “end time” or
eschatological passages remind us that
unless it is God’s kingdom that we are
building, we build in vain. I will focus
on one of those four virtues mentioned
above each of the weeks of Advent as a
way to explore what this season is trying
to form within us.

Week one: patient endurance.
The gospels talk about the “signs” in the
heavens that will cause dismay upon the
earth and frighten the people. What are
God’s people to be doing when such
things are happening? Join in the fear?
Worry about one’s own well-being? No.
By remaining people of faith, we face
such trials with patient endurance. God
is faithful.
Although much can happen that can
devastate our lives, through patient
endurance we find signs of God’s
faithfulness to us beckoning to us over
and over.

Advent is a season that looks at
the big picture, recognizing how far we
are from God’s reign of justice and love.
But instead of dismissing God or acting

defeated, Advent helps us to re-affirm
once again our faith in God who
permanently united Godself to humanity
in Jesus of Nazareth. That bond between
God and humanity is unbreakable.
Therefore, we can face the inequities and
uncertainties of this world with a patient
endurance. We do not have to have it all
work out our way for us to experience
the presence of God. We gain strength
in the face of adversity and show
courage to others, because we are willing
to wait patiently, perseveringly,
enduringly.

Patient endurance—it is an
Advent virtue that we can practice by not
letting the bad things in life determine
our choices or our moods. We can
practice it by thinking and praying
before acting harshly toward others. We
can practice it by doing carefully and
well, the little things of the day, the
routine things. If we see these little
things as ways to serve God, we will be
well prepared for any major ones. Let us
pray for and practice this important
Advent virtue of patient endurance.
What relationship or situation in your
(my) life would be different, if I more
easily embraced the virtue of patient
endurance?

*The Immaculate Conception of
Mary, December 8"

The Mass times for this holyday
are listed elsewhere. The feast of the
Immaculate Conception is the patronal
feast for North American Catholics.
Please join in the Eucharist not simply
because it is a designated obligation, but
more deeply because it is a yearly
celebration of dedicating this country to
Mary’s patronage and a yearly
celebration of the mystery of God’s
grace at work in history.

The doctrine of the immaculate
conception focuses on the reality of
Mary being “full of grace” from the very
first moment of her life. Although a
highly debated doctrine for much of our
church’s history, I find this doctrine
theologically beautiful. Itis a
declaration that though we are all born
into a world that is distorted by sin, it is

possible for the grace of God—God’s
communicating of God’s own life to
us—to take even the sin and evil that
infect and affect us and bring about
healing, reconciliation and salvation. At
the core of life is not original sin but
original grace. It is a reminder that if
we live a baptismal pattern of life, we
will be able to counter any sin and evil.
What Mary was at her conception we all
are at our baptism. God’s grace can and
does triumph, if we embrace the pattern
and rhythm of life shown us by Jesus’
own life, death and resurrection.

*Confirmation December 9th

We will add an extra Mass on
Saturday December 9" at 7 p.m. Bishop
Boyea will be with us to celebrate the
Confirmation of a number of our young
adults. The Mass is not just for those
being confirmed and their families. It is
a regular parish Mass, using the Sunday
readings. We celebrate Confirmation in
this way in order to surround our
candidates with the parish community.
They are completing their full initiation
into the Catholic Church with this
sacrament. We invite you to be with
them, so that they have a sense of the
care and support and prayers of this
parish community.

*Communal Penance

We celebrate the sacrament of
Reconciliation twice in the season of
Advent in a communal way. The first of
these is this coming Saturday at 3 p.m.
The communal form is the full
sacrament, with more of a focus on the
time of preparation and sharing
communally in the penance than on the
confession itself. That means that those
who would benefit more from an
extended conversation with a priest
should think about coming to one of the
individual times rather than the
communal time. In preparation for a
communal service it is good to have
done a thorough examination of
conscience in a prayerful way, so that
you can truly focus on the areas of sin
that are most significant.

This year we are inviting our
first Reconciliation children to make
their first Reconciliation at one of the
communal services. This means we will
have a slight adjustment in format. For
the children, they will have a chance to
sit face-face with a priest, so that they
can experience this more typical format
for the sacrament. For the rest, there will
be an opportunity to go to one of the
priests, face-face, standing. You will
mention any serious sins or at least one
area of sinfulness and the priest will pray
the absolution prayer with you. We will
see how this works this year and make
adjustments as needed for the future.

May you find strength in
contemplating the coming of our Lord
Jesus Christ to patiently face and endure
any difficult moments this week.
