 Please note the schedule for 
Christmas this year.  The children’s 
Christmas Mass is 11:30 a.m. on 
Christmas Day, and there will be no 8 
a.m. Mass on Christmas this year. I 
strongly encourage people to fill the 
church for the traditional midnight Mass 
or one of the Masses on Christmas Day.  
Yes, early Christmas Eve is a convenient 
time for many, and if that is the only one 
that works, I understand.  But I think 
there is a loss to the meaning of the day 
when families do not either stay up for 
midnight Mass and then have a 
celebration after, or start Christmas Day 
with a Mass.  For those who would 
ordinarily attend 8 a.m. Christmas Day, I 
apologize, but the schedule is crazy this 
year, and I have to set a schedule that 
can be handled by myself alone.  I am so 
grateful for Fr. Ron’s help.  His 
willingness to help is a great gift.  And I 
pray for him to stay healthy for a long 
time! But he is not assigned to the 
parish, nor should the parish see his 
service as a given.  So, for this year the 
Mass times had to be adjusted.

The Blessedness of Those Who Believe 
Lk. 1:39-45 

 
     We hear the story of Mary’s visitation with her cousin 
Elizabeth, who spoke these lovely words to her:  ‘Blessed is she who 
believed that the promise made to her by the Lord would be fulfilled.’ 
 
      It is not simply a matter of believing, but of believing and 
acting on that belief.  It is a question of hearing the word and doing 
it—taking risks on it, and making sacrifices because of it.   
 
     Sometimes we will hear people say, ‘It’s easy for you; you’ve got great faith.’  
But faith doesn’t always make things easy.  The opposite is more likely to be the case.  
It’s because we have faith that we refuse to give up.  Faith impels us to persevere, to 
struggle on, often with no guarantee of a happy outcome.  A person with faith  never 
gives up.   
 
     Mary is blessed because she not only believed but also acted on her belief.  
Immediately after the visit from the angel Gabriel, she went with haste to Elizabeth.  
Her religion wasn’t a matter of mere sentimentality.  It was something she converted 
into deeds. 
 
     Mary was the first and most perfect disciple of Jesus.  This is why the Church 
proposes her as a model for us.  We too will be blessed if, like Mary, we hear the word 
of God and act on it. 
 
     Somehow we find it easier to trust God at Christmas than at any other time, 
because we feel that God is very close to us and very loving towards us at this time. 
 
     God made himself present to us in the life of One who walked on this earth, 
indeed so truly present that this One, Jesus, was God’s Son.  At the first Christmas 
there were those who believed and those who did not believe.  The Gospel stresses the 
blessedness of those who believed the Good News. 
 
     Christmas makes it possible for us to enter into an intimate relationship with 
God.  It calls us to open our hearts to one another.  And in opening our hearts to one 
another, we are opening ourselves to receive the ‘great joy’ announced to the shepherds 
by the angel.

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 *Fourth Sunday of Advent 
 This year’s schedule made it a 
bit more difficult to enter into the 
Advent season as well—we barely end 
Advent and it’s Christmas Eve! But as 
we end the Advent season, let’s take a 
look at one last Advent virtue: joyful 
trust.  Think of Mary, facing a pregnancy 
that is not of her own choosing initially.  
She trusted in the word of the Lord given 
her by the angel.  But not passive trust.  
Active trust. Joyful trust.  Recall Mary’s 
words when Elizabeth talks about her 
baby (John) leaping in her womb, the 
moment Mary greeted her. “My being 
proclaims the greatness of the Lord, my 
spirit finds joy in God my savior.” 
 Think of Joseph, facing ridicule 
and scandal, for the baby was not his.  
Trusting in the word of the Lord, taking 
Mary into his home, not reluctantly but 
actively embracing the role.  The 
Scriptures do not use the word joy in that 
context, but Joseph’s trust was more than 
just mere acceptance. He allowed his life 
to be defined by that trust. 
 Advent calls us to a joyful trust.  
To not only say we believe in God’s 
goodness and promise to us, but actively 
embracing that promise, shaping our 
lives in light of it, identifying life as 
good because of it.  Joyful trust allows 
us to enter into very dark times and 
uncertain situations, letting go of the 
fear, not letting the disappointments, 
hurts, and failures define who we are.  
We are claimed by God.  We are tied to 
Jesus as brothers and sisters.  We entrust 
ourselves to the life revealed for us in 
Jesus and actively look for ways to allow 
that trust to affect how we view life, how 
we relate to the people around us, how 
we handle everything that comes our 
way. 
 
