*Easter Thank Yous

Thank you to all who made the
Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday
and Easter Vigil) and Easter celebrations
so meaningful and special.

simply the resuscitated body of the dead
Jesus. ltis his resurrected form. The
final resurrection is not a belief that we
will look like we do now or function as
we do now or that the same molecules
that make up our body now will be the
ones that make up our bodies at the
resurrection. All the gospel writers try in
some way to depict the difference of the
risen Jesus and the uncertainty of the
disciples at first, as to who this is. In
other words, the appearances of Jesus
include the need for faith on the part of
the disciples. When Mary Magdalene, as
depicted by John'’s gospel, first sees
Jesus after the resurrection, it says she
does not recognize him, thinking him to
be a gardener. Only when he says her
name does her heart recognize in faith

other words, this gospel wants us to
understand that we are not at some type
of disadvantage for faith because we
never knew the earthly Jesus nor had an
appearance of the risen Lord to us. Faith
allows us to be as fully and faithfully a
disciple of the Lord as the earliest
apostles. We might not have the
extraordinary and direct experience of
the risen Lord appearing to us, but we
are able to experience just as well the
presence of the risen Lord at work in our
lives.

*The Appearances of the Risen Jesus

What are we to make of the
bodily appearances of Jesus after his
death and resurrection? Each of the
gospel writers has their own insights into
how to understand that mystery. We
have one such passage in today’s gospel
reading—the story of Thomas in John’s
gospel.

Notice that the gospel writer
specifically references that the doors
were locked and yet Jesus appears in
their midst. In other words, this is not

transformed not simply resuscitated.

But equally the gospels do not
want us to think of the risen Jesus as
anyone other than Jesus of Nazareth,
who suffered and was crucified for us.
In some way or other they make clear
that the risen Jesus is not simply a

In the liturgical
calendar it is more commonly known as
the “Second Sunday of Easter’ or the
“Octave of Easter”, since it is the eighth
day of the Easter season.

the minds of the disciples. They are
experiencing the same person they knew
while he was living, but now
transformed. The continuity of the risen
Jesus with the earthly Jesus is usually
depicted in the woundedness of the risen
Lord. Jesus in today’s gospel shows the
apostles the wounds in the hands and
side. He invites Thomas to probe those
nailmarks and lance wound in order to
believe. The faith they (and we) are
called to is faith in the life, preaching,
healing, teaching, and community that
Jesus did in his earthly life, not simply a
belief that we can live after death like
Jesus. The gospels make clear that it is
improper to make a huge distinction
between the Jesus of history and the
Christ of faith, as though the former was
an extraordinary man and the latter a
creation of the early Church. No, Jesus is
the Christ—in his earthly life and in his
resurrected state. And our belief in that
resurrection is to enable us to live our
lives now more fully, not simply a hope
that we will live after we die.

Thirdly, today’s gospel makes
clear that those who ‘have not seen yet
believe’ are the ones truly blessed. In

of Easter as though we are still in the
midst of Easter day. The prayers of the
liturgy are written in that form. The
resurrection of Jesus Christ breaks open
all time and space. He is no longer
bound by these constraints. Everyday, in
a sense, is a day for experiencing the
risen Jesus at work in our lives. We are
in a new era, part of the reality of the
kingdom of God that is already breaking
in but not yet fully here. The Church
tries to capture that sense of the
awesome wonder of the resurrection by
celebrating the whole octave of Easter as
though it is still Easter day.

The most important and
primary celebration, then, on this second
Sunday of Easter is not whether we pray
the chaplet of Divine Mercy or other
devotions on this day. Rather, it is the
Sunday Eucharist itself. Those who find
the devotion to the Divine Mercy helpful
to their journey of discipleship are
encouraged to do that. But a caution is in
order. In practice, some Catholics place
more emphasis on that devotional prayer
than on the Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion
on Good Friday, the Easter Vigil on
Holy Saturday evening, and Easter
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Sunday and its Octave. Gathering with
the community on those days and
actively celebrating those liturgies as
communities of faith is so much more
important than whether one is keeping
the Divine Mercy novena.

In that sense, Divine Mercy
Sunday is always a secondary
designation to this Sunday. Any
devotional prayer can be added in order

But as
a canonized saint and as a Church-
approved devotion, Faustina and the
Divine Mercy devotion are commended
to Catholics, if they choose, as a way to
deepen their spiritual lives by focusing
on Jesus’ divine mercy.

| can remember growing up
with the encouragement of keeping a
novena (nine) of first Fridays in order to
guarantee a happy and saving death. So
one attended Mass on those first Fridays,
said an extra set of prayers devoted to
the Sacred Heart of Jesus, made a good
confession a few times during that
stretch and so on. Did such a devotion
guarantee a happy death or salvation?
Of course not. That was a popular but
misguided understanding of what such
devotions are about. Rather, all
devotions are ways to focus our prayer
and action toward goals that are godly
rather than sinful. If we embrace and
embody the same heart of love that Jesug
has for all humanity—which was the
point of those first Friday devotions—
then of course we would be happy at the
core of our heart and know Christ’s
saving love now and at the time of death.
But the devotion didn’t and couldn’t
guarantee it. Rather, the prayerful
devotion, properly experienced, shaped
us as persons in a loving, godly way
toward that goal.

So, too the current devotion to
the Divine Mercy. It comes from some
private revelations of St. Faustina, a
Polish saint who was canonized by Pope
John Paul Il in 2000 and to whom he had
a personal devotion. As private
revelation it means that we can accept
her experiences or reject them. We are
