Peter 
     Peter denied knowing Jesus on Holy Thursday night and Jesus could have 
believed him to be a coward, weak, and unreliable.  Peter had set a terrible example for 
the others.   But Jesus did not.  A reader of hearts, he knew that Peter’s denial was the 
result of weakness rather than malice.   
     Jesus asked Peter, ‘Peter, do you love me more than the others love me?’ Peter 
thought this to be a strange question. After all, didn’t he just prove that he didn’t love 
him?  Peter replied, ‘Lord, you know that I love you.’  He sincerely meant those 
words...he really did love Jesus. 
     Jesus knew there was another and better side to Peter.  Strength and weakness 
can co-exit in the same person.   Jesus called Peter forward to declare his love in pub-
lic, since his denial had also been in public.  
     Jesus keeps no records of sins, but he did ask Peter to do something for him—
to feed the sheep and lambs of his flock—to love and serve his brothers and sisters.  
That was his penance—the best way to make atonement for sin.   
     Peter learned a great lesson.  He learned he wasn’t as brave as he thought he 
was.  It was far better to learn a lesson, than to be taught a lesson.  He also learned a 
wonderful truth about Jesus.  He learned that in spite of his denials, Jesus still loved  
him.  It was that love that brought Peter back to life.   To be loved in our weakness and 
sinfulness is a tremendous thing.  That is what grace is all about.  Peter was able to get 
up again and become a very good leader.  He is a great consolation to us.  Courage fails 
us all.  We are all inconstant in our beliefs.  We must learn to forgive ourselves.  We 
must not judge ourselves or others by momentary lapses, but by commitment over a 
long time to our beliefs. 
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Adopt-A-County Road 
 Spring is in the air! This is a time so many of us look forward to 
after a long, drab winter. Unfortunately, it is also a time when all the 
garbage along our roadways that has accumulated over the winter months 
becomes so noticeable. 

 If you would like to help return our stretch of 28 Mile Road to its pre-winter 
splendor, please join us on Saturday, May 5, at 8:00 a.m. We will view a short safety 
video, grab our supplies and be finished and back at church by 10:00 a.m. Please call 
the parish office by Thursday, May 3, so we will know who to expect. Don’t forget 
to wear long pants, long-sleeved shirts, baseball caps and boots. You may also want to 
bring bug spray and sunglasses. Water will be provided. Thanks in advance for being 
good stewards of the earth! 

Earth Day 2007 
 

  Today, Sunday April 22nd, is Earth Day 2007.  In 
recognition of our responsibility to be good environmental 
stewards, please note the following “ten things to do” to help stop 
global warming.  These are ten simple things you can do and how 
much carbon dioxide you’ll save doing them. 
 
1.  Change a light 

Replacing one regular light bulb with a compact fluorescent light 
bulb will save 150 pounds of carbon dioxide a year. 

2.  Drive less 
Walk, bike, carpool or take mass transit more often.  You’ll save one 
 pound of carbon dioxide for every mile you don’t drive. 

3.  Recycle more 
You can save 2,400 pounds of carbon dioxide per year by recycling just half of 
your household waste. 

4.  Check your tires 
Keeping your tires inflated properly can improve gas mileage by more than 3%.  
Every gallon of gasoline saved keeps 20 pounds of carbon dioxide out of the 
atmosphere. 

5.  Use less hot water 
It takes a lot of energy to heat water.  Use less hot water by installing a low 
flow showerhead (350 pounds of carbon dioxide saved per year) and washing 
your clothes in cold or warm water (500 pounds saved per year). 

6.  Avoid products with a lot of packaging 
You can save 1,200 pounds of carbon dioxide if you cut down your garbage by 
10%. 

7.  Adjust your thermostat 
Move your thermostat down just 2 degrees in winter and up 2 degrees in 
summer.  You could save about 2,000 pounds of carbon dioxide a year with this 
simple adjustment. 

8.  Plant a tree 
A single tree will absorb one ton of carbon dioxide over its lifetime. 

9.  Turn off electric devices 
Simply turning off your television, DVD player, stereo, and computer when 
you’re not using them will save you thousands of pounds of carbon dioxide a 
year. 

10.  Get a home energy audit 
Many utilities offer free home energy audits to find where your home is poorly 
insulated or energy inefficient.  You can save up to 30% on your energy bill 
and 1,000 pounds of carbon dioxide a year.  Energy Star can help you find an 
energy specialist.

