Casting Fire on the Earth 

Lk. 12:49-53 
 
 ‘I came to cast fire on the earth...I came, not to bring peace, but rather 
division.’  Strange words to hear coming from Jesus!   
 
     Jesus did not come to cause trouble or to break up families.  In the early days 
of the Church, conversion to Christianity was likely to lead to rejection by the family 
and the convert had to make a choice between Christ and the family.  
 
     When Jesus talks about bringing fire and division, his words are not meant to 
be taken literally.  Yet those words stand for something real in him.  Jesus was gentle, 
but this does not mean he was weak.  When the occasion demanded it, he could be very 
assertive—as when he drove the traders out of the temple. 
 
     These words also stand for something very strong in his teaching.  His 
teaching caused division.  He taught that the Kingdom of God was open to everyone—
saints and sinners, Jews and Gentiles.  This brought him into conflict with the religious 
establishment of his day.  He called the Scribes and Pharisees hypocrites and blind 
guides.  They called him a troublemaker and a man possessed. 
 
     If Jesus had flattered people and said only nice things to them, he could have 
made himself popular.  But he chose to disturb people, because they needed to be 
disturbed.  His words shocked some and infuriated others.  The words he spoke to the 
poor were different from those he  spoke to the rich.  The words he spoke to sinners 
were different from those he spoke to the Pharisees.  We betray the Word of God if we 
reduce it to a bland message which ignores the differences between rich and poor, the 
privileged and the less privileged.  Such a boring, tasteless gospel would not be a 
leaven in the world.  
 
      We sometimes want to reduce it to pretty words and feel-good experiences.  
When that happens, the fire has gone out, the leaven has lost its power, the salt has lost 
its taste, the light has grown dim. 
 
      We should not be surprised if the Gospel should divide us.  Jesus’ sense of 
justice brought him into conflict with those who exploited the weak and the poor.  His 
integrity brought him into conflict with the dishonest.  His tolerance brought him into 
conflict with the narrow-minded and the bigoted.  The brighter the light, the darker the 
shadows it casts. 
 
     Jesus says he came to kindle a fire upon the earth.  It’s only an image, but a 
powerful one.  It’s a symbol of judgment and purification.  Fire burns up what is 
useless, and refines what is impure. 
 
     The Gospel message is a fire that purifies; it is the leaven of society and the 
world.  A fire needs not only to be kindled but also tended.  We, the followers of Jesus, 
are the tenders of the fire.

Health Notes 
 
Hallmarks of Healthy Eating to Promote 
Healthy Weight Loss 

 
 Americans are becoming more and more overweight!  Most people have been 
on several different diets.  When looking for a good weight loss program it should have 
the following characteristics: 
 

¨ Be one that you can live with the rest of your life. 
¨ Recommend a rate of weight loss of no more that 1 – 2 

pounds per week. 
¨ Focus on a healthy, well-balanced diet that does not exclude 

one or more of the food groups. 
¨ Be offered by professionals, a registered dietitian, an 

exercise specialist and a qualified expert in behavior change. 
¨ Not misrepresent sales people as counselors. 
¨ Help you evaluate if you are ready to make the long-term 

changes that are necessary to sustain permanent weight loss. 
¨ Stress a three-pronged approach:  healthy eating; exercise; 

and behavior modification. 
¨ Include maintenance suggestions and support. 
¨ Encourage you to set reasonable and achievable goals that 

are consistent with good health and wellness. 
¨ Not require that you purchase special foods or products. 
¨ Not promote unproven weight loss aids such as:  starch 

blockers, diuretics, sauna belts, body wraps, spirulina, 
amino acid supplements, passive exercise, chromium 
picolinate or electric muscle stimulating devices. 

 
Losing weight without exercise or healthy eating won’t ensure permanent 

loss!  Habits established over many weeks can become part of your new lifestyle over 
time.  Maintaining a healthy weight will help control diabetes, hypertension and heart 
disease.

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P astor’s Perspective 
 
*G.R.A.C.E. 
 

