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astor’s Perspective
*First Sunday of Advent

Advent is a season of hope. By
re-focusing our vision on both the big
picture and the little details of our lives,
the season invites a new discovery of
how God is at work in our life and a
renewed longing for Christ to be more
central to all we do. From that re-
focused vision there arises our Advent
prayer: “Come, Lord Jesus.”

Take the first reading for today
from the book of the Prophet Isaiah (2:1-
5). It envisions a day when all nations
will see Jerusalem as the source of
blessing and instructions for all nations
so that:

“They shall beat their swords into
plowshares and their spears into
pruning hooks; one nation shall not
raise the sword against another, nor
shall they train for war again.”
This is the big picture. If the world truly
embraces God'’s reign, God’s kingdom,
then there war will never be the solution
to any problem.

But from that big picture we
must find a way to apply it to the details
of our lives. As the prophet says:

“O house of Jacob, come, let us walk

in the light of the Lord!”
We can't just dream of a time when
other nations will respond to God’s
kingdom. We must this day, now, walk
in the light of God. Our lives need to
reflect that willingness to be shaped and
molded by the reign of God. Only then
will our big picture vision be a vision of
hope rather than a mere fantasy dream.

The Advent season uses various

images and figures to highlight that call
to renewed vision. In today’s gospel the
key words are “Stay awake!” We do not
know when, where, or how that kingdom
of God will break into our lives in little
ways or in big ways. To be Advent
people of hope we need to be attentive
and watchful, with eyes and hearts wide
open and alert. “Come, Lord Jesus,
surprise us with signs of your goodness;
give us opportunities to be your blessing
to others; keep our eyes and hearts ever
alert to your kingdom.”

*Feast of the Immaculate Conception
The feast of the Immaculate
Conception is the patronal feast for the
United States, which was dedicated by
the Catholic Church to the protection of
Mary of the Immaculate Conception.
Even though it falls on a Saturday this
yeatr, it remains a holyday of obligation.
We will celebrate Mass both on Friday

night at 7 PM and Saturday morning at 9
AM.

This feast honors the gift God
gave to the world in Mary at her
conception. From the very first moment
of her life she was being prepared by
God’s grace to be the mother of our
Savior. As such the reality of original
sin did not mark her life in any way. In
essence that means that God gave to the
world a reminder that God'’s grace is
always stronger than and more primary
than sin. In whatever way human life is
marked by sin both individually and
communally and in whatever way sin
affects us from the first moment of life
(Original Sin), God’s action in the world
through his covenant with Israel
produced a moment in history where
such sin was overcome. Mary was
“baptized” by God not sacramentally but
in her very birth, in virtue of who she
was to become. When we are baptized
sacramentally we too become like Mary
“the immaculate one”. We are given a
way of life, if lived in fidelity to Christ,
which is able to counteract any evil and
resist any serious sin.

*Retired Religious Collection

On the next page there is
information about the annual collection
for Retired Religious. Please return the
envelope passed out at Mass next
weekend. These funds are given out as
grants to various religious communities
of men and women who have served the
Church over the years but who now are
faced with high costs of caring for their
senior members. They can apply for
supplemental grants to cover some of
their costs. Nearly all the groups of
religious men and women have entered
into the social security system and so get
some support that way. But many of the
oldest members worked at a time when
their wages for fairly minimal. In
addition, they did not receive retirement-
type compensation from the parishes
they worked at. Now they do, but this
collection was set up to cover the many
men and women who might otherwise
fall between the cracks. Please be
generous.

May we be given situations this
week to practice the virtues of Advent
waiting, watching and hope.
