P astor’s Perspective 
 

*The Holy Family and the  
 Christmas Season 
 

 We have celebrated Christmas 
Day but the Christmas Season extends 
until January 13, the Feast of the 
Baptism of the Lord.  In many homes 
and businesses all vestiges of Christmas 
have already been dismantled and stored:  
gift wrappings have been discarded, 
lights put away or not illuminated, real 
Christmas trees at the curb for recycling, 
toys already ignored, sweaters folded 
and tucked in a drawer.  The recent past 
is already forgotten.  Now we ask 
“what’s next?” 
 
 For Catholics and Christians, 
however, the mystery of the Incarnation 
is too much to be contained in just one 
day or one week.  St. John says in the 
first chapter of his gospel, “And the 
Word became flesh and made his 
dwelling among us, and we saw his 
glory, the glory as of the Father’s only 
Son, full of grace and truth.” 
 
 The feasts of the Christmas 
Season help us to realize and celebrate 
the presence of God with us.  This 
weekend is the Feast of the Holy 
Family.  God chose to incarnate himself 
in the midst of a family.  The Opening 
Prayer at Mass for this feast says, 
“Father, help us to live as the holy 
family, united in respect and love.  Bring 
us to the joy and peace of your eternal 
home.”  Respect, love, joy, and peace—
these are the gifts that Jesus came to 
bring us when he “became flesh and 
made his dwelling among us.”  And the 
Alternative Opening Prayer for this Mass 
highlights the Incarnation and what can 
be achieved in this world with God’s 
help:  “Father in heaven, creator of all, 
you ordered the earth to bring forth life 
and crowned its goodness by creating 
the human family.  In history’s moment 
when all was ready, you sent your Son to 
dwell in time, obedient to the laws of life 
in our world.  Teach us the sanctity of 
human love, show us the value of family 
life, and help us to live in peace with all 
people that we may share in your life for 
ever.”

 On Monday night and Tuesday, 
we celebrate a holyday of obligation, the 
Feast of Mary, Mother of God.  In our 
prayer on that day we affirm what has 
been part of the Church’s dogmatic 
teaching since the fifth century, that 
Mary is the Mother of God.  The original 
Greek term was Mariam Theotokos, 
“Mary, bearer of the divine one.”  In 
other words, in calling Mary “mother of 
God” we are not trying to make Mary 
other than human.  Rather, in calling her 
‘mother of God’ or ‘bearer of the divine 
one’ we are stating our Christmas faith 
in Jesus, as the Incarnation of God’s 
Word in human flesh.  Mary is not 
simply the mother of a human Messiah, 
the Christ.  She is the mother of the 
Word of God, who is God; hence she is 
legitimately and appropriately called the 
Mother of God. 
 
 Then next week, we will 
celebrate the feast of the Epiphany.  
The meaning of Jesus’ birth as Messiah 
and Lord is recognized now, not by 
fellow Israelites, but by Gentiles, 
strangers from afar, who are willing to 
risk all to seek the ‘new born king.’  

They see his star at his 
rising (when he is born) 
and spend many months, 
perhaps years seeking him.  
They are contrasted to 

Herod and his advisors who are so 
physically near to where Jesus was born 
and is living, but who do not have a clue 
on how to find him.  This Word of God 
made flesh is destined to be the Savior 
not of one group or another, but for all 
humanity.  To seek for truth, wholeness, 
beauty, goodness, justice, peace or any 
other transcendent value is to be led 
toward the same Christ born in 
Bethlehem those many years ago. 
 
 
 
 *Baptism of the Lord and Our Parish 
 Elijah Cup 
 The parish vocation committee 
views the feast of the Baptism of the 
Lord as a chance to highlight how each 
of us has a vocation, a calling from God 
to live out our Christian lives in specific 
ways.  That vocation is the most 
important one we can have.  It defines 
who we are, no matter what other career 

or life choices we make.  We are called 
to be married or single, priest or sister, 
lawyer, doctor, teacher, or entrepreneur, 
and so on, as a way to live out our 
baptisms.  Our baptismal identity should 
make a difference to us in how we 
practice and work at our jobs, careers, 
professions, and life choices.  We do 
them as Christians who know that we 
have been baptized into Christ’s life and 
death, so as to share in his resurrection.   
 
 But we also need to pray for 
vocations.  To help encourage this we 
are asking that households use our 
parish’s “Elijah Cup” which we will 
inaugurate on this feast.  One household 
or family will take the cup, along with a 
suggested prayer and some reflection 
questions for one week. During that 
week the cup is positioned in a visible 
place of honor, prayers for parish 
members to live and respond to their 
vocation in life are prayed one or more 
times, the questions discussed, and some 
thoughts are written in the journal.  The 
cup is then returned the following 
weekend at the Mass the person/family 
attends and is used as the main chalice at 
that Mass.  The next family on the list 
then picks up the cup for the week ahead 
and repeats the experience.  Look for 
sign ups for the cup at our January 
G.R.A.C.E. sessions and after Mass on 
the bulletin board, beginning in January. 
 
 
 
 *January G.R.A.C.E. Session  
 Next Week 
 We did not have a monthly 
G.R.A.C.E. session (Growing and 
Responding As Catholics Everyday) for 
the parish in December.  In a sense our 
parish-wide focus on service—sheltering 
the homeless for M.C.R.E.S.T.—was our 
formation for December.  Now we get 
back into a five month stretch of 
monthly meetings.  Families of religious 
education: these are not optional. These 
are essential and mandatory parts of your 
child’s religious formation program.  
Please put them on your calendar 
(available on the website under Faith 
Formation, then G.R.A.C.E.)  For adults 
whether 20 or 30 up to 70 and 80: these 
are for you as well, as part of ongoing 
Catholic faith formation. 

 The focus area this coming 
month is the Church and Church History 
in light of what the second Vatican 
Council taught us.  The specific theme is 
Church authority.  How is it really 
structured and why that way? Do you see 
it as a gift or a hindrance?  What do we 
mean by infallibility? And much more. It 
has been my experience that most 
Catholics themselves do not understand 
how Church authority is structured and 
therefore how it is meant to be received 
in one’s life.  Some have a negative view 
of it and dismiss it without thought or a 
rigid view of it and think everything is 
written in stone from on high. Come and 
join us in the discussion and learning. 
 
 The event we are connecting 
the learning to is the feast of the Baptism 
of the Lord which, as mentioned, ends 
our Christmas season celebrations.  This 
experience of Jesus grounds his own 
view of authority—both why he is 
obedient to his Father, even accepting 
death, and how he exercises authority 
himself—as a beloved child of God. 
 
 
  May our celebrations of the 
Christmas season embed the meaning of 
this season more deeply into the core of 
our being: human history and divine 
“history” are now forever intertwined.
