Church Guidelines for  
Lenten Fast and Abstinence 

 
Mandatory days of fasting  

Ash Wednesday, February 21 and Good Friday, April 6 
One main meal, no eating between meals, two smaller meals for 
sustenance, water and juice anytime, for ages 18-59 but others 
are invited as well. Any health reason can excuse 
 

Abstinence from meat  
Age 14 on up, but younger are invited as well, to refrain from 
eating meat on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday and all the 
Fridays of Lent. 

Pastor’s Perspective 
 
*Lent 
 Are you ready to enter into 
“Lenten time”? We begin this 
Wednesday with the marking of ashes on 
our forehead. In today’s world we need 
to become more and more intentional 
about our identity as Catholic Christians. 
Lent is one of those times (we call them 
liturgical seasons) which allow us to 
experience life, connected to a deeper 
rhythm than our regular calendar and 
schedule. We don’t stop doing what we 
are involved with. Rather, we let God’s 
call to conversion, to renewal of our 
baptismal identity, and to reconciliation 
have a conscious claim on our energy 
and focus. 
 
 Take the three traditional 
practices for the Lenten season.  The first 
is prayer. I hope we already have some 
rhythm of daily and weekly prayer in our 
lives as individuals and families. Lent is 
a season that focuses even more 
intensely on prayer and asks us to 
consciously commit to extra times of 
prayer. It can be as simple as leaving 
five minutes early for work, and 
spending those five minutes in the 
parking lot in prayer and reflection. It 
can be more extensive—once a week 
come to the Church for a personal holy 
hour or drive to the metro park, walking 
and praying. Notice how such prayer, 
especially when made a part of one’s 
daily/weekly schedule allows you to go 
about the ordinary day and week but 
experience a connection to something

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Love Your Enemy 
Lk. 6:27-38 
 
     Jesus says to ‘love your enemies … pray for those who treat 
you badly’.    Jesus challenges us to respond to darkness with light.  
To respond to what is worst in the other with what is best in us.  We 
think we’ve done our Christian duty if we refrain from doing harm to 
our enemy.  But Jesus asks us to do more.  He asks us to love our enemies.   
 
      The escalation of evil can be stopped only by one who humbly absorbs it, 
without passing it on.  Revenge and retaliation only add darkness to darkness.  By 
having a vindictive attitude, we become poisoned by hatred.  We use up a huge amount 
of energy.  It’s vital to keep the heart free of hatred.  ‘When Jesus says to “forgive your 
enemies”, it is not for the sake of the enemy, but for one’s own sake that he says so, 
and because love is more beautiful than hate.’  (Oscar Wilde) 
 
     Love releases great energies in us.  The power of love is greater than the 
power of evil.  Still, one of the most difficult things is to love someone who hates you.  
True love is love of the difficult and the unlovable.  Mercy is stronger and more God-
like than vengeance. 
 
     It is a struggle to overcome the feelings of bitterness and revenge that well up 
inside us, and can keep welling up, when we are badly treated by another.  Forgiveness 
is never easy.  Each day it must be struggled for, and prayed for and won.  Resentments 
can smolder for a long time.  Prayer is the only answer.  Anger cannot continue to 
develop where there is humble, sincere prayer.   
 
     There are those who give but only on condition that they receive something in 
return, and receive it immediately.  There are those who give on condition that they 
receive something in return later on and with a  handsome profit.  And there are those 
who give without expecting anything in return now or ever:  they scatter the seeds of 
the heart without looking for any harvest.  These are imitating the generosity of God, 
who showers his love on all people and grants mercy to saints and sinners.

100 medications listed on their 
formulary.

supplies of generic medications for 
$4.00. Their formulary list has about 
330 medications listed on their 
formulary. 

 
· Target also has a formulary of 

approximately 300 generic 
medications and the cost is $4.00 
per month. 

 
· Meijer has a list of 7 free antibiotics 

with no strings attached! The 
antibiotics are as follows: 
Amoxicillin, Cephalexin, SMZ-

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deeper, something not tied to personal 
success or failure.  Let prayer become 
more consciously a part of your life 
during Lent. 
 
 The second traditional practice 
is fasting. Fasting usually is centered on 
food. We abstain from meat on Ash 
Wednesday and the Fridays of Lent. But 
what other way can you bring this 
tradition of fasting from food into your 
week?  Fridays are one way. As a parish 
we try to let Fridays be a day of fasting 
and prayer. We have a simple (but good 
and hearty!) soup and bread meal each 
Friday, along with some prayer or 
speaker. In the past each day of Lent 
except Sunday—Christians never fast on 
the Lord’s Day—was a day for fasting. 
What simple snack or food or drink can 
you fast from so that each day your 
fasting reminds you to turn to the Lord in 
prayer? NB: it is not the amount of 
fasting or how rigorous it is. Rather, pick 
something doable that will regularly 
challenge you to enter into the season. 
 
