P astor’s Perspective 
 
*World Marriage Sunday 
 The parish’s Vocations 
Committee focuses on all the ways we as 
Catholics are called to live out our 
baptismal identity.  On this world 
marriage Sunday, they invite us to think 
about the vocation of marriage.  Not 
simply marriage. But the vocation of 
marriage.  The way God invites married 
couples to live out their baptismal 
vocation precisely by embracing their 
marital identity and life.  The way 
marriage is a true sharing in the life of 
Christ and a witness to that life. The way 
marriage creates a “domestic church”, a 
relationship of communion, of service, 
of prayer and of witnessing to the good 
news of Christ. 
 
 Such a vocation of marriage is 
never an easy thing and all marriages 
have stretches that make such a vocation 
very difficult to experience and live out.  
But what a tremendous vocation!  Called 
to a partnership of life and love, which is 
grounded ultimately not in the state’s 
contract or license but in a covenant 
relationship of fidelity. As a vocation, 
marriage is not simply about our 
individual happiness or life but about the 
shared life and the family or outreach 
that flows from that.

Let’s work on strengthening marital 
communication and relationships. 
 
 
 
 *Reflections on the Mass with the 
Anointing of the Sick 
 Last Monday we celebrated our 
quarterly Mass with the Anointing of the 
Sick.  I am grateful that a number of 
parish members and their relatives came 
to be part of it.  This is not the only time 
that one can be anointed.  I visit 
hospitals and anoint parish members; 
many hospitals have chaplains who are 
priests and they also will anoint the sick.  
On any Sunday, if  someone knows they 
will be going in for surgery during the 
week, we anoint after Mass.   But there 
is something “right,” when it is possible, 
to surround the person we are praying 
for with the whole community and 
anoint in the midst of the community’s 
Eucharistic celebration. 
 
 For those with ongoing serious 
conditions and illnesses, a periodic 
anointing is precisely one of the 
Church’s sacraments which should be 
part of their life.  I think we are pretty 
good about seeking out this sacrament 
when it is a bodily-related illness such as 

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) diabetes, heart, cancer, and so on, or 
when we will be going in for surgery.  
We are getting a little better at seeking 
this sacrament when it comes to illnesses 
such as severe depression and other 
mental illnesses.  I would like to see 
more people in such situations not be 
afraid to participate in the anointing, 
however.  As well, I think people who 
struggle with serious addictions need to 
connect much better to this sacrament.   
 
 Remember, it is a sacrament.  
That means it is not a magical prayer or 
magical oil. We use outward signs of oil, 
laying on of hands, and prayer in order 
to enter into a deeper connection with 
Christ’s paschal mystery—his suffering, 
death, and resurrection—and to deepen 
what it means to be Church.  In 
gathering for and celebrating a 
sacrament, our lives our visibly 
connected to Christ and his Church.  We 
are changed by that very action.  And not 
just those who are being anointed.  All 
who are part of the sacramental event are 
changed.  We are changed through the 
rituals and prayers so that in turn we may 
face life in a new way.  For those who 
are ill, they can face life knowing that 
their suffering is united to Christ’s,  that 
they have been witnesses to faith for 
their fellow community members who 
will in their own time face similar 
challenges, and that they have been 
brought into the heart of the 
community’s life and prayer. 
 
 The Eucharist is the paradigm 
for all fully sacramental events.  What 
we call the transubstantiation of bread 
and wine occurs in the course of the 
community’s gathering for prayer and 
praise, listening to God’s Word, and 
being willing ourselves to be 
transformed.  In other words, the bread 
and wine are changed so that we who 
consume this real presence of the risen 
Christ in his sacramental body and blood 
will be changed and in turn go forth and 
continue the mission of transforming the 
world.  Similarly for anointing of the 
sick.  In the community’s gathering for 
prayer, listening to God’s word, and use 
of sacramental signs of oil and laying on 
of hands, we enter into an experience of 
the real presence of Christ not simply to 
be anointed but to also “go forth”, to live 
life as witnesses to God’s mercy and 

love, even in the midst of serious illness, 
so that the way the world approaches 
such things might one day be changed. 
 
 
 *Today’s Gospel 
 This is a favorite gospel story 
for me. Simon Peter, overwhelmed at the 
large catch of fish after having spent all 
night catching nothing, falls to his knees 
and tells Jesus “Depart from me, I am a 
sinful man.”  Now he has not done 
anything that we would categorize as a 
sin.  He expressed perhaps some doubt 
by telling the Lord they had caught 
nothing, but he is just being honest. And 
he ends with the admirable “At your 
command I will lower the nets.”  Yet his 
confession: “I am a sinful man.” 
 
 What the gospel story captures 
well is how the call of God—the call to 
what our Tradition names as 
“conversion”—isn’t simply about 
stopping some sinful action or another.  
The biblical understanding of sin has 
many aspects.  But perhaps the strongest 
strand sees it as a power, something that 
shapes/warps our whole identity.  To say 
“yes” to God, to undergo conversion, 
means that God wants our full trust, our 
whole being, full entrustment to God. In 
light of that call to conversion, anything 
less than that, even if not a matter of 
sinning, still seems like sin. 
 
 It is a common misperception 
that such conversion is usually 
experienced in one overwhelming 
moment.  And although that is possible, 
even those with such peak, 
transformational moments still need to 
deepen that conversion day by day, week 
by week.  For most, however, conversion 
is a life-long journey.  We face a fear 
and find a way to overcome it.  We 
recognize areas of our lives that have 
been hurt in the past and we open up to 
healing.  We see the effects of certain 
patterns of behaviors and we change, 
forging new behaviors, new habits.  All 
of that is a response to the grace of God, 
God’s own communication of Godself to 
us.  In the face of God’s merciful love, 
when we experience it in another person, 
through an event, in little or big ways, 
we have no response, other than to 
recognize our unworthiness.
