Pastor’s Perspective 
 

*Focus on Baptismal Vocation 
 Ordinarily the Sunday after 
Epiphany would end the Christmas 
season by celebrating the Baptism of the 
Lord.  Due to this year’s calendar we 
celebrated the Baptism on Monday and 
now we are into Ordinary Time.  But the 
second reading today is a perfect one to 
help us continue to reflect on what it 
means to have a “baptismal vocation.”  
In that reading to the Corinthians Paul 
reminds his fellow Christians that there 
is but one Spirit who works through 
many different gifts.  To one is given 
one sort of gift; to another a separate 
type of gift.  But since it is the same 
Spirit of God, we are to use these gifts 
for the unity of the community, to build 
up the work of God in our midst. 
 To be a baptized Christian is to 
be called into a community of faith. It is 
never simply an individual calling.  To 
be baptized is to be given the gift of the 
Spirit who then works though our entire 
human reality to help make God’s rule 
(God’s kingdom of love) more visible in 
this world.  In other words, the core of 
any Christian vocation is to live out our 
baptism daily.  To be willing to share in 
Christ’s life, death and resurrection no 
matter what this day brings.  To connect 
even the seemingly routine and 
unimportant experiences we have each 
day with saying “Yes” to Christ. 
 The vocation committee of the 
parish invites each family to spend some 
time naming and recognizing their 
baptismal vocations.  To help us, they 
have created a simple home activity 
which we ask families to do in the week

 My sincere thanks go out to the many individuals who stopped to offer kind 
words of appreciation for the music of our Christmas Masses.  It is indeed gratifying to 
know how important the music of our liturgies is to people, and extremely fulfilling 
when the music chosen and prepared touches the lives of a worshipping community. 
 All of this gratitude, however, needs to be directed to the many musicians who 
actually led the music of Christmas at Saints John and Paul.  All told, there were over 
sixty musicians directly involved in our four liturgies.  These range from members of 
our Choir and Junior Choir, our Bell Choir, Teen Bells, and Junior Bells, and our 
Contemporary Ensemble, to numerous cantors, soloists, and instrumentalists.  The 
music involved many hours of practice and multiple rehearsals for each group, as well 
as for the individuals involved, some of whom sang or played for more than one Mass.

 So let me add my personal thanks to those already expressed, to all of you 
who made this Christmas so extraordinary.

The Wedding Feast of the Kingdom 
Jn. 2:1-11 
 
     The relationship between God and God’s people is described 
in the image of a bridegroom and his bride.  And in describing the joy 
God finds among his people, the Bible uses the image of a wedding feast. 
     Our First Reading is a message of hope for God’s people at one of the lowest 
moments in their history.  Jerusalem lay in ruins and people were exiled in Babylon.  
Israel, once God’s bride, is now like a widow deprived of children.  However, her 
husband, God, has not forgotten her.  There will be a new wedding feast.  God will 
restore his people.   The promise was fulfilled in the coming of Jesus. 
     Jesus started his public ministry at a wedding feast where the wine ran out.  
This was a way of saying that the old religion, the old observances, had been found 
wanting.  The time has come for promises to be fulfilled—for a new law and a new 
spirit. 
     The prophets had foretold an abundance of wine in messianic days.  At Cana 
Jesus provided just that.  All who tasted the new agreed that it was better than the old.  
We see the generosity of the miracle where six jars were capable of holding between 
twenty and thirty gallons each.  We see not only Jesus’ power, but also his generosity.  
We get a glimpse of the warmth of his heart.  The new order began with an act of 
compassion. 
     The changing of water into wine is a symbol for what Jesus was about.  
Everywhere he went the old was made new.  For the widow of Nain he changed tears 
into joy.  For Zacchaeus he changed selfishness into love. For the thief on Calvary he 
changed despair into hope.  And on Easter morning he changed death into life.  
     His presence could change the lives of those with whom he came into contact.  
And he continues to do this for those who believe in him and follow him.  He 
transforms our lives into something wonderful.  He offers us something that we pine 
for but can’t achieve on our own.  He offers us a share in the divine life—nothing less 
than communion with God. 
     Water is a good thing and needed for bodily survival; however, though it gives 
satisfaction, it doesn’t give joy.  Wine intoxicates and raises the spirit. 
     Blessed are those who thirst for the new ‘wine’ that Jesus provides.  The old is 
the promise; the new is the fulfillment.  Material things are not enough.  Jesus brings 
another dimension to life.  He brings a joy which the world cannot give. 
      He asked the servants to draw out the water / wine and take it to the steward.  
Jesus always used human intermediaries to convey his gifts.  He asks us to share with 
others the gifts he has shared with us.

