New Sign

On July 12, 2007 the co-chairmen of the Sign Cattei®j Paul Gielow and
Lou Wardzinski, attended the Washington Twp. Plagr@ommission meeting to
obtain approval of the new sign on 28 Mile Roadwmship approval was granted and
now, after many meetings, discussions and interivigwf vendors, our work is done.

This process started back in December 2006 whendmmittee met for the
first time. That night we reviewed almost thirtygtos of church signs from the area.
After much discussion, we narrowed our favoritefoter. There was also discussion
of what image the sign should project and most itgmily, what it should say. In
February we agreed on the wording for the signdeaided to bid this project out. We
provided each vendor with photos of the four sitpa we liked, a list of adjectives
that described the parish, a copy of the townsigip srdinance and asked each vendor
to create a sign for us.

In May 2007 three vendors were interviewed and WéooGraphics was
selected as the sign vendor. This proposal wasinnoaisly chosen by the committee
since the design met the Township’s ordinance amduodget, is solidly constructed
and requires low maintenance. The committee thbméted their recommendation to
the Parish Council for approval, and approval wasgd. In early June the sign
vendor submitted the design/application to the thim for the July Planning
Commission meeting.

The sign will be two-sided and placed perpendictdahe road, east of the
current one. The materials used for the sign dok bwith a masonry base and a
limestone cap with a copper top. Twenty-three tkgoid leaf letters will be embossed
into the face of the sign, which is made of highsig polyurethane foam. Brian
Klozik will provide landscaping around the signhas Eagle Scout project.

*Anointing of the Sick July 30th

| have been very encouraged
over the last couple of years, as more
and more parish members request the
Anointing of the Sick on a Sunday, when
they know they will be going into the
hospital that week. We seem to have,
thankfully, moved past the stage of
seeing it as mainly a precursor to death,
a “last” sacrament, and see it more
properly as a sacrament of the sick. Itis
a sacrament that can accompany us,
whenever we face serious illness. Itis a
sacrament that can be repeated,
whenever an iliness lingers or recovery
is not happening as well as we would
like or we simply have a serious chronic
condition.

Our quarterly anointings at
Monday night Mass are especially
focused on these ongoing needs for the
sacrament, though anyone who is facing
surgery in the next month or so is invited
to let us begin praying for them and be
part of the sacrament of the sick next
Monday. Remember, it is for physical or
mental illness. It can include addictive
behaviors which we are trying to
overcome. The specific illness is not
singled out at the Mass when we pray for
a person.

The main criteria is the
presence of a serious illness or condition,
one that is threatening to take away not
only our physical or emotional
wholeness but also testing our faith and
spirit. Since it includes a focus on
forgiveness of sins, ordinarily only
children old enough for the sacrament of
Reconciliation are anointed, although
exceptions can be made for younger
children, if there is reason to believe it
will be of benefit.

If you need your
illness/condition to be connected to this
sacrament, please join us next Monday,
July 30, at the 7 p.m. Mass.

*Vatican Statement on Catholic
Teaching on the Meaning of “Church”
This coming Tuesday, July 94
from 6:30-8:30 p.m. we will hold an
evening for all interested in exploring
just what the recent Vatican document
on the Church said and didn’t say, how
to interpret it, and what we might agree
with or disagree with or have concerns
about. In preparation for that meeting,
or just for your own reading and
thinking, please read the document. It is
very brief. We have a link to it under
“New and Noteworthy” on our parish
website home page
(www.ssjohnandpaul.org).

The core of the controversy is
the explanation given for the statement
that the “Church of Chrisgtubsists inthe
Catholic Church.” That statement comes
from the Second Vatican Council, forty
three years ago in the Dogmatic
Constitution on the Churclh.gmen
Gentiunm). When it was first published,
nearly every major Protestant
commentator, while still disagreeing
with some parts of it, hailed it as a real
step forward, even a breakthrough, in
Catholic ecumenical relations. A few of
the bishops themselves had wanted the
statement to read that the Church of
Christ ‘is” the Catholic Church. They
were told that would not convey an
accurate understanding of our Catholic
Tradition. So, to use the word ‘subsists’
was to use a word that allowed for an
understanding of Church much broader
than the visible Catholic Church, without
minimizing the Catholic understanding
that Jesus intended a Church with
apostolic leadership, a Petrine ministry
of unity (role of the pope), and a
Eucharist connected to a sacramental
priesthood. So why is the exact same
statement now being seen by many,
including some Catholics, as a negative
statement?

More on this next week, after
the Tuesday session. For now, please
note that this document it saying you
have to be Catholic to be part of God's
plan for salvation.

We are marked and formed and
tied to our genetic communities, our
cultural communities, our national and
state communities, our ethnic and
religious communities, our family and
smaller communities.

Should we be surprised, then, to
discover that part of God’s revelation to
us and plan of salvation is the necessary
existence of a community of disciples—
the Church—to carry on the living
mission and ministry of Jesus Christ? In
fact, one of the key aspects of this
revelation of the necessity of the Church
is that to be Church is not primarily a
matter of announcing a set of beliefs or

in the history and culture of our specific
era, living as faithfully as we can the life
Jesus intended for his community of
disciples, and sharing that life for the
good of the whole world.

salvation,” then we are not demonizing
other religions or anyone who does not
share our faith, as we had a tendency to

do in the past. We recognize, as
mentioned in a previous column, how

God can positively work in and through
moral precepts, as important as these are other faiths, without thereby diminishing
Rather, to be Church is to be immersed anything of our Christian faith. In other
words, we can believe that Hinduism and
Islam and other religions can be part of
God'’s saving grace, and so a Hindu or
Muslim are saved not in spite of being
Hindu or Muslim but precisely by being

faithful to their religious tradition. We
can advance together on the way to
salvation, even as we Christians
proclaim “the good news of salvation”

In this context

and try to live and share the truth that
Jesus is the divine Son of God in human
flesh and savior of all humanity.

If we are praying “Let your
Church be a living witness to truth and
freedom...”, then we are acknowledging
that it is only through God'’s grace that
we can do so faithfully, that we often fail
to be such a living witness, that we need
this Eucharistic gift to help us be such a
gift of hope to the world. In other
words, the Eucharistic prayers here are
strongly Christ-centered and strongly
Church-centered, acknowledging the
need for the Church in the salvation of
the world. But they in no way imply that
others are outside of God’s care and
grace and in no way imply that simply
because we are in the Church we live
better lives than others. If anything, they
imply that we have a greater
responsibility because we should know
the gift we have been given in Jesus, in
being members of his Church, and in the
Eucharistic gift we are given in his Body
and Blood.

The necessity of the Church for
salvation, in short, is not a proclamation
that “only” the Church is necessary for
salvation, nor is it a proclamation that we
who are in the Church are living lives
that are closer to God’s ways than those
not in the Church. Rather, it is a belief
that the fullness of human life and
community are not possible unless the
mission and ministry of Jesus the Christ
is historically embodied in a community
of disciples. How do we know this? By
faith in the revelation God has given us
and by the actions Jesus took to create
such a community. We as Christians
make that step of faith and let it shape
our lives, trying to live up to—and yet
often failing—the awesome privilege
and responsibility of being part of
“God’s people.”

Next time: Does it matter if one
is not just part of the Church but is part
of the Catholic Church?
