Today our readings again focu
on conversion. Last week our attention
was to the God of mercy and forgiveneg
who patiently calls us to conversion.
Today our attention is on the human
response to God'’s offer of forgiveness.

The parable of the Prodigal Sor
is a very complex tale, rich with many
layers of meaning. It offers a powerful
image of the unconditional nature of
God’s forgiving love (which is portrayed
by the father in the story) even before w
repent. The older brother is an example
of someone with a self-righteous
attitude. The younger son exemplifies
radical transformation or conversion...a
total change of one’s whole life...becaug
of the waiting forgiveness, the open-
armed offer of reconciliation by the
father. Before this son could even
open his mouth and repent, his father
accepted him back.

Lent offers each of us an
opportunity of conversion...a change in
direction...a radical turning around

(metanoia). We began this season with a

reading from the prophet Joel in which
we were told to “return to me (God) with
all your heart.” The signing with the
ashes on Ash Wednesday signified our
willingness to turn away from sin...to
repent...to change direction. This call tg
conversion marks the entire Christian
life.

Our second G.R.A.C.E. week
for the year will take place the week of
April 22", Registration forms are in the
literature racks at the back of the church

See the schedule below for more details.
We will start right on the hour for

dinner. Dinner will be served for 15
minutes rather than served for the entire
half hour. We hope this will allow us to
have most families on hand from the
start and allow for a bit more post-meal
activities.

Given the learning above, we
have scheduled G.R.A.C.E. in April for
Sunday (5-7:30 p.m.), Tuesday (6-8:30
p.m.), Wednesday (5-7:30 p.m.), and
Friday (6-8:30 p.m.) Please note that
families with high school teens need to
choose Sunday. Families with junior
high students need to choose between
Sunday and Friday. We ask, if possible,
that these families list one of those days
as the first preference and the other as a
secondary preference. This will allow
other families to be more easily
scheduled. Families with 4 and 5 year
olds who want them to attend need to
choose the Wednesday session this time.
That is why it is at the earlier starting

and in the office. Once again we ask that time of 5 p.m. All other families with

each family or adult register. There is no
cost. We do ask that adults and teens
give a $3 donation for the cost of the
meal, if at all possible. The meal for the
children was covered by part of their
formation fees.

This second trial run will have a
slightly different schedule. We learned
from the first that it is very difficult on
staff to run it four days in a row. Also,
that would mean that Monday Mass
would have to be cancelled each time,
which | do not want to do. It also meant
that two of the later sessions took place
in mid-week which can be difficult for
younger children. Also, we will break
elementary school age children into three
sections, not two: S£2" grade levels,
394" grade levels; 56" grade levels.

Some asked about the meal—
why have it? There are a number of

children may choose Tuesday,
Wednesday or Friday. But in all cases
we ask that people put down a second
choice if possible. Adults without
children may choose any evening.
Again, if you have an alternative day
listed, it is helpful, in case we hit
maximum numbers on a given day
(approximately 200).

The structure for G.R.A.C.E.
comes from a national model, pioneered
by over 1000 parishes across the nation.
It ties catechetical learning to specific
parish events. It is whole community
focused and inter-generational. It
requires children to be accompanied by a
parent. It is focused on life-long
learning, rather than school age learning
alone. It incorporates prayer and
community formation, in addition to
“head knowledge” of the faith. See the

reasons. Remember, that formation is not next item for how we are trying to

just learning beliefs. It includes
community formation and sharing faith,
even in little ways. In any longer stretch
of time, we need to have a variety of
ways that the catechetical theme and
formation comes across, so that in either
reaches or reinforces different styles of
learning.

G.R.A.CE. I

As we plan for next year, these
monthly G.R.A.C.E. sessions will form
the core of parish formation for adults,
teens, and children. Please note: it is not
the whole of formation, but the core
element around which the other elements
fit. Without life-long, whole community
formation, other gatherings from adults
down to children have more an isolated
feel to them. With the core in place,
other gatherings can deepen and
integrate our Catholic faith in age
appropriate ways.

So for adults: in addition to the
monthly G.R.A.C.E. we will hold
evenings of adult formation, have
Scripture and book studies, and other
ways to concentrate on adults. For teens:
in addition to the monthly G.R.A.C.E.
we will have some teen only Sundays,
continue retreats, Rainbow, service,
social and other events. For junior high:
in addition to the monthly G.R.A.C.E.
we will gather junior high for youth
ministry events on some Sundays of the
year (not 15 times as at present but a few
times). For early childhood: the Sunday
early childhood will continue. For
grades 1-6: the Sunday liturgy of the
Word will continue, but the key
additional catechesis will be in
connection to sacramental preparation
and formation.

Currently (and this will
continue) sacramental preparation is a
process that is over and above the
general catechetical formation. It
involves both children and parents in
preparing for one of the sacraments.
What we would like to do is to slightly
expand this preparation with the children
and spread it over a bit longer stretch.
We would continue to have the 3 or so
parent with child gatherings (or
parent/sponsor for Confirmation). But
we would then work a few times just
with 1%'and 2° graders to deepen
preparation for first Eucharist. We would
work a few times just with"8and 4" to

deepen preparation for Reconciliation.

We would work a few times with"5and
6" to cover core Catholic knowledge in
preparation for entering the
Confirmation program. This fits better
with the archdiocesan guideline that eaq
sacramental program involve two full
years of preparation, if possible.

In addition, we can then extend
this model to the other sacramental
programs. Engaged couples will be
asked to attend some of the G.R.A.C.E.
sessions, since growth in faith is
important in any marriage. Parents with
infants will be asked to include at least
one G.R.A.C.E. session in preparation
for baptism, since part of baptism is the
promise to form their children in the
Catholic faith. Adults preparing for full
initiation in the Church (we usually call
it the R.C.1.A. or Rite of Christian
Initiation of Adults) will join us at the
G.R.A.C.E. evenings, in addition to the
other times they come together for
formation.

More on this in the weeks
ahead.
