 Next Sunday at the 9:30 Mass 
we will hold the first of three Lenten 
Scrutinies.  Please continue to pray for 
our Elect and Candidates. Their 
names/pictures are on the bulletin board 
in the hallway.  But we need to prepare 
for these Sundays as well. If we ask 
those to be initiated to scrutinize their 
lives, how dare we not do the same!  
Where have we slacked off and become 
complacent?

(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1) Friday, around 6:30 p.m., just after our 
simple soup meal.  And, of course, we 
will have our usual Good Friday stations 
at noon, led by our teens. 
 In the G.R.A.C.E. home packets 
were both a prayer card with the stations 
on them and a booklet with the prayers 
printed.  We invite you to use those 
through the rest of Lent at home, in the 
car, at work during a break moment.  Or 
pray the stations here at Church. We 
have a basket at each entrance with 
booklets that offer a variety of 
meditations on the stations of the cross.  
We invite you to use any of them in the 
Church, and especially encourage you to 
walk the stations, to enter into a sense of 
pilgrimage that inspires them.  Please 
return those booklets to the basket when 
you are done, so that others may use 
them. 
 
 G.R.A.C.E. 
 Our first Growing and 
Responding as Catholics Everyday 
sessions went well. Over 600 adults, 
young adults and children attended one 
of the sessions last week, which focused 
on the catechetical theme of 
“conversion” and the Catholic practice 
of praying the stations of the cross.  We 
learned a lot about logistics and got good 
suggestions for improvement from many 
of the participants.  And we were 
certainly put to the test on how to do 
things!  Larger than expected crowds, a 
funeral and funeral luncheon on Monday 
which required extra rearrangement of 
chairs, and a food drive that needed 
space for all the food collected.  And 
even though I wish we had better 
facilities so that adults could have 
quieter space and all could have more 
room for eating, I was very happy with 
this first week of G.R.A.C.E. 
 More important than any 
logistical snafus are the catechetical 
reasons we want to embrace with this 
model of formation: 1) Whole family 
catechesis, where possible, since each 
age group is focused on the same 
theme(s) and events.  2) 
Intergenerational experiences, so that 
children see that formation is not about 
being a child in school but about being 
an active Catholic and Christian one’s 
whole life.  3) Whole community 
catechesis, in that just by being there and 
sharing the time, adults without children, 
help enrich these formational evenings 

as well as be enriched by others. 4) 
Parent-responsible catechesis, in that an 
adult must be present, if the child is to be 
present, so that this is not something the 
Church or parish imposes on children, 
but something that is the responsibility 
and desire of the parents. 
 One quick learning was that 
Sunday (with junior high families) and 
Monday (with early childhood families 
included) were filled to overflowing.  
We realized that from both an energy 
level point of view (having two big days 
like that in a row) and from a desire to 
maintain the Monday evening Mass even 
during G.R.A.C.E. weeks, we need to try 
an alternate schedule. So, our next 
G.R.A.C.E. week will be the week of 
April 22nd.  We will hold sessions on 
Sunday, Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Friday evenings. 
 Families with junior high 
students: we ask that you try to split 
evenly between Sunday and Friday 
evenings, if possible. That would mean 
choosing one as the preferred evening, 
which we will do our best to honor, but 
choosing the other as the second 
preference, if we need to balance 
numbers.  This will allow for more 
adults without children to also come on 
those days.   
 Families with 4 and 5 year olds:  
In April, Wednesday will be the day that 
we include such an early childhood 
component. NB: This is for pre-school 4 
and 5 year olds, not younger ones.  We 
are very open to having babysitting on 
that evening, but that would require a 
cooperative effort by the parents 
involved who would be willing to help 
organize it according to diocesan 
guidelines (all sitters have to have a 
background check and have taken 
Protecting God’s Children workshops).  
If you are interested in trying to start 
such a cooperative babysitting, let the 
office know. 
 All other families: choose from 
Tuesday, Wednesday or Friday but, 
again, putting one as a first and another 
as a second, if possible.  All adults 
without children: choose from any of the 
four nights.  We will do our best to 
honor the first preference.  High school 
students: your only choice is Sunday 
night. We encourage your whole family 
to come, but with parental permission 
you are allowed to attend on your own.
