Pastor’s Perspective

*Transfiguration - Conversion

What does it mean to be
transfigured by the grace of God? Jesus
experienced such a moment on the
mountain with his closest disciples—
Peter, James, and John. He experienced
his entire self as completely in sync with
the plan of God for salvation. Notice
that in such an experience, Jesus does
not lose his identity or sense of
personhood. He is seen conversing with
Moses and Elijah. All that he was
somehow came together in a perfect
way. With that experience he is then
able to let go of achieving that perfection
again in his lifetime. Jesus is able to
accept the road that he knows will lead
to much suffering and even death. His
entire life is ready to be dedicated in
obedience to the mission he knows God
has given him as a Father to a Son.

Although there is no certain
way for us to know what Jesus
experienced at that moment, many
Christian mystics over the centuries have
had their own moments of union with
God. From them we can get a glimpse
of what was happening in Jesus. A key
to Christian mysticism (as differentiated
from some Eastern forms of mysticism)
is that in the midst of the experience one
does not simply lose oneself and one’s
identity. Rather, it is a type of “union-
unity”. There is a sense of oneness
(unity) with the divine and all that is but
one never loses the sense of one’s own
identity and that God is beyond us and
other than us. That the person is not God
is also very clearly experienced even in
the midst of that tremendous sense of
oneness.

But more importantly for me,
since not everyone has such mystical

We can look at Lent in one of
two ways. We can see it negatively as
time of deprivation, or we can see it
positively as an opportunity for growth.
The Church hopes that we can all have
positive spirit because Lent offers us the
opportunity for the transformation of our]
lives. That is real growth.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus reveals
the great Lenten theme of
transformation. He begins to reveal the
Paschal Mystery. He went up a
mountain to pray. There he became
transfigured. His face changed and his
garments became dazzlingly white. This
manifestation showed the glory that
would come to him through his death
and resurrection. God led his Son
through suffering to joy, through
humiliation to exaltation, and through
death to life. That transformation is at
the heart of Lent.

God’s plan for us is to share in
this mystery. We began our sharing
when we were baptized. With Christ, we
died to sin so that we could begin a new
life. It was a transformation for us.

We wore a white garment to remind us
that we had become like Jesus in his
transfiguration. Just as the
transfiguration was a prelude to his
resurrection, so our baptism directs us tp
our sharing in the glory of Christ's
resurrection.

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(Pastor’s Perspective continued from page 1)
experiences, the Catholic tradition over
the centuries has tried to think through
what such union with God means in
more everyday ways. St. Augustine talks
about how deeper than our deepest self,
there is God. St. Thomas Aquinas and
the theologians of the Middle Ages (they
were called the ‘scholastics’ or
‘schoolmen’ because they did theology
from the setting of the newly formed
universities of the time) tried to make
more systematic sense of this union with
God and talked about ‘sanctifying
grace,’ the communication of God’s own
life to us in a way that lifts us out of sin,
alienation, and incompleteness into
being sons and daughters of God. The

experience was the language of
‘divinization’. What Christ was by
nature we can become by adoption.
Christ became human so that we might
become ‘godlike’, not in the sense of
personal achievement but in terms of
being transformed by the gift of God’s
own life, working within us.

Unfortunately, the scholastic
theology on grace came to be seen in
very mechanical ways, so that in
common understanding grace no longer
carried with it that sense of God’s own
personal communication of God’s life to
us, which unites to us and transforms us
but is always beyond us. No, sanctifying
grace was often presented as a “thing”
we received if we celebrated the
sacraments correctly. Take Baptism.
Baptism removed “original sin” and
“filled us” with sanctifying grace. It
almost didn’t matter if someone lived a
Christian life poorly, just as long as one
was baptized. It didn’t matter if the
Eucharist was celebrated as dynamically
as possible or as poorly as possible. The
Mass guaranteed us a certain ‘amount’ of
sanctifying grace no matter what.

It has only been in the past 75
years or so that theologians have tried to
re-think this anemic, mechanical,
automatic notion of grace. If grace is
God’s own communication of Godself,
then grace is not a thing but a deepening
of a relationship with God. That is why,
for example, parents (or at least one
parent) who bring children to be baptized
must publicly commit to the Catholic
faith and promise to accept the
responsibility to raise the child Catholic.
If they are not ready to do that the
Church asks that baptism be delayed and
that the parents be helped to move

toward that commitment. Even 50 years
ago that would have been unheard of.
The focus was on the automatic
“getting” of sanctifying grace for the
infant, just in case they die. Now the
focus is on the ongoing relationship to
God and God’s people that baptism
initiates. Since an infant is unable to
choose that for themselves, it is

necessary for at least one parent to desire

it and commit to it, if a child is to be
baptized.

With that renewed
understanding of sanctifying grace has
come a deeper appreciation of
conversion in the Christian life.
Conversion means a turning away from
sin and darkness and a turning toward

something we achieve on our own but
always is a gift of God at work within us.
Conversion is not simply once for life
but something that can happen many
times, sometimes in big ways but often
in small ways. In a word, the experience
of conversion is nothing other than the
experience of what an older theology
would call ‘sanctifying grace’. Itis an
experience of God’s own self lifting us
into a better relationship with God, with
others, with the world around us, with
our integral selves.

Jesus then, though he needed no
conversion from sin to grace,
experienced a type of conversion in that
moment of Transfiguration, a deepening
of his relationship to the Father. He
experienced a special moment of union-
unity with the Father, lifting him into a
special awareness of who he was, what
his role/mission in life was, and what he
would have to say “yes” to in the weeks
ahead.

For those who have signed up,
please do everything you can to make
your session. We have planned food and
materials accordinglyNB: the cost of
the dinner is $3. For children enrolled
in the religious formation program
their yearly fee covers the cost of the
meal. For all adults/teens we ask, if
possible, that you give a donation of $3
to cover the food that evening. For
any adults who registered and paid a
fee, we will be reimbursing that fee to
you. Our hope is that adults and teens
will be willing to cover the cost of their
dinners through a free-will donation, so
that we don’t have to set up a system of
tickets/payment.

A reminder to all parish
members: our next G.R.A.C.E. will be
the week of April 22 and we will be
taking registrations for that beginning
this week. In order to test out a different
set up, we will offer the April
G.R.A.C.E. on Sunday (high school
needs to choose this night; junior high
families have this as one of their
options), Tuesday (open to all families
and adults other than teens), Wednesday
(open to all but teens; NB: this will be
the only night of that week with a pre-
school class in session), and Friday
(open to all; we especially encourage
junior high families to choose this as an
alternative to Sundays so that we can
split that large number between two
nights).

Fasting helps us to realize just how
abundantly we have been blessed.
Voluntarily doing without some good
things reminds us of its value and
keeps us from taking it for granted.
Gratitude for God’s gifts is
foundational to stewardship, and
fasting, even if only for a short time,
reawakens us to the great generosity
of God.
