*Religious Formation Next Year

Even though we have re-
structured the religious formation
program at the parish and given a name
to it—G.R.A.C.E.: Growing and
Responding As Catholics Everyday—
there is still a need for families to
register in the program. We need to
know how many children of various age
levels are involved so that we can order
sufficient materials, get catechists, and
plan for the year. We sent a form to
every family who is currently registered.
Please fill it out and return it to the office
in the next couple of weeks. Since the
monthly whole community meetings (8
in total) form the basic core, please look
over what evenings are available for
various families and choose a first and
second option.

For new families or families
whose oldest child will be entering first
grade in the fall, registration forms are
available at the office. Or contact the
parish office via email or phone and we
will send you one.

For high school students and
their families: we encourage the whole
family to register for the eight monthly
Sunday G.R.A.C.E. sessions. High
school students will always meet as a
group at that time. In addition, there will
be opportunities for retreats, service
projects, and some get-togethers
throughout the year. High school age
(9"-12" grade) students may come on
their own to the monthly sessions. All
other children need to be accompanied
by at least one related adult.

We have heard from some who

structure, the only item that stands out is
the need for one parent to be present at
eight monthly sessions. In point of fact,
the old structure had a parent drop off
and pick up a child 24 times in the
course of the year. The new structure
has the children gather fewer times so
that after school projects and
commitments less often interfere. And
as to the burden on parents, yes it is,
though | prefer to call it a parental
responsibility. Any parent who has a
child involved in extracurricular sports

or dance or community theater and the
like spends way more time dropping off,
picking up and staying with the child for
events than this religious formation
structure. Once a month, eight times in
the year, 2 % hours each time. If thatis a
burden that can’t be met, then please
come in and talk to our coordinator,
Linda Bauer. Although it is ideal and a
great witness to the children to have both
parents at these sessions, some families
might have to alternate or involve a
grandparent, aunt or uncle on occasion.
But please see the new structure as an
opportunity to make the religious
formation of your child a top priority. If
you were to do this in addition to regular
Sunday Eucharist, your child will be
well-formed in the Catholic faith.

A few parents had somewhat
the opposite complaint. The new
structure, they thought, doesn'’t give
enough time to the catechetical
formation of their children. And in
terms of sheer number of hours that the
child is in a classroom setting with
his/her peers, that is correct. The new
structure does not emphasize only that
component. But in terms of formation
time spent together, the new structure
has just as much contact time as the old
structure, and we think it will be better
time spent. The meal time is

are Wondering Why the Change? We sent formational, if we learn to sit at table

every registered parish member a
booklet in which we addressed this and
other questions, and held a series of
meetings for parents during last week’s
final religious education session.
Interestingly, two of the concerns about
the new structure came from opposite

with other members of the parish,
engage in the discussion topic that is
focused on, and do the activities that are
suggested. The group time is
formational, especially if we follow up

on the ride home or during the week,
talking about the catechetical theme and

positions. A few parents believe the new Parish event that is being looked at. In
structure is too large of a burden on them order to address a more systematic look

and their children. But in exploring how
it is moreof a burden than the present

at the basics of Catholic faith, we are
gathering the 6" grade children in

their grade levels six times apart from
the monthly sessions. This will allow us
to give them and parents a clear
understanding of what each grade level
should know, understand, and be able to
talk about as regards their Catholic faith.
Junior high and senior high will have
their own gatherings. We will be able to
continue to celebrate the sacrament of
reconciliation once a year with the
children who have received that
sacrament. | think you will find that we
will give more emphasis and more
focused opportunities to learn about and
practice our Catholic faith in the new
structure. Of course, nothing can
substitute for family involvement in the
life and worship of the parish. But
G.R.A.C.E. will be a good complement
to that.

Finally, a word to adults who
don't have children. Thank you to the
fifty or so who participated each of the
two trial months in March and April.
What a great spirit and what great
insights you brought to those sessions.
In addition to the parents (and so many
had both husband and wife there when
possible—fantastic!) every monthly
G.R.A.C.E. session is planned with you
in mind. I've heard a couple of people
ask whether it is only for the children
and their parents. No! When we plan
the adult component we don’t ask the
guestion “what do parents need to learn.”
Rather, we ask “How do we open up this
catechetical theme for adults?” We think
adults of all ages—in their 80s, 70s, 60s,
50s, 40s, 30s, and 20s—with or without
children, all add an important dimension
to the evenings So, adults are also
invited to sign up for the monthly
sessions on the evening of their choice.
Registration forms were mailed to each
of you and are also available in the
office.

