May is American Stroke Month

Stroke is our nation’s number
three killer and a leading cause of
serious long term disability. Stroke
affects people of all ages, ethnicities, and
backgrounds. Each year about 700,000
Americans have a stroke. On average,
one stroke occurs every 45 seconds and
every 3-4 minutes someone dies of a
stroke. Stroke also takes a serious toll in
the workplace, it is estimated it will cost
our nation an estimated 62.7 billion in
2007.

What is a stroke? A stroke
could also be described as a brain attack.
It occurs when the blood flow to the
brain is interrupted resulting in an area
of the brain not getting enough oxygen.
When this happens, brain cells begin to
die and brain damage occurs. When
brain cells die during a stroke, abilities
controlled by that area of the brain are
lost.

There are different types of
strokes. An Ischemic stroke occurs
when a blood clot cuts off blood flow to
the brain. In everyday life, blood
clotting is beneficial. When you are
bleeding from a wound, blood clots will
slow and eventually stop the bleeding.
However, in the case of a stroke, blood
clots are dangerous because they block
the arteries and cut off blood flow. This
is what is known as ischemia.
Hemorrhagic stroke is caused by the
breakage of a blood vessel in the brain.
This may be caused from long standing
high blood pressure or a cerebral
aneurysm. Some people have a special
risk for stroke. About 46,000 more
women than men have strokes each year.
People with high blood pressure have
about twice the lifetime risk of a stroke
than those with blood pressure under
120/80. Blacks are almost twice as
likely as whites to have a first ever
stroke. Stroke in children can be caused
by congenital heart defects, sickle cell
disease, hemophilia and trauma that
injure large arteries.

Suddemumbness or weakness
in the face or one side of the
body.

Sudderconfusion or difficulty
speaking.

Suddertrouble seeing in one
or both eyes.Suddertrouble
walking, dizziness or loss of
balance.

Suddersevere headache with
no known cause.

Core measures to prevent a stroke or
decrease its complications:

Your blood pressure is
checked at every doctor visit.
Your pulse is checked at every
doctor visit.

Your lipid profile is checked
every 5 years beginning at age
20.

Your blood sugar is checked
every 3 years beginning at age
45,

You do not smoke!

Your health care provider
knows your family history of
stroke and heart disease.

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Pastor’s Perspective

*Ascension Sunday

This sounds a bit odd, doesn’t
it, after all the years of talking about
Ascension “Thursday”. Even though the
gospels do not have a common time
framework for the appearances of the
risen Jesus, his “leaving” them, and the
sending of the Spirit, they all agree that
all these things are part of the events
after the crucifixion. Traditionally,
because Luke laid out such a clear
timeline, the Church has followed
Luke’s version of the events in its
liturgical calendar. Luke talks about the
forty days of appearances of the risen
Jesus, the novena (nine days) that the
disciples spent in prayer after the
Ascension and then the experience of the
Holy Spirit on the fiftieth day, Pentecost.
But John’s gospel has the sending of the
Spirit on the same day as the
resurrection, and Matthew and Mark are
silent about the timeline.

In other words, what our belief
in Jesus the Christ includes is his
obedient life, his suffering and death on
the cross, his resurrection, a limited time
of encouraging the apostles and other
disciples after the resurrection, and the
sending of the Spirit. We don’t know
exactly how or when this all took place.
There is, then, no one “correct” day on
which to celebrate the feast of the
Ascension. In the current calendar there
is the option (which most bishops take)
of celebrating the feast of the Ascension
on a Sunday rather than Thursday. This
allows more people to attend Mass and
interact with Scripture passages that are
central to our understanding of the faith.
Jesus is risen. Yes. Yet, there is a leave-
taking. Yes. But then he is present every
time we as his Body gather, remember,
celebrate and act in his name. Yes. The
teaching on the ascension of Jesus,
focuses on the role of the Church and its
utter need for God'’s Spirit, if it is to be a
faithful image of the body of Christ in
the world.

*Qrdination on Saturday

We have one man who will be
ordained this year for the Archdiocese of
Detroit, this Saturday: Anthony
Camilleri. Please keep him in your

prayers. The next few years look a bit
more promising as to the number of
priestly vocations for the Archdiocese,
but we still need to encourage a culture
of vocations in our families and parishes.
| am convinced that if we encourage our
children to know what it means to be
baptized and marked by baptism, to
grow up thinking that God has chosen
them to live out that baptism in whatever
career choices they make, and present
priesthood and religious life in a positive
manner to them, we will continue to find
a number of them called to priesthood

and religious life. By no means are these

the only vocations. All Christians have a
vocation. But some are called to
priesthood, diaconate, brotherhood,
sisterhood, and other forms of religious
life. Have you talked to your children
about this?

*Why the Fuss over Limbo? (Part 2)

The International Theological
Commission—a group of theologians
who explore various theological issues
of concern and advise the Vatican's
Congregation of the Faith—recently
released a document on “The Hope of
Salvation for Infants Who Die without
Being Baptized.” In it they cautiously
state: “It must be clearly acknowledged
that the church does not have sure
knowledge about the salvation of infants
who die. She knows and celebrates the
glory of the Holy Innocents, but the
destiny of the generality of infants who
die without baptism has not been
revealed to us, and the church teaches
and judges only with regard to what has
been revealed. What we do positively
know of God, Christ and the church
gives us grounds to hope for their
salvation, as must now be explained.”
(par. 79)

In explaining this hope they
point out the seeming tension between
the theological principle of the universal
saving will of God (God desires that all
human beings be saved, not just some)
and the necessity of connection to the
Church through baptism for salvation.
In centuries past the emphasis was put
on the solidarity of all human beings in
Adam’s sin—what we term Original

Sin—and so for the need for the Church
and baptism in order to be saved.
Especially in the West (and even more
so in the Protestant Reformation) there
tended to be a very pessimistic view of
human nature. We were quite willing to
consign infants, non-Christians, even
other Christians to hell just because they
didn’t enter into the Church. [NB: this
was not just a Catholic tendency; it
existed among nearly all Christian
denominations, including some to this
very day.]

But the second Vatican Council
forty years ago strongly emphasized how
all human beings already share a
solidarity in Christ, because of Christ’s
saving death and resurrection. Christ, in
some way, unites himself to all human
beings, not just those who accept him
and are baptized. @audium et Spes
the Pastoral Constitution on the Church
in the Modern World, paragraph 22, we
read:“All this holds true not only for
Christians, but for all human persons of
good will in whose hearts grace works in
an unseen way. For, since Christ died
for all, and since the ultimate vocation of
humanity is in fact one, and divine, we
ought to believe that the Holy Spiritin a
manner known only to God offers to
every human person the possibility of
being associated with this paschal
mystery.” This solidarity of Christ with
us is now seen as primary and so all our
traditional teaching on original sin, the
necessity of baptism, the necessity of the
church, and so on must be re-understood
in light of that core theological reality.

It has been a huge challenge for
the church to re-think these core
doctrines in a way that does not lose the
essentials but leaves room for deeper
understanding of them and less
condemnation of all that is not explicitly
Christian. In that sense, the re-thinking
of limbo, as marginal as it sounds, is part
of a much wider and quite difficult
journey for the Church that has been
taking place since the end of the Middle
Ages.

For example, take St. Augustine
and his understanding of Original Sin.
Augustine was a prolific writer, so it is
not always easy to pin him down on any

given subject. But overall, he had a very
pessimistic view of human nature. In his
early adulthood he was attracted to
Manichaeism, a Gnostic system of belief
that was dualistic to the extreme. Matter
is essentially darkness (evil) wrapped
around elements of light (goodness)
which cry out for escape. Fully-
committed Manicheans were extremely
zealous in their fasting, abstention from
sexual contact (so no marriage),
renouncing of property, war, and even
working the earth for a living. By living
such a zealous life particles of light

could be freed and the chosen ones, uponare condemned justly to hell, in

death, would enter the purely spiritual,
non-material kingdom of light. Although
Augustine rejected this belief system
when he was baptized Catholic, he
brought with him into his theology a
suspicion of sexuality, bodily processes,
and any material reality that is not
explicitly sanctified by the Church. We
see this negativity, for example, in his
view that original sin was probably
“transmitted” via sexual intercourse and
that even married couples should try to
abstain from such activity except to have
children.

When it came to the question of
baptizing infants, most theologians in the
eastern half of the empire stressed how
universal sin is and how we as humans
are inclined toward sin if we are not
helped by God’s grace. But they did not
believe an infant or a young child was
personally responsible because of that,

nor did they stress any necessity for such the risen Lord is experienced in us and

children to be baptized. They simply
said they did not know what happens to
such people when they die—they are
entrusted to God’s mercy. Augustine
followed a different track. He took the
practice of baptizing infants as evidence
they were in need of redemption from
some culpable sin. He knew that infant$
couldn’t personally sin, so it must be that
we all inherit an original sin from Adam,
the first human. He took a Latin
translation of Romans 5:12 as a key text:
“In Adam, all have sinned;” though most
translators agree that the translation
more faithful to the original Greek is
“Because ofAdam, all have sinned"—
i.e. we have an inclination toward sin,
not that we are personally responsible f
Adam’s sin.

So, for Augustine, it all seemed
to fall together very neatly in his
understanding of an original sin. All
inherit a personal culpability for Adam’s
original sin, simply by being human.
Therefore, all are in need of salvation.
The way to salvation is through the
Church, and so the necessity of the
Church for salvation is explained. And
in the Church the way to salvation is
through baptism. And so the need for al
to be baptized. What happens to infant
or anyone who dies without baptism?
Because all humans are in some way
personally “guilty” for original sin, they

Augustine’s view. Why do we baptize?
To get rid of the original sin that marks
our souls and so open the way to
salvation.

Augustine’s views on original
sin and infant baptism win out in the
west and provide the basis for much of
our theology of baptism for the next
1500 years. Limbo is “created” at the
margins of hell (see last week’s column
because of Augustine’'s seemingly
irrefutable logic. But take limbo away
and what happens? We need to re-thin
original sin, what the necessity of the

Church and baptism for salvation means$
why we baptize infants, and much more|

Next week a look at the question of why
we baptize infants, if it is not primarily
to “take away” original sin.

May we be such a blessing this
week to the world, that the presence of
