*Year to Date Financials

You can see elsewhere our
year-to-date giving as matched against
the budget. We've kept the Sunday
income budget the same for three years--
$11,600. We reached it the first year
pretty closely, and have gone down these
past two years slightly. A large part of
that, | am sure, reflects the difficult
economy we are in. But we also have
increased the number of parish
households these past three years by over
100. | was hoping that would offset any
economic downturn, but it hasn't.

Though we are not meeting
budget, we have also been more frugal in
capital expenses and a few other areas.
That has allowed us to handle the less
than expected income. But it also means
that we will not be able to set aside this
