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Pastor’s Perspective
*What Makes a Saint, a Saint?

We profess “we believe in the
communion of saints” every time we
pray the creed. What do we mean by
that? Why are some saints canonized or
named saints? What is required in that
process? What are we celebrating when
we celebrate the Feast of All Saints?
These are some of the questions we
explore in the October monthly
G.R.A.C.E. session this week. If you are
already registered from last month or in
the religious formation program, just join
us on the day you signed up for. If you
haven't registered, stop by or call the
parish or download the form online at
the parish website. We begin with a
simple meal (pizza and salad this
month), during which we begin to talk
about this month’s theme. We then
divide into groups to explore some of the
guestions above. As always we have a
take home packet with follow up
material for all age levels.

*The Communion of Saints

The Catholic understanding of
“saints” is fairly broad. Although we are
used to connecting the word to those
who have been named as saints and
whose feast days we celebrate, actually
the older and longer tradition is to talk
about the “saints” both living and
deceased. One customary way to
describe the communion of saints was to
think of three groups: the saints on earth
(the people of God who are trying to live
out their call to holiness) who were
termed the “saints militant” because they
still had to fight and struggle toward the
final goal; the saints in purgatory (those
who needed a purification process before
entering into full union with God after
death) termed the “saints suffering,”
because they were “making up” for the
consequences of their sins (more on this
in a future column); and the saints in
heaven (who even now share in full
union with God, what is traditionally
called the “beatific vision) who were
termed the “saints triumphant,” because
they no longer had to do anything but
share in the glory of God.

The value of such a vision of
the communion of saints is that it
reminded us that we are all called to be
saints, not just a few extraordinary

now we can live lives that witness to the
very holiness we admire in the saints.
And it gave us heroes to admire, whom
we could turn to and ask for intercession
in times of need. The problem with the
older vision is that it literally thought of
heaven and purgatory as places where
souls “reside”. Purgatory was a place
“somewhere” after death, a holding place
of mild punishment, until the dross or
weight of sins was gently burned clean
and the soul was then freed and
lightened enough to “ascend” to heaven.
What do we do in a worldview that no
longer can believe in such a simplistic
vision? Again, more on this in a future
column.

The origin of the idea of the
communion of saints is two-fold. The
first is Jesus’ clear desire and the
Church’s core belief that there is one
body of Christ. Whether we call it the
mystical body of Christ (a term Pope
Pius XII re-popularized in the 1940s),
the people of God, or the universal
Church, all who are in some way
incorporated into this one reality are
already “saints”. That captures St.
Paul's use of the term when he will
address letters to “The saints of God at
Philippi” and other places. All who are

the end of time) was not necessarily
going to happen in their lifetime and so
God has a plan that incorporates into the
fullness of life those who are his people
and have died, awaiting a final and
complete resurrection. This was
especially emphasized as the Church
went through periods of persecution and
a number of Christians were martyred
for their faith. It became customary in
Rome and elsewhere to begin to
celebrate the Eucharist at their grave, to
include them in other words in the
“communion of holy things.” Even in
death they could share in the communion
of the saints of God, celebrating Jesus’
death and resurrection.

From there it was a fairly
simple step to begin to emphasize more
the quality of life lived by those who
died and the certainty of their sharing as
saints with Jesus in heaven than the
reality of the earlier declaration that the
living are the saints of God. Over time
the Catholic understanding worked out
that three-fold schema mentioned at the
beginning of this article, including all
those in heaven, purgatory or on earth
who can properly be termed saints.

The real
guestion was whether that extended to
those who had died. We see that
guestion in Paul’s first letter to the
Thessalonians where he tries to assure
those who are worried that their brothers
and sisters who have died are not worse
off than those who are still alive and
waiting for the coming of Christ Jesus to
return in glory.

The Church quickly realized

*The Canonization Process

As a formal process, sanctioned
and overseen by the pope, canonization
enters into church history around the
year 1000 A.D. Prior to that time,
various Christian men and women were
honored for their lives and remembered
as saints. Martyrs especially, confessors
(those who didn’t die in persecutions but
maintained their faith), virgins and
practitioners of austere lives in honor of
the Lord, important teachers and bishops
in the Church and many more. There was
no formal process of canonization and
many legendary lives of saints became

individuals. It helped us realize that even that the Parousia (the coming of Christ at popular, including some who were
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clearly fictitious or who would not today
be part of our understanding of saints.
For example, there is no evidence that a
St. Christopher lived at the time his
legend says. The story of carrying the
child Jesus across the river and feeling
the weight of the world on his shoulders
was a popular legend to help children
appreciate what this Jesus did for us.
The name itself comes from the story
told, not from any historical figure:
Christopher: the “Christ-carryer.” AlImost
all, however, were certainly historical
figures, who had done something that
made people venerate them almost as
soon as they had died. Most saints, then
came into our tradition by popular
acclamation.

Given the variety of historical

worthy of honoring and promoting their
life as an example to others. The next

step is “Blessed” at which point a feast
day can be given and the person can bg
honored in the local or regional Church,
though they are not necessarily on the

universal church calendar of saints. Th
final step in the process of canonization
is the declaration of sainthood, whereby
the pope issues a letter of canonization,
extending the veneration of this person

to the whole Church.

What about miracles? One of
the simplifications under Pope John Pall
Il was to ask for only one miracle, if the
person died a martyr’s death, since the
death itself in witness of the faith was
considered a miracle. For other saints,
one miracle is needed to be declared a

the Church has tried to formalize the

process of canonization. This process has

been altered over the centuries as
situations demanded. The most recent
alteration came with Pope John Paul Il in
1983 who issued an apostolic
constitution calledivinus Perfectionis
Magister, which simplified the
procedure that the Congregation for the
Causes of Saints needs to follow. A link
to this document is provided on the
parish website, along with a link to a
fairly accurate article on Wikipedia
about the Catholic process of
canonization. What are some highlights
of the process?

The process starts at the local
level when a group petitions the local
bishop for permission to start the
canonization process. An expert in canon
law and a person of reputable level-
headedness is assigned—called a
postulator—to thoroughly investigate the
life and writings of the person in
guestion, interviewing witnesses if they
are still alive, all leading to a
biographical write-up, which the bishop
then looks over to decide if the case is to
go farther. He can consult whomever he
wishes and if the case seems to warrant
further investigation, all the documents
and a request for investigating possible
sainthood are sent to the Vatican’'s
Congregation for the Causes of Saints. If
the Congregation believes sufficient
proof has been shown of the person’s
heroic virtue and no contradictory
testimony has been shown, they can
recommend to the pope that the person
be declared “Venerable”: not yet an
official saint, no official feast day, but

be declared a saint.
