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Pastor’s Perspective

*All Saints Day — Thursday,
November 1st

Our catechetical theme for this
month’s G.R.A.C.E. was the
“Communion of Saints.” We tied that in
to the celebration of All Saints Day,
November 1. It is one of the few
remaining holydays of obligation still on
the liturgical calendar. Other than
Christmas, it is my favorite holyday,
because it includes not just Mary and all
the canonized saints, but also all the
unnamed men and women of faith
through the centuries who share full
communion with God.

In our American culture many
have moved away from trying to
celebrate Eucharist on that day. | would
like to encourage you to do otherwise. Is
it an inconvenience on one level to come
to Mass that evening at 7 p.m. (or 9 a.m.
here or many other times in the
surrounding parishes)? Yes. It takes a
conscious decision to mark that day with
not just what is going on in our busy
lives but by sharing in the celebration of
the Church throughout the world. It
means that we might have to eat earlier
or later than usual that day. Our children
might have to miss a dance class or
sports practice. They might have to plan
homework a bit differently that evening,
which means that no TV gets watched.
[Isn’t it interesting that some think that
such changes seem to “punish” the child
in relation to their peers? What has
happened to us as people of God that
many rank their Catholic Church identity
toward the bottom of the list?]

The Feast of All Saints is all
about the communion of saints. Itis

Halloween without the Feast of
All Saints is only about us and satisfying
our pleasures. It misses the bigger
picture. Why can children dress up as
pretend ghouls and goblins, devils and
monsters and other figures of horror?
Because as members of the communion
of saints such realities do not have any
hold on us. Evil has been conquered and
will continue to be conquered by faith in
Christ. That is what we name and

celebrate on All Saints. Why do we dress

But the important point is to use
these sheets with your children so that
they come to the Tuesday sessions
already connected to what will be
covered. We will do three weeks now
and three weeks in winter. Over a six
year period that will allow your child to
focus on 36 different key Bible stories,

While we
especially encourage those who need to
be anointed to come (anyone with
serious illness, physical or emotional,
serious chronic medical conditions,
addictive behaviors, frailty due to old
age, in the recovery process from
surgery or iliness but still need more
help, facing surgery in the next couple of
months), it is also a wonderful Mass for
anyone to attend.

We have made great strides at
this parish in moving the sacrament of
the anointing of the sick from being seen
as that “last sacrament” (and so people
wouldn't call the priest until the last
moments) to being experienced as a
sacrament which accompanies us in the
midst of our illness. We have moved
from seeing it as a sign that death is
approaching to accepting it as a sign that
God’s care and strength and loving
mercy are with us no matter how close or
far we are from death. | continue to
encourage you to seek anointing when
you need it, often after the weekend
Mass. But join us as well for this
quarterly celebration of a wonderful
sacrament of the Church.

By no means are these the only
Bible stories, words, and prayers that
Catholics should know. But we think
they form a core that you as parents can
build upon in your families. In the end,
the Sunday Eucharist and the Scripture
from that Eucharist are to be an ongoing
formation in Catholic faith. Let's
continue to take seriously our
responsibility before God (me as a
pastor, you as parents) to form the
children of this parish in our Catholic
faith.

The people to be anointed are
prayed with and supported by the faith of
the community, but even more, their
faith absolutely builds up the
community’s own faith. You do not
need to be a member of the parish to be
anointed. If you have a family member
who should be anointed and can bring
them, please do. We especially
encourage extra effort to bring those who
don't get out of the house very often. Of
course, if they cannot be taken outside, |
will gladly visit the home as well.

The gospel this week ends with
the question‘But when the Son of man
comes, will he find faith on earth?it
ends a longer section on perseverance in
faith. As we face life squarely, with
open eyes, recognizing the real troubles
of life, we are invited to persevere in
faith, so that the answer to Jesus’
guestion is, “Yes, Lord, of course, we
will hold fast.” We shouldn’t
underestimate the severe challenges life
can and does throw at us, but we should
also not underestimate the power of a
persistent faith. That faith involves
trusting our lives to Christ, putting into
practice that faith to serve the needs of
humanity, and understanding and
accepting the core doctrines of that faith.
May God grant us all such faith this
week and always.

*Remembering the Dead: Feast of All
Souls, November 2nd

Join us on Friday night
November ¥ at 7 p.m. for our annual
remembrance of the deceased. This time
it will be done in the context of the Mass
for All Souls. At that Mass we
remember all who have died and are
listed in the parish’s Book of Memory.
But we want to specifically name those
who have died in the past twelve months.
Anyone in your family and among your
friends or situations in the world over the
last twelve months. And we have a
special memorial for those who were
buried from our parish, since our last
remembrance of the dead.

Do you have to be a Catholic to
be anointed? The simplest answer to
that is to consider anointing as you
would receiving communion. There are
conditions when Christians who are
other than Catholic can receive
communion, but ordinarily one is to be a
member of the Catholic or Orthodox or
other Church that share our
understanding of sacraments and of
priesthood. The “power” of the
anointing does not reside in the oil used.
It is not magical. Rather, the power and
goodness resides in the shared
