If | had to summarize the shift
in thinking on sin over the last forty five
years | would highlight a series of
contrasts:
From a child-centered to an adult-
centered understanding.
From a legal to a person-centered or
relational understanding.
From an act-centered to an attitude
or character-centered understanding.
From an individual to communal
and social understanding.
These changes do not mean that we
ignore the earlier understanding. Rather,
we place the earlier understanding in a
wider framework. Sin certainly is a
violation of God’s law. And we want
children to know the Ten
Commandments by heart and use them
to examine some of the ways they sin.
But that is not where it ends. That is
more the child-centered beginning. We
then want young adults and adults to
recognize that sin is at work in all areas
of life, even if there is no specific law or
commandment, whenever we fail to act
as the people God calls us to be.
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Attitudes of envy, bitterness and close-
mindedness can affect every action we
do. To deal with such sin in our life
means a willingness to undergo
conversion and open up our heart and
our attitudes to God'’s grace.

Sin is at work and affecting us
even when we are not personally
responsible for the injustice. To live in
society means that all members have a
claim on the resources of society.
Structures can be more or less just and
when we refuse to acknowledge our
responsibility in changing the unjust
ones, sin enters into our relationship with
others. Moreover, so often sin is not a
matter of naming specific sinful actions
but recognizing how our relationship
with God, with others, with the world
around us, is much less than it could be.
We can't point to one sin or another but
we know we can be and do better.

With those four changes in
focus mentioned above, what happens to
our understanding of mortal and venial
sin? Of Original Sin? How can we
incorporate a positive, virtue-centered
understanding of the Christian moral life

*Good Leaders, Good Shepherds

| participated in the first (of six)
modules in the “Good Leaders, Good
Shepherds” program two weeks ago.
Twenty priests are in this group and we
spent four days—very packed, intensive
days—in workshop sessions. The lead¢
of the program developed materials for
managers and business leaders
throughout the world and usually do
business-related seminars. A few
Catholics and priests from Pennsylvanid
recognized a need for priests to receive
leadership training but also the unique
settings in which Catholic priests work,
and asked this group to develop
materials directed toward priests as
leaders.

From what | could gather they
did adapt the materials somewhat but n
a whole lot. They believe tools of good
leadership work no matter one’s
profession. This particular program
focuses on six modules: 1)
Understanding the Self and what you
bring to leadership; 2) Leadership in

Team/Group settings; 4) Leadership in
Organizational (Parish) settings; 5)
Leadership in Networking/Alliances
(outside of the parish); 6) Re-visit the
understanding of oneself as leader.

The first module we completed
had us look at our ‘natural disposition’
(via some personality tests) and then at
what it means to be disposition-driven
versus values-driven (and where our
values come from). | especially
appreciated the sections on values-driv{
behavior. We watched the old classic
movie Twelve Angry Meand had to
figure out the personal dispositional
character of each of them and then thei
approach to values in the jury room.
