Blood Drive: 
Tips for a Good Donation Experience 

 
 SS. John & Paul will sponsor an American Red Cross blood drive on Sunday, 
February 24, 2008 from 8:00 a.m.—2:00 p.m.  The following items are tips to know 
before donating. 
 
�  Get a good night’s sleep. 
 

�  Have a good breakfast or lunch. 
 

�  Drink extra water and fluids to replace the volume you will donate (avoid tea, 
coffee, or other beverages with caffeine). 

 

�  Eat iron-rich foods—red meat, fish, poultry or liver, beans, iron-fortified cereals, 
raisins and prunes. 

 

�  Avoid fatty foods, such as hamburgers, fries, or ice cream before donating.  Tests 
for infections done on all donated blood can be affected by fatty materials—lipids-
that appear in your blood for several hours after eating fatty foods.  When this 
occurs and required testing cannot be done, the blood may need to be discarded.

Second Sunday of Lent — Solidarity 
Operation Rice Bowl 

 
 A small influx of resources can make a big difference. Hamsatou Tangare in 
Mali, a country in West Africa, couldn’t earn enough as a tailor to support her family. 
With a small loan from Catholic Relief Services, she expanded her business and could 
ultimately purchase school supplies for her children. CRS microfinance projects work 
with a group dynamic—Hamsatou meets regularly with thirty other women in her 
village to ensure accountability and help one another during emergencies. 
 St. Paul tells us to “bear your hardship for the gospel with the strength that 
comes from God.” Hamsatou and her neighbors are bearing it together.  By praying and 
giving with Operation Rice Bowl, you too are shouldering their burden and expressing 
a profound message of solidarity. Initiatives like microfinancing will someday lighten 
the burden of African poverty. 
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P astor’s Perspective 
 
*Second Sunday of Lent 
 The second Sunday of Lent is 
always “transfiguration” Sunday, 
because the gospel reading tells the story 
of Jesus on the mountain, showing forth 
a dazzling light, conversing with Moses 
and Elijah. Once again Jesus hears the 
words of God the Father “This is my 
beloved Son, with whom I am well-
pleased.”  Yet Jesus does not allow 
Peter, James and John to linger there 
because he knew that the real 
transfiguration had to occur in 
Jerusalem, even though death was likely.  
His inner identity is clear and secure—he 
is God’s beloved Son—and so he can 
risk his life to serve the mission of the 
Father.   
 So, too, ourselves.  Our inner 
identity is formed by our baptism as 
beloved sons and daughters of God. That 
identity is secure. But the real 
transfiguration occurs in being faithful 
disciples of Jesus as we go about our 
lives. Life sends us challenges and 
creates decision times for us. How we 
respond—unafraid, committed to the 
good of all people, acting unselfishly—
will transform our lives.  To respond as 
Jesus would leads us to share in that 
transfiguration that one day will be 
complete when we share in his 
resurrection.  As Paul says in today’s 
second reading: “Beloved, bear your 
share of hardship for the gospel with the 
strength that comes from God.”   
 
 Lent is a season that strengthens 
that identity as God’s own.  Our Lenten 
practices of prayer, almsgiving, and 
fasting—the positive works we do and 
the penance we undertake—are little 
reminders of our need to be transfigured 
by God’s grace. Stay faithful to that 
Lenten discipline but never as an end in 
itself.  The goal is nothing less than as 
complete an openness to God’s love and 
mercy as possible. Life will send us its 
shares of hardships. Let us respond to 
them with a confident faith. 
 
 
 *Fridays of Lent 
 Let’s especially keep the 
Fridays of Lent in mind as a community 

of faith. If nothing else, at least on 
Friday, let us keep the discipline of 
abstinence from meat and then add our 
own way of fasting or doing penance, so 
that on Fridays we share together in the 
goal of being ready to respond to God 
whenever asked.  No matter where you 
are you can know that many others in the 
community are entering into the same 
spirit. 
 
 The next three Fridays will be 
times of sharing a fasting meal of soup 
and bread.  This Friday we will then end 
with the Stations of the Cross. Join us at 
6 PM for the meal and 6:30 PM for the 
Stations. 
 
 
 *G.R.A.C.E. Follow up 
 I want to especially encourage 
those who attended last week’s 
G.R.A.C.E. session to delve into the 
home packet.  It always has something 
for all ages.  A lot of thought and effort 
goes into offering material that can tie 
into the monthly theme and/or the season 
of the Church’s year we are celebrating.  
So, please note what you received. If 
nothing else, there are always one or two 
Catholic Updates that are short enough 
to read easily but in depth enough to 
learn something new about our faith.  
For those who did not attend G.R.A.C.E. 
this month think about attending in 
future months. It is an opportunity to 
connect with other adults of the parish 
and to learn about and discuss our 
Catholic faith. For this month: 
 
¨ There is a wonderful home activity 

of a puzzle that, when completed by 
doing the activities suggested for 
each puzzle piece, can be pieced 
together on a sheet and used as a 
reminder of the season.   

¨ For adults there are those two 
Catholic updates. One is called 
“Adam, Eve and Original Sin.” 
What is the story of Adam and Eve 
really trying to say? The other is 
“Understanding Sin Today.” 

¨ A “table card” that can be placed at 
your dinner table and used 
throughout Lent for prayer before or 
after the meal. Each month we 
provide a new table card. 

¨ Operation Rice Bowl and home 

calendar, which offers many 
suggestions for keeping the season 
of Lent and tying in our penance to 
concern for the poor around the 
world. 

¨ Take Out: a magazine with activities 
for March and the Sundays of 
March. 

¨ A copy of the examination of 
conscience we used for prayer at the 
G.R.A.C.E. session. 

 
 We try not to overwhelm you 
with material but have something that 
will continue your individual and/or 
family reflection on the theme; this time 
on the theme of understanding a Catholic 
approach to sin. 
 
 As always, we try to connect 
the learning to a concrete 
event/celebration in the parish or world 
around us.  The theme of sin is being 
connected to the next three upcoming 
Sundays of Lent.  These are called 
“Scrutiny Sundays” because those 
preparing for baptism and full initiation 
into the Church at the Easter Vigil are 
asked to look deeply at all areas of their 
life and to renounce sin and evil in any 
form. 
 
 On the Scrutiny Sundays we 
use beautiful, dramatic readings from the 
Gospel of John, which bring out some 
aspect of turning from sin and opening 
ourselves to Jesus Christ.  This coming 
Sunday is the reading of the Samaritan 
woman at the well who learns that Jesus 
doesn’t just want to give her water but 
rather he is the living water that gives 
life to all. Then the following Sunday we 
hear the reading of the man born blind 
who is healed by Jesus.  To turn from sin 
and live our baptisms fully is to know 
Jesus as the light of the world.  Then on 
the third Sunday upcoming we have the 
wonderful story of Jesus bringing 
Lazarus back to life. For those who share 
in the life of Christ something even more 
wonderful is in store—not escaping 
physical death for a time, as good as that 
would be in many cases, but sharing in 
eternal life because Jesus is the 
resurrection and the life. 
 
 Over the next three weeks pay 
attention to how Jesus engages in

FLOWER: Families Live 
Out the Word in Everyday 
Routines 
 

“Jesus took Peter, James, and John his 
brother, and led them up a high 

mountain by themselves” 
 

 As Americans living in the 21st 
Century, we too need to remind 
ourselves to gather the family and “go to 
the mountain,” to create some time 
away. Maybe this means a family 
meeting to discuss an important issue or 
circumstance that is impacting our 
family. Maybe this means a regular 
family meal or family activity night to 
allow us to have regular conversation 
and laughter. Maybe this means a 
vacation time away from our everyday 
surroundings,  routines, and anxieties, 
time to enjoy one another’s company. 
How do we go to the mountain, who do 
we take with us, what gifts are trans-
figured before us? 

dialogue with the key characters in each 
story.  He starts out with them at their 
current level of understanding and 
invites them to see deeper and to risk 
believing in him.  That is exactly what 
Lent offers to us. We start out at our 
current level of Christian living and by 
taking the time for prayer and entering 
into small penances we are invited into a 
deeper trust of the Lord, a willingness to 
risk believing fully in him. 
 
 Though the Scrutiny Sundays 
developed in the Church for those 
preparing for Easter baptism, we should 
never invite others to do what we are not 
willing to do. For that reason we will 
take a little extra time at the Penitential 
Rite at the beginning of the Mass over 
the next three weeks, to think about our 
need to turn from sin and evil and be 
faithful to the gospel.  With our 
G.R.A.C.E. reflection on sin, let us tie 
that into a scrutiny of our lives and a 
willingness to name the sin in our life 
and open ourselves to God’s mercy. 
 
 
 *G.R.A.C.E. Next Month 
 Our March monthly G.R.A.C.E. 
will zero in on the Eucharist. Our 
specific catechetical theme will be the 
“Real Presence of Jesus in the 
Eucharist.”  What does that mean? How 
should we understand that? What 
implications does that have for our faith 
and our actions?  The event we will tie 
the learning to will be our Tuesday 
March 18th day of adoration ending with 
Benediction.   
 
 Remember: the monthly 
G.R.A.C.E. is the cornerstone for 
formation of all ages and levels at the 
parish.  If you have not attended any, 
please reconsider.  For parents with 
children in grades 1-8: that these are not 
optional sessions. This is part of your 
child’s mandatory requirement.  They 
determine whether your child can 
become a candidate for one of the 
sacraments.  Having said that, I would 
prefer not to use the term “mandatory,” 
because I would hope most parents 
would want their children to grow in 
their faith and be part of that process.  
Yes, it requires 8 times a year or so for 
one of the parents (or grandparents, aunt, 

uncle, if a parent is not available) to be 
here and participate in the adult module 
on those evenings. What a wonderful 
way to create opportunities to discuss 
our Catholic faith with our children, 
even as we explore our own 
understanding. 
 
 It is repeated on four evenings, 
so no excuses for not being available on 
one of the evenings! 
 
 
 
 *CSA Refunds 
 Our most recent report from the 
2007 Catholic Services Appeal indicates 
that another $30,000 or so has been 
deposited to our Parish Savings Account 
for the quarter ending January 10, 2008! 
This is in addition to the money 
deposited there from C.S.A. payments on 
October 10, 2007. You may recall that 
all monies generated over our mandatory 
target are automatically returned to our 
parish and deposited into our savings 
account. Last May, 460 individuals or 
families supported the CSA, helping us 
to reach and exceed our mandatory 
target. I want to thank all who so 
generously supported our 2007 CSA. 
Each time you fulfill your monthly or 
quarterly pledge you are actually giving 
your financial support to Saints John and 
Paul Parish. If everyone continues to 
complete their pledge through March 
2008, our parish will benefit from a total 
of $75,000 “tax-free” revenue. Unlike all 
other donations given to our parish, 
money generated through the CSA is not 
subject to the usual 6% diocesan tax. Our 
success proves once again that our 
generous support of the annual CSA is 
the best way to financially support our 
parish. May God bless you for your 
generosity. 
 
  With Jesus we have been to the 
desert to face the testing (last Sunday’s 
reading) and to the mountain top to glory 
in our identity (today’s gospel). Let us 
now be ready to journey with Jesus to 
Jerusalem, to the trial, cross, passion, 
and death, so to surrender all to God and 
share in the resurrection.

Electronic Sunday Offerings  
 Did you know that there are two ways to “electronically” support the parish?  
Both ways are easy and convenient for parishioners to use and benefit the parish by 
ensuring consistent giving.  
 Online banking is one way to electronically contribute to the parish.  Online 
banking is created using your bank’s website and a computer. It’s very easy to do—just 
go to your bank’s website and follow the on-line banking set-up. For most banks you 
set the parish up as a “payee”, enter an amount, envelope number, frequency, and the 
rest is done for you.  The bank will mail checks to the parish as often as you designate, 
and that check will get counted with the weekly offertory, which then gets posted to 
your account here.  If you choose to use this option please let the office know so that 
we can stop mailing envelopes to you, which is another cost savings for the parish.   
 Electronic Sunday Offerings is another way to consistently support the parish 
automatically.  Electronic Sunday Offerings (ESO) is a pre-authorized payment plan 
where parish members authorize monthly or bi-monthly deductions to be made from 
their checking or savings account to the parish’s account.  Transfers are done on the 
15th or the 30th of the month—you decide the dates and amounts, and we do the rest.  
Transfers from your account will continue until you tell us, in writing, to stop.  Right 
now over fifty parishioners are using ESO as their way to contribute the parish. 
 If either of these opportunities to support the parish appeals to you,  pick up an 
ESO form at the back of church or set the parish up for a weekly automatic donation on 
your personal computer using on-line banking.  Thank you for considering one of these 
electronic ways to contribute to the parish.
