*Baptism of the Lord

We officially end the
Christmas-Epiphany liturgical season
with this feast of the Baptism of the
Lord. Jesus enters into his public, adult
life of preaching, teaching, healing,
confronting evil, and gathering a
community of disciples—all so that
people might know the kingdom of God
is breaking into the world in a definitive
way.

Although we cannot know the
consciousness of Jesus in any clear way,
think about what it would be like to
embark on this public stepping forth and
then to have an experience of God as a
Father telling you “You are my beloved
Son. In you | am well-pleased.” Wow!
To know God takes delight in you and
claims you fully as his own. That

actions something through which God’s
pleasure can be known.

*Elijah Cup

Each week we will be giving a
chalice to one household/family of the
parish. During the week that
person/family is asked to keep the
chalice in a visible place and to
pray/think/discuss how God is calling
them to live out their Christian baptism
now and to pray for others to know and
find their vocation. Included in this will
be a prayer for vocations to
priesthood/diaconate, religious life and
full-time service in the Church, but that
will not be the only focus. If we
encourage each other to live our lives as
vocations—no matter where that leads
us—we will have both enough vocations
to specifically Church-related ministry
and will have more and more people
who see what they are doing in all walks
of life as a vocation, a calling from God.

experience grounds everything else Jesus

will go through, starting with the trial

and temptations in the desert. That
experience will be repeated, in a sense,
at the Transfiguration on the mountain,
but now combined with a more complete
understanding by Jesus that he will be
facing suffering and even death. That
experience of God’s pleasure in him will
be tested to the fullest at the trial,
scourging and crucifixion. But because
of that experience Jesus will offer his life
for us all. In the resurrection that
experience of God’s pleasure will be
fully known and transform Jesus into his
resurrected state.

What about our baptismal
identity? How often do we stop and say
to ourselves “I/We are beloved sons and
daughters of God. In me/us God is well-
pleased!” To act out of that identity as a
beloved son or daughter of God is to
know what it means to live our lives as a
vocation from God. No matter the
circumstances we will know that we
have an invitation from God to share in
Jesus’ mission and ministry. Whatever
state of life (single, married, divorced,
vowed), whatever job or profession
(part-time, full-time, retired, even
unemployed), whatever
responsibilities—our baptismal identity
makes us beloved by God and our

to bring that chalice to the Mass they
attend. The Elijah Cup will then be used
as the main chalice at that Mass. In
addition, there will be a journal in which
we ask each participant to offer a
thought or prayer related to their
experience using the Elijah Cup.

*Church Authority and Structure:
Some After-Thoughts

Authority is one of those topics
that we could spend weeks on. We all
have different experiences of both being
in authority and exercising authority.
When it comes to Church authority, most
tend to view it somewhat negatively.
People are appreciative when the popes
and bishops provide moral leadership but
are somewhat skeptical of their
consistent ability to do so. | think that
reflects the world we are in. Authority is
no longer received so automatically and
respectfully just because of someone’s
position. We have learned to question
authority, to do our own research and
thinking and come to conclusions that
might contradict what an authority is
saying, This is true not just for the
Church but for the legal, medical,
educational and many other professions.

At the same time authority is a
necessary component of the common
good of any community or institution.

We do real damage to our lives when we
simply dismiss authority out of hand. It

is almost like trying to remain a defiant
child. Yes, there is satisfaction in that at

anyone else. Also, if those to whom
authority is entrusted do not exercise
their authority, someone else will fill in
the vacuum and do so, usually causing
even deeper problems. Think about what
happens when parents refuse to be the
adults and the parents in the family. The
children fill in the vacuum and real
problems ensue.
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As a universal Church we are
living within a shifting paradigm of
Church authority and structure. | believe
that a couple of hundred years from now,
maybe sooner, we will look back and
judge this shift to be as significant as any

other one we have gone through over the comes from God and can be an

2000 year history of the Church. We
continue to have the outer forms of
ancient, traditional forms of authority but
they no longer carry with them the same

respect or even power. There might be a like them. The Church has a wisdom in

few people who still would want to kiss
a bishop’s ring, but there are many more
who would tell the bishop where to put
that ring! There might be some who
uncritically accept everything the pope
or bishops say, but there are even more
who automatically criticize and question
everything they say. There might be
some who listen to the pastor as an
important part of their discernment in
life, but even more who would never
consider going to a pastor for any
counsel.

One of the good things about
the Catholic understanding and structure
of authority is its ability to both maintain
a certain strength of tradition and an
openness to what is new. The Second
Vatican Council forty five years ago
gave the Church the tools by which to re-
shape its authority structures. We are no
where near embodying all that was made
possible, but we are no longer able to
turn the clock back. Bishops and pastors
might not be fully comfortable with the
critique of people and the demands that
finances and practices be made
transparent to all the people, but there is
no going back. Parish and vicariate and
diocesan and bishops’ councils might not
have legislative authority but there is no
circumventing their scrutiny in the end.

What the shape of the Church
structure will be some generations from
now is still unclear. | am sure it will have
the names and some of the outer forms
we are familiar with—pope, bishop,
priest, diocese, parish, etc.—but | am
also sure that it will look different than
what we see today. There is no turning
the clock back. Authority, to be
respected, will always have to earn that
respect, rather than presume it. For that
to happen, bishops and priests will have
to live simpler lives, more transparent
lives.

But having said that, there is a
real value in listening to the Church’s
authority within an adult understanding
of life. In the end, the Christian
understanding of authority is that all
authority—Church, parental, political—

instrument of God’s care for us. The
Church has a structure that keeps us
from floating off into independent

groups who only relate to those that are

its teaching authority that keeps us from
simplistic and facile decisions based
only on what we want to do or what we
think is best for us alone. Authority is a
precious gift when it is exercised
properly. As mentioned in the
G.R.A.C.E. sessions, that is to rememb
that we are beloved sons and daughter
of God. We should let no one take that
away from us and we should exercise
authority with others, only if we are
willing to see and treat them as so
beloved.

*Good Leaders, Good Shepherds
Program

A few years ago a priest from
Pennsylvania began a program for
ongoing formation for priests called
“Good Leaders, Good Shepherds.” He
took the principles that have been
stressed through the best management
and personal development courses and
molded a program designed specifically
for priests, especially those who are
pastors of parishes. Cardinal Maida ha:
encouraged each priest to participate in
this program, if at all possible. 25-30
priests form a “cohort” and go through
the 2 year program together. Two such
groups have started and | will be in the
third one, beginning at the end of the
month (January 29 —February 1).

There is a certain cost to the
program. It operates by gathering the
priests away from their parishes for 3
days every few months; and for ¥z day
every month. We will be using the St.
John Center in Plymouth for these. On
those days | won't be available for
emergency anointings or funerals. The
idea is to truly set aside precious time
and focus on one’s leadership
development with few or no distractions

total. The Archdiocese is picking up 1/3
of the cost; Cardinal Maida has asked
that parishes pick up 1/3 of the cost; and
the priest himself will be picking up the
remaining 1/3.

Stewardship Thought

Our Baptism, like the Lord’s, is a
consecration to service. The bishops’
pastoral on stewardship reminds us...
“there is a fundamental obligation
arising from the Sacrament of Baptism
that people place their gifts, their
resources—their selves—at God’s
service in and through the Church.”