 *Christmas Season 
 The Christmas season, again 
due to the calendar, is a bit shortened 
this year.  Ordinarily we celebrate 
Christmas, then Holy Family Sunday, 
then Epiphany, then end with the 
Baptism of the Lord on a Sunday.  This 
year, the baptism of the Lord falls on the 
day after Epiphany Sunday, and so there 
is one less Sunday in the season this 
year.  That’s a shame, in a way, because 
I think one of the best things the 
Church’s liturgical year does for us is to 
create a rhythm that can act as a 
counterpoint to the secular calendar.  
The world prepares for Christmas.  We 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) pause and enter into Advent.  The world 
finishes Christmas.  For us it is just the 
beginning of a full season of Christmas 
and Epiphany as we contemplate the 
many ways the glory of God shone forth 
in the event of Jesus’ birth and life.  The 
world celebrates the New Year. We 
celebrate Mary the Mother of God.   
 Being a Catholic Christian 
means living within those at times 
contrasting calendars.  If we embrace 
that liturgical rhythm, it gives us an 
anchor, a center point that can keep us 
grounded, no matter what is happening 
in the world.  It is one of the reasons I 
think the Church would be wise to put a 
greater emphasis on things like Friday 
abstinence.  We know we are called to 
that in Lent, but actually we are asked to 
do so every Friday of the year.  And only 
not do so, if we substitute another type 
of penitential practice in its place on a 
particular Friday.  Yes, it is easier to 
simply ignore all that. And it is not a 
case of sinning by not doing that.  Still, I 
bet families would be strengthened in 
their Catholic faith if they kept such a 
practice.  So, too, by keeping the practice 
of Christmas as a full season.  Don’t give 
in to the culture around us that stops 
Christmas on Christmas Day and moves 
immediately to things like New Year’s, 
Superbowl or even Valentine’s Day.  
Linger a bit over Christmas. Play those 
Christmas carols—especially the faith-
based ones, which have beautiful faith 
statements intertwined in the various 
verses.  If your tree can last, keep it up a 
bit longer.  Come back to the story of 
Christmas a few extra times with your 
young children and imagine it with them.  
Make the Christ child and the event of 
Christ more exciting than the coming of 
Santa Claus. 
 We can do all that by letting 
Christmas be an entire season and not 
just one or two days.  The liturgical 
season of Christmas calls us to 
celebration.  We are invited to 
contemplate and celebrate the glory of 
God made visible.  Made visible in Jesus 
the new born Son; in his naming at the 
temple; in the faith of Mary, Jesus and 
Joseph, in the visit of the magi, and in 
the adult Jesus’ acceptance of his 
mission at the baptism.  The glory of 
God is able to be revealed in humanity. 
The more fully and deeply and wholly 
human we are, the more the glory of God 
shines forth in us.  God and humanity are 
not somehow on opposite sides of a great 
divide.  No, we are on the same side.  

God’s goodness and glory shines 
through us.  That is worth lingering over, 
contemplating, and celebrating. 
 Let’s think about our lives as 
showing forth God’s goodness and glory.  
Where does that happen for you?  Where 
can it happen better? 
 
 

 *Little Rock Scripture Study 
 Our next parish Scripture study 
is called “Touching the Mysteries: 
Scripture and the Rosary.”  It will be a 
relatively brief (five weeks) but very 
interesting look at the mysteries of the 
rosary and their scriptural underpinnings.  
The books are now available in the 
parish office.  Once again we will have 
an option for a morning (Tuesday) or 
evening (Wednesday) beginning with the 
evening session on January 3rd.  
 
 

 *Office Closed, Availability of a 
Priest 
 The office will be closed until 
January 3rd.  That is a long stretch of 
time. However, I am available for 
emergencies, funerals, and the like.  Fr. 
Ron will have the usual morning Masses 
on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  Just 
because the office is closed, do not 
hesitate to use the emergency number 
that is given when you call the office, if 
you need to speak with me.  The parish 
staff will periodically check in as well, 
so you can leave messages in their 
voicemail as well.  It will be good to get 
a breathing time in over the next week, 
but I and the whole staff are still at your 
service. Thank you. 
 
 

 *Year End Giving 
 Elsewhere in the bulletin you 
will find a notice on a change in the 
Protection Pension Act for 2006 that 
allows those with IRAs to offer a 
charitable distribution from those 
accounts in 2006 and 2007 directly to a 
charity, such as SS. John and Paul.  For 
those 70 ½ and older who have minimal 
distribution obligations from IRAs in 
effect, it might be a window to offer a 
charitable gift in another way.  However, 
do not do anything unless you consult 
with a qualified advisor and see if it 
makes sense in your own situation. 
 For anyone who is making a 
year-end donation and you want a letter 
for tax year 2006, we would need them 
by next Sunday.

 If you are over the age of 70 1/2 and have an IRA, you must take a required 
minimum distribution from your IRA. Normally, the amount of this distribution is 
taxed as ordinary income. However, recent legislation permits you, for the remainder 
of 2006 and during 2007, to make a direct gift from your IRA to a qualified charity. 
SS. John & Paul Parish is one such qualified charity. Such distributions, while not 
subject to income tax, will still count toward fulfilling your required minimum 
distribution.