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P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Easter 
 The Easter season continues for 
a full fifty days, ending on the feast of 
Pentecost.  The Church will keep its 
Easter environment during this whole 
time.  How can we keep an Easter focus 
in our own lives?  For those who use the 
little white books, they are a good way 
for a daily, Easter season-inspired 
reflection.  At weekend liturgies I will be 
using the sprinkling rite at most Easter 
season liturgies.  We use the penitential 
rite most of the other Sundays. If we can 
reflect on our sinfulness and need for 
mercy that many times, we can focus for 
a few weeks on our baptismal identity 
and the life we share with the risen Lord.  
And, since we will be celebrating many 
first Eucharists during the season, it 
helps remind the children that first 
Eucharist is their next step in initiation, 
which was begun by their baptism. 
 
 
 
 *Altar Servers Needed 
 All current 4th, 5th, 6th, and 7th 
graders are invited and encouraged to 
become part of the Sunday Eucharist by 
serving at the altar.  We are in need of a 
number of servers, so that we only have 
to schedule you once a month and, 
ideally, 2-3 servers per Mass. 
 
 I will be training new servers in 
May.  A letter is being sent to all 
religious education students in those 
grades.  Parents, please do not throw it 
away but talk with your child about 
serving.  Servers are scheduled only 
once every 3-4 weeks at most.  Please 
consider filling out the form and sending 
it in, or call the parish office and let me 
know you are interested in becoming an 
altar server. 
 
 Adults and teens: several adults 
have expressed an interest in helping as 
altar servers, when needed.  I need to 
know how many of you would want to 
be prepared for that ministry, and then 
we will do a brief training to get you 
ready. Teens: that means altar serving is 
not for younger children. It is for anyone 
who wants to help out. In fact, I would 
love to see more older teens and adults 

so that the children involved can see it as 
an important ministry to be part of.  Let 
me know by calling the parish office or 
stopping me on Sunday and talking with 
me. 
 
 
 
 *G.R.A.C.E. 
 Our second trial run of monthly 
G.R.A.C.E. sessions (Growing and 
Responding As Catholics Everyday) 
takes place this week, beginning tonight 
(Sunday).  We have room on Tuesday 
and Wednesday for a few more and lots 
of room on Friday evening.  Call the 
office to let us know if you would like to 
attend but haven’t registered.  The 
evening begins with a simple meal 
together and lasts 2 ½ hours.  No cost, 
but we do ask all adults to chip in $3 for 
the meal. 
 
 Our catechetical focus is on the 
Catholic understanding of Mary in 
Scripture and Tradition. The event we 
are focusing on is the May Crowning 
scheduled for Tuesday evening May 1st. 
 
 
 
 
 *Next Year’ G.R.A.C.E. Formation 
 The parish staff is in the 
planning stages for next year’s calendar, 
especially as it pertains to Christian faith 
formation.  We will be sending all 
religious education families a calendar 
home in the mail, along with a brochure 
explaining the faith formation program 
for next year.  We will insert the 
calendar in the bulletin for all parish 
members and highlight the key aspects 
of the program as well. 
 
 The structure for G.R.A.C.E. 
comes from a national model, pioneered 
by over 1000 parishes across the nation. 
It ties catechetical learning to specific 
parish events. It is whole community 
focused and inter-generational.  For the 
monthly gatherings it requires children 
to be accompanied by a parent. It is 
focused on life-long learning, rather than 
school age learning alone.  It 
incorporates prayer and community 
formation, in addition to “head 
knowledge” of the faith. 
 

 As we plan for next year, these 
monthly G.R.A.C.E. sessions will form 
the core of parish formation for adults, 
teens, and children.  Please note: it is not 
the whole of formation, but the core 
element around which the other elements 
fit.  Without life-long, whole community 
formation, other gatherings from adults 
down to children have more an isolated 
feel to them.  With the core in place, 
other gatherings can deepen and 
integrate our Catholic faith in age 
appropriate ways. 
 
 So for adults: in addition to the 
monthly G.R.A.C.E. we will hold 
evenings of adult formation, have 
Scripture and book studies, and other 
ways to concentrate on adults.  For teens: 
in addition to the monthly G.R.A.C.E. 
we will have some teen only Sundays, 
continue retreats, Rainbow, service, 
social and other events. For junior high: 
in addition to the monthly G.R.A.C.E. 
we will gather junior high for youth 
ministry events on some Sundays of the 
year (not 15 times as at present but a few 
times).  For early childhood: the Sunday 
early childhood will continue.  For 
grades 1-6: the Sunday liturgy of the 
Word will continue, but the key 
additional catechesis will be in 
connection to sacramental preparation 
and formation. 
 
 Currently (and this will 
continue) sacramental preparation is a 
process that is over and above the 
general catechetical formation. It 
involves both children and parents in 
preparing for one of the sacraments.  
What we would like to do is to slightly 
expand this preparation with the children 
and spread it over a bit longer stretch.  
We would continue to have the 3 or so 
parent with child gatherings (or 
parent/sponsor for Confirmation). But 
we would then work a few times just 
with 1st and 2nd graders to deepen 
preparation for first Eucharist. We would 
work a few times just with 3rd and 4th to 
deepen their understanding of sin, 
forgiveness, and Reconciliation. We 
would work a few times with 5th and 6th 
to cover core Catholic knowledge in 
preparation for entering the 
Confirmation program.

 The Risen Jesus sees the 
Apostles unsuccessfully fishing and tells 
them where to cast their nets and they 
immediately have success...filling the 
boat with fish.  Some of them 
immediately recognize Jesus when he 
tells them where to fish.  Others 
recognize him when he, in a gesture of 
humble service, prepares a meal for them 
himself.   
 When the meal is finished, the 
story goes on to speak about feeding in 
another way.  Along with asking Peter if 
he loves him, Jesus instructs him to 
“Feed my sheep.”  This sending forth on 
mission is to model the ministry of 
Jesus’ own role as shepherd.  Peter is 
then warned that as a faithful servant he 
will experience suffering just as Jesus 
experienced suffering.  In being called to 
follow Jesus, Peter is asked to be willing 
to give his very life just as Jesus did. 
 Christian discipleship for all of 
us is a following of Jesus who calls us all 
to join him in carrying the cross and 
witnessing to the good news of the 
kingdom of God.  Discipleship leads us 
to the Eucharist, the meal of the sacrifice 
of Jesus, to be fed and this meal will lead 
us to accept the mission to be a good 
disciple. 
 Jesus asks Peter three times,  
“Do you love me?” What one thing can 
you do this week to show Jesus your 
love for him?

 In addition, we can then extend 
this model to the other sacramental 
programs.  Engaged couples will be 
asked to attend some of the G.R.A.C.E. 
sessions, since growth in faith is 
important in any marriage.  Parents with 
infants will be asked to include at least 
one G.R.A.C.E. session in preparation 
for baptism, since part of baptism is the 
promise to form their children in the 
Catholic faith.  Adults preparing for full 
initiation in the Church (we usually call 
it the R.C.I.A. or Rite of Christian 
Initiation of Adults) will join us at the 
G.R.A.C.E. evenings, in addition to the 
other times they come together for 
formation. 
 
 Scheduling will be a challenge, 
since our facilities our limited.  And, yes, 
children have sports, dance, and other 
extracurriculars that will at times conflict 
with the monthly G.R.A.C.E. sessions.  
We will do our best to adjust to such 
schedules, when necessary, but I do ask 
families to take seriously their 
commitment to helping their children 
learn about and grow in faith.  Eight 
times a year (a couple of extra times if a 
child is in a sacramental year) is not too 
much to ask.  We do that and much more 
with almost any of their extracurriculars.  
Faith formation is more important than 
any of these.  Even if the child doesn’t 
feel that way, we as adults should. And 
by our participation, we will show our 
commitment to the importance of faith 
formation for them and us. 
 
 
 *Catholic Services Appeal 
 The 2007 Catholic Services 
Appeal begins in May.  You will be 
receiving a letter from me next week, 
along with a pledge/donation form, 
asking for your participation in this 
year’s appeal.  Over the last few years 
we have achieved about 48% 
participation and an average gift of about 
$340.  That allows us to reach our 
mandatory parish target and receive back 
money for parish use that is untaxed and 
100% the parish’s.  Once again I am 
asking that as many households as 
possible try to give at least $300. Many 
can give more than that. Some can give 
only a portion of that.  Whatever is 
equitable for you.

30th 
 Our quarterly Mass for the 
Anointing of the Sick is a week from 
Monday at 7 p.m.  Please let people 
know of its availability.  The basic rule 
of thumb is that the anointing is for 
anyone, from the age of reason on up, 
who is facing a serious illness in their 
life.  It is a sacrament that is meant to 
accompany you in the midst of the 
illness, not simply at the end of life.  It is 
a sacrament for physical, emotional or 
other illnesses.  For example, addictive 
behaviors like alcoholism, drugs, 
gambling are all illnesses that are 
serious, and the sacrament is a proper 
way to bring such illnesses before God 
and the community in prayer.  No one 
knows what is being prayed for. Only 
that the person needs prayer.  The 
sacrament can be repeated if you are 
continuing to struggle with your illness 
or are elderly and in a generally frail 
state. 
 
 Join us April 30th. Bring a 
family member or friend who you think 
should celebrate this sacrament. 
 
  May we find ever more ways to 
unite all that happens in our lives to 
Jesus, our crucified and risen Savior and 
Lord.  Jesus is risen. Alleluia!