 Faith formation can take many 
different forms.  Over the last few years 
I have become more and more convinced 
that we need to move from a child-
centered, school calendar model to a 
whole community, intergenerational, 
life-long learning model.  But how to do 
that?  Linda Bauer (parish coordinator of 
faith formation), Karen Peters (parish 
associate coordinator and youth 
minister), JoAnne Owens (parish 
pastoral associate and coordinator of 
adult formation), and myself attended 
workshops on such a model called 
“Generations of Faith” over a year ago.  
We then met regularly to evaluate what 
we learned and how we might apply it to 
faith formation at SS. John and Paul.  
With the help of the whole parish staff 
and many of you as catechists and other 
volunteers, we tested out some aspects of 
it in March and April this past spring.  
Using people’s evaluations from those 
two times and the learning we received 
from testing it out, we continued to meet 
nearly every week to shape the faith 
formation program for the coming year. 
 Most of what I am writing 
about can be found online at our 
www.ssjohnandpaul.org website by 
clicking on the “Faith Formation” button 
at the left and then on the “G.R.A.C.E.” 
subheading.  I encourage you to use the 
website to read through all that is 
involved in our parish’s faith formation 
structure.  The “Nine Underlying 
Principles” which can be found at our 
website would be a good starting point, 
because they tie directly into the kind of 
decisions we made as to the best 
structure for our program. Over the next 
few weeks I will highlight some key 
aspects of that structure and why it is so 
structured. 
 The first point that needs to be 
stressed strongly is that our G.R.A.C.E. 
faith formation program (Growing and 
Responding As Catholics Everyday) 
refers to the total faith formation of the 
parish.  To all of us, not just to the 
children.  To all our faith formation 
gatherings—adult formation, high 
school, junior high, children, early 

childhood, marriage preparation, baptism 
preparation, R.C.I.A., confirmation and 
reconciliation preparation, retreats, days 
of prayer, etc.—not just the monthly 
sessions.  The acronym of “G.R.A.C.E.” 
is an attempt to move our understanding 
of faith formation away from a child-
only, “CCD” model toward a life-long, 
whole community and intergenerational 
model. 
 However, a key 
learning/decision in moving in this 
direction is the importance of a 
structured, monthly, whole community 
and intergenerational experience of faith 
formation as one component.  Why such 
monthly sessions as part of the total 
G.R.A.C.E. program? For one thing, it 
commits parish time, attention, and 
resources to such a gathering.  Where a 
parish commits its energy is what the 
parish, in practice, thinks is most 
important.  In terms of numbers of parish 
members, hours, involvement, time and 
energy, the Sunday (weekend) Eucharist 
would be labeled our first priority.  And 
that is as it should be.   
 For those who understand the 
Catholic rhythm of life and want to be 
Catholic in a committed way, that 
weekly gathering is essential.  It allows 
us to be re-formed into the body of 
Christ each week, so that all that we 
experience during the week is connected 
to Jesus’ full, complete and perfect 
offering of himself to God the Father in 
and through the Spirit.  Everything.  Our 
sinfulness and limitations as well as our 
love and joy.  Our families, our work, 
our leisure, our involvement in the 
community, everything in our lives.  It is 
that connection to Jesus that makes us 
Christian.  It is that Eucharistic 
identification that integrates our singular 
lives into being part of the saving 
mystery of God’s people in history.  
Through the Eucharist our lives, perhaps 
seemingly unimportant or messy or 
uncertain, become part of something 
much greater than us.  So it is right that 
Sunday Eucharist ends up being, in 
practice as well as theory, our first 
priority. But what would be second most 
important, looking at a parish’s 
commitment of time, energy and 
resources? 
 For parishes with schools, 
nearly always the school outreach would 
be second, and in many cases might even 

come close to holding first priority.  For 
us, prior to this year, as for most parishes 
without schools, the faith formation of 
children and youth would be seen as the 
second highest priority, based on the 
total person-hours and resources which 
families, volunteers, and staff connect to 
this area.  And, again, that is an excellent 
second priority.  What the monthly 
sessions do is to tweak that slightly.  Just 
as many resources of time, energy, 
volunteers, staff, finances, and the like 
will be devoted to the faith formation of 
children and youth as before.  But in the 
monthly sessions there will be more 
adult involvement and adult focus in 
faith formation than ever before.  With 
the monthly sessions faith formation will 
not be just a child-centered experience.  
It will be adult-centered and family-
centered as well.  We hope that an 
outsider looking in on our parish’s 
commitment of time and energy would 
say that the faith formation of everyone 
in the parish, not just children, is this 
parish’s second highest priority. 
 A further by-product of these 
extra focal points is that children and 
youth will have a significant portion of 
their faith formation in a whole 
community and intergenerational 
context.  A child will know that one or 
both parents are also learning about and 
deepening their faith understanding, 
even as the child is doing so.  Children 
and youth will look around and see 
adults of all ages willing to grow in faith.  
Being formed as Catholics won’t be 
structured as “get your sacraments and 
you are done.” No, you are invited into a 
life-long connection to learning about 
your faith. 
 With the decision to include 
monthly sessions as a key component of 
the faith formation program, we then had 
to ask: “How many months? Would 
these be the totality of faith formation? 
How can we appeal to all age groups and 
various levels of faith understanding?”  
Most parishes who adopt a “Generations 
of Faith” model do one of two things.  
They make it the full model, so that 
children and youth gather only that once 
a month (except for sacramental prep), 
or they offer it 3-4 times a year but still 
keep the child-centered, school calendar 
model for the majority of sessions.  In 
our planning we were inclined toward 
the first option, which would mean 10-

May We Always Follow  
Your Example 

 
 Jesus’ presence and teaching 
brought division to the world in which 
he lived.   His challenge to the leaders of 
his time got him nailed to the cross.  The 
image of fire, which is part 
of this gospel, is a symbol 
of purification. The fire, 
through which God’s 
intervention among God’s 
people is signified, will 
purify the world of death 
and evil through the actions 
and teachings of Jesus.   

 
 As disciples, we are called to be 
both purified in the fire and to be a fire 
for the world, that is, to purify it.  Our 
decision to follow Christ is one that will 
cause division, when we are challenged 
to make choices for life and goodness. 

 
 The church has long recognized 
the need for decisive choices in the life 
of the disciples of Jesus.  The path of 
Christ is the believer’s choice for life 
over death; for good over evil. 
Sometimes this path can lead to  
suffering and division.  While evil, pain 
and suffering exist in our world, we 
believe God created the world good.  
Evil is not the result of God, but of our 
human freedom which allowed evil to 
enter the world which God created.

12 such gatherings a year.  If we were to 
put so much energy into having our 
underlying principles take shape, it made 
no sense to keep the old model as the 
main framework. However, we also 
realized in planning that were drawbacks 
to monthly sessions only and to 10 or 
more of them.  We believe it would be 
difficult to sustain the high level of 
energy and catechetical focus with that 
many gatherings.  We also believe it is 
important to help parents and children 
learn, discuss and come to know the 
basics of Catholic faith in a more 
systematic way. 
 As a result of our planning and 
the experience of the two sessions this 
spring we decided on eight monthly 
sessions: September, October, 
November, January, February, March, 
April, May.  These will form the core 
around which everything else builds.  
NB: these eight sessions are not the 
totality of faith formation for anyone at 
SS. John and Paul.  But they do form the 
core as we come together as a whole 
community and multi-generations to 
explore and deepen our Catholic faith.  
Eight should allow both a significant 
experience of such intergenerational 
gatherings but still allow time and 
energy and resources to be directed to 
the other components of faith formation, 
which are described below. 
 A second key component of 
G.R.A.C.E. are the age-specific or age-
appropriate gatherings.  For adults and 
high school age as well as pre-school 
that means continuing much of what we 
have been doing.  For example, adults 
will continue to be offered Bible studies 
and evenings adult education.  High 
school teens will continue to come 
together for retreats, for involvement 
with other vicariate youth, for 
opportunities for service and the like. 
For pre-school (late 3s, 4s, and 5s) that 
means our Sunday 9:30 Early Childhood 
program. However, for junior high it will 
mean a change.  The monthly sessions 
will be the core. Then, in addition, they 
will gather a few times a year for other 
opportunities: mini-retreats, lock-ins, 
service opportunities, and the like.  
Children in grades 1-6 will have six 
special catechetical sessions a year, 
gathering just as children with their 
grade level.  More on that in the weeks 
ahead. 

 A third decision was to keep the 
existing sacramental preparation 
programs as part of the total G.R.A.C.E. 
program, since they already incorporate 
many of the principles of whole 
community and intergenerational 
catechesis.  With some minor changes 
and a more concerted effort to connect 
baptism prep and marriage prep to the 
monthly sessions, the sacramental 
preparation programs remain firmly in 
place.  Again, more details on that in the 
weeks ahead. 
 Next week I want to 
concentrate on the catechetical sessions 
for grades 1-6, since these are a unique 
part of faith formation at this parish and, 
after the monthly sessions, will be the 
most significant change to the faith 
formation program.  In future weeks I 
want to come back to the monthly 
sessions and explain their format and 
topics a little more thoroughly and go 
through the sacramental prep portion of 
G.R.A.C.E.  We are in the process of 
preparing a yearly calendar for all of 
this, which will be sent to each home as 
well as posted online. 
 
 
 *Teaching Schedule 
 

 I begin my fall teaching this 
week.  One course is at SS. Cyril and 
Methodius Seminary, a graduate level 
course on Christian anthropology (what 
our Christian Tradition understands 
about the human person, grace, sin, 
salvation and so forth).  I will also be 
teaching an “Introduction to Theological 
Inquiry” course for Siena Heights 
University.  They are trying to start an 
extension program in theology, using St. 
Hugo of the Hills in Bloomfield as the 
site.  If successful, the Siena Heights 
program will allow local people to get a 
Bachelor level concentration in theology 
without having to actually go to Adrian 
for those courses. 
 
  Let us take a little time in these 
final weeks of summer to place all things 
in our lives into God’s care.