 But don’t be afraid to expand 
the notion of fasting to include TV, 
music, Internet, gambling, cigarettes, and 
other entertainment.  Or take a look at 
some of the ways we fall into negative 
talking, thinking and acting toward 
others and consciously fast from doing 
those things. Notice how fasting almost 
automatically takes you out of your 
ordinary pace and connects you to a 
deeper rhythm. The key is to choose 
something that is a very regular, even 
daily part of your life.  In that way your 
conscious choice of entering into fasting 
will remind you again and again to enter 
into the season. It especially helps if you 
connect fasting and prayer. Have prayer 
intentions in mind as you fast. When you 
fast, take a few moments in prayer. Let 
the practice of fasting become more 
consciously integrated into your life 
during this Lent. 
 
 Thirdly, the practice of 
almsgiving.  Traditionally this centered 
on giving money to those groups or 
persons in need.  I would think many of 
us already have such practices in our life.  
Lent is a season to intensify that practice. 
Set aside the money you would be using 
on the food you are fasting from; or 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) choose to set aside additional monies in 
your budget. Donate that to groups or 
organizations that help those most in 
need. A typical way would be to use a 
“Rice Bowl”. Monies get put into that on 
whatever basis you decide. At the end of 
Lent, the parish sends that money to 
Catholic Relief Services, one of the most 
respected humanitarian groups in the 
world, helping millions of people each 
year.  But again, expand the notion of 
almsgiving. What other ways can you 
give of your time, attention, and energy 
to people?  Sometimes giving money is 
the easy thing. Notice how almsgiving 
can easily be connected to fasting and 
prayer. For example, say you take an 
extra hour a week to help somebody with 
homework, to visit someone homebound, 
to shovel snow or do repairs for the 
elderly in your neighborhood, and so on. 
You will be fasting from what you 
ordinarily would be doing at that time 
and you will be praying for the person 
you are helping. Let almsgiving in some 
form be a conscious part of your Lenten 
practice. 
 
 None of these Lenten practices 
make us holy in themselves. Nor do we 
have to do these things under the 
“penalty of sin”. But unless we 
consciously choose to enter into the 
season of Lent, an amazing opportunity 
for spiritual renewal quickly passes us 
by. We live in a culture of easy and 
nearly complete gratification. We record 
our TV shows so we can view them at 
our convenience. We can go to a local 
store and get foodstuffs from anywhere 
in the world. We can choose not to cook 
and have a quick, instant fast food meal 
any hour of any day. We can download 
any song to our personal recorder and 
play it whenever we want. We can look 
up on the internet nearly anything we 
want, whenever we want and see it, 
order it, experience it. 
 
 Lent is such an important 
season because it says “Stop!” We are 
living life on too superficial a level.  
Become more deeply reflective. Don’t be 
attached to things that give temporary 
gratification. Set your heart on what 
gives everlasting happiness. But we have 
to consciously choose to enter into this 
season. No one cares whether you do or 
do not. Parents, what a gift you give your 

child in sharing this season together. 
How sad if they don’t get that yearly 
chance for spiritual renewal. Let’s make 
Lent important to our lives by 
consciously choosing to enter into its 
rhythm. It is coming up this week, so 
think about your practices of prayer, 
fasting and almsgiving that you will 
adopt. Come on Wednesday for the 
marking of ashes. We have the schedule 
on the front page—five times during the 
day—and so no excuses. Are you ready 
to enter into “Lenten time”? 
 
 
 
 *Old Palms 
 Usually we collect the old 
palms and then burn them for ashes to be 
used on Ash Wednesday. We have so 
many ashes that we won’t be doing that 
this year. It is a good time to remind 
everyone that blessed objects, such as 
palms, rosaries, bibles and the like, can 
be properly disposed of by burning them 
or burying them or letting them naturally 
decompose in a respectful manner.  My 
suggestion for palms this year is to keep 
yours until you get a new one on Palm 
Sunday.  Then cut the old one into little 
pieces and either burn them or put them 
out for composting or sprinkle under 
bushes and let them decompose 
naturally. 
 
 
 
 *All Day Adoration on Friday 
 We started the custom a few 
years ago of beginning and ending the 
season of Lent with a day of adoration 
and prayer on the first and last Fridays of 
Lent. This Friday February 23rd will 
begin with Mass at 9:00 a.m., after 
which the Blessed Sacrament will be 
placed in exposition on the altar.  The 
church will remain open throughout the 
day for prayer. We will end in the 
evening with a Benediction service at 
7:00 p.m.  Please sign up on the bulletin 
board so that we know all the time slots 
are filled throughout the day. But come 
anytime during the day, even on the spur 
of the moment, for quiet, meditative 
prayer in the presence of the Blessed 
Sacrament.

Prayer, fasting, and almsgiving are 
traditional Lenten practices but they 
are also a blueprint for good 
stewardship. God has given us 
everything, and these Lenten 
disciplines can provide a “scorecard” 
of our use of those gifts and new 
insights about how to use them in the 
future.