 When the hosts run out of wine 
at a wedding in Cana, Mary encourages 
Jesus to do something about it.  She did 
not tell Jesus what to do, but she knew 
him well enough to know that he would 
probably choose to help.  Wanting to 
make the way easier for him, she took 
the liberty of speaking with the waiters 
and encouraging them to do what ever  
Jesus asked of them. 

 
 Thus Jesus’ first miracle, 
turning water into wine, was done.  The 
backdrop of this first miracle of Jesus is 
a wedding—a symbol of unity.  Yet the 
focus of the story is not the bride and 
groom’s relationship, but Mary’s 
relationship with Jesus—another symbol 
of unity.

Think about what it means to live 
out our baptism in little or big ways.

 *Discernment Weekends 
 At times that baptismal 
vocation is meant to be lived out as a 
priest, brother, or sister in the Church.  
This type of calling needs to be 
discerned over a period of time.  
Sometimes we have an interest that later 
changes.  Sometimes an event in our 
lives leads us to think about such full-
time ordained or religious ministry in the 
Church.  If you have ever thought of 
living out your baptismal vocation in 
these ways, a helpful step is to go on a 
“discernment weekend.” 
 There are some discernment 
weekends coming up for those who have 
thought about a priest or religious 
vocation in the Church.  For men 16 
years of age or older and who are 
considering priesthood, the discernment 
weekend takes place at Sacred Heart 
Seminary, Detroit.  The next weekend is 
March 15-18. Pre-registration is required 
by contacting the Vocations Office at 
313.237.5875 or go online at 
www.vocationsdetroit.org.  These 
weekends provide great contact with the 
men currently in the seminary program, 
are worth going on just for the 
retreat/prayer involved but also give 
someone a chance to think about a 
vocation to priesthood. 
 The Discernment Retreat for 
Women is February 23-24 for women 
ages 18-35. It is held at the Mercy 
Center, Farmington Hills, MI.  Again, 
pre-registration is required by contacting 
the Vocations Office at the above 
number. 
 Finally there is a very low-key 
opportunity for young men to experience 
the seminary and interact with some 
priests and a bishop by attending 
“Dinner at the Seminary.”  The next one 
takes place on Wednesday, March 7 
beginning at 6:30 p.m.  Let me know if 
you think I should invite someone from 
the parish.

Meeting 
 This Wednesday we will have 
our quarterly meeting for all committees 
and commissions, along with the parish 
council.  It is also open to anyone in the 
parish.  It is a good opportunity to get a 
taste of what some of the main groups do 
and plan.  It also gives the council 
members a chance to sit in on some of 
the commission meetings and learn from 
them. 
 We begin with Taizé-style 
prayer for everyone at 6:30 p.m., spend a 
brief time together in a larger group 
reviewing some main things happening 
in the parish, divide into the subgroups 
for about 1 ½ hours and then end 
together with a brief reporting time.  It 
does not go past 9 p.m.  Join us this 
Wednesday. 
 
 
 *Martin Luther King, Jr. Day 
 Monday is the federal holiday 
in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.  
We will have our usual Monday Mass at 
7 p.m.  The Archdiocese of Detroit 
hands out “Keep the Dreams Alive” 
Awards at a Mass on that day at Blessed 
Sacrament Cathedral, 10 a.m.  Our 
newest auxiliary bishop, Bishop Daniel 
Flores, will be presiding. 
 
 
 
 * “Ministering in a Church with 
Differing Ecclesiologies” 
 That was the title of a set of 
presentations I was asked to give this 
past Thursday for the Michigan chapter 
of the National Conference for 
Catechetical Leadership. In preparing for 
the talks I thought of ways I’ve 
experienced such differences at work at 
parish, vicariate, and diocesan levels.  
Certainly any parish has parishioners 
who relate to the Church and have 
expectations of the Church that vary 
greatly.  Some want the Church to be 
more liturgically correct; some more 
social justice involved; some more 
public about Catholic Church teaching; 
some more welcoming to those that 
otherwise would feel excluded from the 
Church; and so on. 
 One of the key differences I 
tried to highlight was how an idealized 

view of the Church is often in tension 
with the actual, historically experienced 
Church.  We call the Church one, holy, 
catholic, apostolic.  But we often 
experience the Church as divisive, sinful, 
narrow, unfaithful to the good news.  For 
those who relate more strongly to an 
idealized image of the Church, the lack 
of that ideal can drive them either away 
from the institution or to seek a parish or 
situation that is more to their liking.  
 The strengths of that approach 
include a clear sense of Catholic identity 
and the holiness of life that is called for 
in living a Catholic way of life.  Most 
who approach the Church in an idealized 
way have tremendous respect for and 
loyalty to the pope. Most would want us 
to show more respect for the Eucharist 
by what we wear and our actions, would 
not want just anybody coming to 
communion, and would be very devoted 
to traditional practices and prayers, as 
well as have a strong connection to the 
Church’s social doctrine on the dignity 
of human life, especially the unborn and 
elderly. 
 For those who related more 
strongly to an understanding of the 
Church based on real, historically 
situated experience, the lack of an ideal 
doesn’t affect them as deeply, though 
they too can tend to seek a parish more 
to their liking.  The strengths of such an 
approach include a very open and 
welcoming attitude to all who are 
seekers on the journey, including those 
who often feel excluded in Catholic 
churches such as divorced and remarried, 
gays, and non-Catholics.  They tend to 
have a strong sense of social justice 
centered on the poor or those harmed by 
racism  and other social ills.  They don’t 
look to the pope or bishop or even the 
pastor to be the key defender of their 
faith and they would be very critical of 
any Church leadership that treated them 
as children rather than adults. 
 Like anything that is descriptive 
of two points of view, no one fits 
perfectly in one or the other.  But there is 
at work in the Church very strong and 
different currents of thought that cause 
some differences and even at times 
divisiveness.  Some of it is theologically 
grounded such as what I laid out above; 
some is more temperament or caused by 
experiences.  But what I find most

interesting that most of us find a way to 
still share Eucharist in common, adapt or 
make do with what is less than perfect 
for us, and find ways to incorporate our 
own approach to the faith that isn’t 
identical with anyone else’s. 
 However, I find such differing 
ecclesiologies (theology of the Church 
and what God intends for the Church) to 
be present among priests and bishops as 
well.  It is at that level that I think some 
real divisiveness can happen, if we are 
not careful.  At times a priest will come 
into a parish and throw out all the things 
the parish has been doing, because he 
does not agree with them.  Then a crisis 
ensues.  What had been experienced as 
life-giving by many for a number of 
years is suddenly said to be wrong and 
not life-giving.  I think we who are 
priests (bishops included) have a major 
responsibility to not let that happen.  
Shame on us when we cannot appreciate 
the work that has gone on before us, add 
to it and shape it with our own gifts, but 
always build on the life that has been 
fostered by others than ourselves. 
 
  May God give each of us many 
opportunities to appreciate our Christian 
identity and baptismal vocation this 
week.