Will every month be the same?
No, the format will vary depending on
topic, though we will always start with a
simple meal, have some formational time
together, have a common catechetical
topic as the focus, name a parish event
we are trying to better prepare for, and
have a take home packet of follow-up
materials. Some topics and formats
might appeal more to one than to

*Limbo Has Been Relegated to
Limbo!

What do | mean by that? The
word ‘limbo’ comes from the Latin for
‘edge’, ‘hem’, ‘border’, or ‘margin’.

Many centuries ago, when some
theologians had to describe what
happens to infants who die without
baptism, they came up with the idea that
such infants were sent to the edge or
margin of hell. This was an attempt to
stay faithful to the Scriptural passages
which said that unless someone believes
and is baptized they cannot be saved—
thus such an infant cannot go to heaven,
they thought. Yet to also try to do
justice to God’s mercy—a loving God,
they thought, couldn’t possibly send
such children to pain and punishment for
eternity. So they came up with the idea
of a place where such children live in
eternity with a natural happiness—no
punishment or pain—but do not live with
the vision of God. They live on the
margins of hell, forever happy, but
forever separated from full union with
God.

Later theologians expanded on
these ideas, with many imagining the
‘location’ of limbo no longer as on the
edge of hell but on the edge of heaven.
Such theologians believed that even the
natural state of happiness had to be

through the grace of God, therefore these weeks. More next time.

children lived within God'’s grace, not
apart from it, and so couldn’t be said to
be in hell. Rather, they were on the
margins of heaven, sustained by God’s
grace, awaiting the final resurrection in
which a definitive judgment could be
given to each individual.

Obviously all this sounds pretty
quaint and a bit silly to us today. In the
first place, we no longer think of heaven,
hell and the like as ‘places.” We can't
bore down into the bowels of the earth

and find the fires of hell and we can’t

escape into the skies and find the glories

of heaven. Such language is
metaphorical and imaginative, rather
than literal, although it was taken as
literal by most Christians for many,
many centuries.

So, when the group of
prestigious and distinguished (and very
traditional, by the way) Catholic
theologians who make up the
International Theological Commission
studied the question of what happens tq
unbaptized infants, their conclusion was
that limbo was probably not the best
answer. Since it was never a defined
doctrine and has no clear basis in
revelation, and since the church has
never formally defined exactly what
happens to such children, these
theologians suggest that there are better
ways to express our faith in the matter.
In a sense, they relegate limbo to the
margins of theological opinion. One can
still technically believe in it, but such a
belief is marginal. Limbo has been sent
into limbo!

The International Theological
Commission, which advises the head of
the Congregation of the Faith, however,
took forty pages to do all this. Forty
pages for something seemingly so
antiquated and marginal. What's going
on? It turns out that to change a

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C.S.A. Giving: Making a C.S.A. Donation through
an IRA Charitable Rollover

Helpful Tips on how you can realize Tax Benefits Making a Direct Charitable
Distribution from your IRA to C.S.A. 2007

If you are over the age of 70 1/2, you must takecaired minimum
distribution from your IRA. Normally, this money taxed as ordinary income.
However recent federal legislation permits yol2@®7, to make a direct gift from
your IRA to the parish, the Catholic Services Ad{€aS.A.), or other qualified
charity. This gift counts toward fulfilling youequired minimum distribution.

The Pension Protection Act of 2006 has a two peavision that allows you
to exclude up to $100,000 from your gross incom20d@6 and 2007 for distributions
made directly from your traditional IRA to a quai charity.

The distribution must be from your IRA, not a 4Q)16r other retirement
plan. Also, the IRA distribution must be a direbaritable gift and not a distribution
to a donor-advised fund, a charitable remaindett wufor a charitable gift annuity.

If you would like to take advantage of these inediax savings and support
the parish or C.S.A. 2007, please review the falhmwips on how to handle your
charitable gift correctly:
